


ORGANISED CRIME™

Organised crime always favours stable jurisdictions with weak
institutions and corrupt environments that provide relatively safe
opportunities to base and conduct criminal activity, increasingly
penetrating and influencing politics, economies and social life, expanding
criminal markets and introducing new criminal technologies. However,
due to its high adaptive capacity, organised crime effectively leverages
chaos and social upheaval to generate profits and benefits.

The large-scale invasion has ‘shuffled the deck’ for many criminal
groups in Ukraine and related transnational organisations, disrupting
established criminal economy schemes and networks, including their
logistics routes and distribution channels. At the same time, as will be
shown below, the War and martial law imposed in Ukraine have created
the potential for organised crime to develop new illicit activities and
diversify and expand existing ones’s.

In this section, we rely on the legalistic definition of organised
crime to analyse its key indicators in the pre-war and wartime periods.

In Ukraine, the normative definition of organised crime refers to the
special law of Ukraine, ‘On the Organisational and Legal Fundamentals
of Combating Organised Crime’, adopted in 1993.

The term ‘organised crime’ in the special Act means a series of
criminal offences committed due to the creation and activity of organised
criminal groups. The features of organised criminal groups refer to the
Criminal Code of Ukraine.

The legal definition of organised crime is highly criticized due
to the poor explanation and incomplete coverage of organised crime
varieties. The definition is rather imperfect and descriptive — and does
not provide clear criteria for distinguishing organised criminal activity
from the activities of situational groups.
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However, the law was adopted in the early 1990s — in harsh
conditions at the beginning of Independence, with a significant spread
in organised crime — in order to create specialized bodies for combatting
organised crime, with a legal framework and legal instruments for active
countermeasures. Indeed, these are still valid today.

In 2001, the Criminal Code of Ukraine enabled punishment
for the criminal activity of organised criminal groups and criminal
organisations.

A criminal offence shall be held to have been committed by an
organised group where several persons (three or more) participated in
its preparation or commission, who have previously established a stable
association for the purpose of committing of this and other offence (or
offences) and have been consolidated by a common plan with assigned
roles designed to achieve this plan known to all members of the group
(Part 3, Article 28).

A criminal offence shall be held to have been committed by a crimi-
nal organization where it was committed by a stable hierarchical asso-
ciation of several persons (five and more), members or structural units,
which have organised themselves, upon a prior conspiracy, to jointly act
for the purpose of directly committing of grave or special grave criminal
offences by the members of this organisation, or supervising or coordi-
nating criminal activity of other persons, or supporting the activity of this
criminal organisation and other criminal groups (Part 4, Article 28).

This legalistic approach, despite its imperfections, serves as the
basis for the current accounting of both quantitative and qualitative
indicators of organised crime in Ukraine.

In police statistics, organised groups and criminal organisations
are recorded in aggregate, with criminal organisations listed separately
in a distinct column. In this subsection, the term ‘organised criminal
groups’ (hereinafter — OCGs) is used to refer to both organised groups
(hereinafter — Org.Gr.) and criminal organisations (hereinafter — Crim.
Org.), unless otherwise specified.

The rate of organised crime and its dynamic manifestations
are determined by three main indicators: the number of OCGs under
investigation; the number of persons who committed crimes as part of
OCGs, for which investigation was completed; and the number of crimes,
for which investigation was completed (7able 1). They cover all types of
criminal activity and provide an integrative ‘picture’ of organised crime
in Ukraine.

After the decreasing dynamics for 20132015, the pre-War period
from 2016-2021 was marked by a gradual increase in the overall rate of
organised crime in Ukraine. The number of identified OCGs grew from
136 groups committing 1043 crimes in 2016 to 499 groups committing
4318 crimes in 2021. The annual increase averaged 5,5%.

In the meantime, it should be noted that the overall crime rate in
Ukraine experienced a declining trend over the same period, with an
annual average fall of 9%. The share of criminal organisations among all
identified OCGs also increased — from just 2% in 2016 to 9% in 2021.

The number of OCGs detected in Ukraine in 2022 amounted to
395, which represents a 21% decrease compared to the previous year,
2021. Given the negative dynamics, some unstable groups likely ceased
to exist in 2022, having been forced to dismantle their networks or at
least temporarily suspend their criminal activities.

At the same time, there is evidence that the top tiers of traditional
criminal hierarchies continued their operations in Ukraine despite the
War. In December 2022, the leaders of the so-called ‘top’ of the criminal
world were allegedly detained in Ukraine: criminal bosses nicknamed
‘Umka’, ‘crowned’ in 2014, and ‘Lasha Svan’, a ‘thiefin law ’since 1995,
who received their ‘titles’ from senior figures of the Russian criminal
world””.

The monthly trend lines of organised crime in war-torn Ukraine
during 2022 generally do not diverge significantly from those observed in
pre-war 2021, with the exception of an atypical decline in the number of
detected OCGs in March 2022. This decline can reasonably be attributed
to general disorganisation at the onset of the War, both within criminal
networks and law enforcement investigations, which were primarily
focused on the country’s defence and combating sabotage groups.

The prolonged War has been marked by a rapid increase in
organised crime. In 2023, 494 OCGs were identified (+25% compared to
2022), which committed 5197 crimes, and in 2024 — 663 OCGs (+13.4%
compared to 2023) and 7881 crimes. This trend clearly reflects criminal
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adaptation to wartime conditions and the emergence of new criminal
opportunities.

Given that the share of criminal organisations among all organised
crime actors increased to 11% in 2024, we can trace the continuation of
the pre-War trend toward more complex forms of organisation and more
serious crimes.

The trend towards an increase in the share of criminal organisations
in the overall structure of OCGs is also confirmed by the growing
number of offenses related to the creation of a criminal organisation,
which constitutes a substantial crime. Thus, in 2016, only four such cases
were detected, in 2021 their number rose to 66, and in 2024 —to 116. The
indicator for the first six months of 2025 has already reached 80 cases
of the creation of criminal organisation, which, based on the forecast for
the next six months, suggests that the total for 2025 may surpass that of
2024 (Table 2).

Retracing our steps to the analysis of the overall level of organised
crime in the dynamics, it should be stressed that the trend lines and
indicators for the first six months of 2025 confirm the forecasts of a
continued escalation of organised crime during the War. Thus, in six
months of 2025, 509 OCGs and 5339 crimes committed by them were
identified. This amount already exceeds the totals recorded for the entire
year of 2023.

It is important to consider that during the War, the total population
residing inthe government-controlled territory of Ukraine has significantly
decreased. While the exact population figure remains unknown, there
is clear evidence that millions of Ukrainians have fled the country as
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forcibly displaced persons (including, likely, some involved in criminal
activity), and that tens of thousands of civilians have died as a result
of hostilities. In addition, a part of the population, particularly men,
has been mobilized into the army, with many killed in action or held
in captivity. Certain Ukrainian territories remain temporarily occupied,
and therefore, crimes committed in those areas are either not officially
recorded by Ukrainian authorities or are only partially accounted for after
liberation. This significant population decline would be expected, under
normal circumstances, to lead to a reduction in potential criminal activity.
Moreover, the absence of statistical coverage for occupied territories
should, purely mathematically, result in an artificially lowered level of
recorded organised crime and overall crime in the country. Nevertheless,
even under such conditions, the crime situation in terms of organised
crime is steadily and significantly deteriorating.

The essential characteristics of OCGs are determined by their
internal and external stability. Internal stability is indicated by the
stability of the composition of members and the existence of the group
for a certain period of time to commit a number of crimes (or one crime
that required long and thorough preparation). External stability implies
the ability to resist detection by law enforcement agencies, including
through corrupt connections, and the ability to cooperate/compete with
other groups at the local or transnational level.

The structural characteristics of OCGs analysed for the pre-
war period 2013-2021 provide an informative picture of the nature of
organised crime. Thus, in 2021, 14% of the identified OCGs had inter-
regional ties, 11,4% used corrupt ties, 7,6% were formed on an ethnic
basis and 2,2% established transnational ties. Poly-criminal activities
were carried out by 45% of the identified groups, confirming the
propensity of organised crime to diversify.

2021 became the peak year for the entire research period in terms
of the number of OCGs with corrupt connections. In Ukraine, corruption
permeates all spheres of social life - from the household level to the highest
government positions. Balancing between violence and corruption as a
means to achieve criminal goals, Ukrainian organised crime is more likely
to use corruption, which, unlike violence, adds concealment to criminal
activity and provides a long-term perspective. It is believed that during
the War, some well-established corruption ties were lost, however, the
general corruption in society and the corrupt nature of officials allowed
for their quick restoration or the establishment of new ones.

OCGs with transnational connections dominated in 2013-14,
when 38 such groups were identified annually. A further 28 OCGs with
transnational ties were identified in 2015. Since 2016, both in the pre-
war and war periods, the statistical indicators do not show a pronounced
trend in the establishment of transnational ties by groups - the total
number of such groups has decreased and averages 10 groups annually.

Although Ukraine traditionally belongs to mono-national countries
with more than 70% of the population being Ukrainian, ethnic-based
groups are quite active in the structure of organised crime, which serves
as an additional factor of their unity and at the same time a factor of
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complexity in counteraction. The largest number of ethnically-based
groups was identified in the pre-war years — 36 in 2020 and 38 in 2021.
Such active documentation is likely due to the changes to criminal law
introduced in 2020, which, despite fair criticism, allowed the prosecution
of so-called ‘thieves in law’, a significant proportion of whom are
believed to be members of ethnic minorities.

Since the outbreak of the war, the number of ethnic groups has
decreased to 27. In addition, in 2023, the Strategic Investigations
Department of the National Police, which is authorised to investigate
organised crime in Ukraine, was granted the ability to ban ‘thieves in law’
and ‘criminal authorities’ as well as their subordinates and associates
from entering Ukraine. Thus, ‘thieves in law’ who are representatives or
supporters of Russia could not enter Ukraine. Accordingly, the share of
ethnic groups decreased. However, the first six months of 2024 and the
first six months of 2025 show an increasing trend.

The ranking of the duration of existence shows that the largest
share of identified OCG is made up of those that have been functioning
for up to one year, i.e. a relatively short period of time — 73,7% in 2021.
Another 18% belong to OCGs that existed for up to two years (Table 2).
The trend of about 90% of registered OCGs operating for short periods
is typical for statistical observation.

In terms of the group size, OCGs are usually small in number,
mostly having three persons in their composition. So, in 2021, 49,5% of
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detected OCGs had three members, 48,5% had from four to 10 members,
1,8% had from 11-20 members and only one group united more than
20 persons.

Similar patterns were observed during the wartime period from
2022 through the first half of 2025. Despite the presence of OCGs with
transnational connections (2,8% in 2022, 2,6% in 2023, 1,8% in 2024),
organised crime in Ukraine remains a regional phenomenon without a
single hierarchical subordination within the country. Interregional links
were observed in 10,1% of OCGs in 2022, 9,7% in 2023, and 9,4% in
2024. Corrupt ties were present in 9,1% of OCGs in 2022, 7,1% in 2023,
and 6,9% in 2024. Poly-criminal activities were established in 40,8% in
2022, 45,1% in 2023 and 43,9% in 2024 of all identified OCGs.

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Preliminary data from the first half of 2025 indicate that
interregional ties continue to expand, reaching 11,6% of all identified
OCGs — an absolute increase compared to the total number recorded in
2023 or 2022.

As in the pre-war period, so during the War, the least stable
OCGs — those that existed for less than 1 year — came to the attention
of the criminal justice system (71,1% in 2022, 73,5%, 71,2% in 2024).

The year 2022 was atypical with regard to the size of identified
OCGs. Not a single group composed of up to 3 members was detected,
while five groups (the largest number for the entire analysed period)
consisted of more than 20 members. In 2023-2024, however, the group
size distribution largely returned to patterns of the pre-War period.

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Among the various types of organised criminal activity during the
period 2013-2021, drug trafficking related crimes occupied the largest
share of all identified organised crimes (29.5% in 2021). This was
followed by common (regular) criminal offences of a mercenary (theft)
and mercenary-violent nature (robbery, assault, extortion — a total of 8%
in 2021). All other crimes represented less than 5% of the proportion of
crime committed. In 2021, mercenary crimes that fall into the category of
white-collar crime, such as misappropriation, embezzlement or seizure
of property by malversation (4%) have become more pronounced.

At the onset of the War, logistics-dependent forms of crime
experienced the greatest turbulence. Infrastructure facilities of airspace,
railway, ports, highways and roads became the key areas that suffered
the heaviest attacks, severely affecting these crime types. However, as
the War progressed, criminal groups involved in criminal markets and
the trafficking of illegal goods and services have found themselves in a
comparatively advantageous position. The demand for certain categories
of illicit goods was (is) still as relevant as ever, and in some cases has
even increased during wartime. This trend is most clearly illustrated
by drug trafficking, which has maintained a dominant position among
organised criminal activities by a considerable margin.

Of the 3142 crimes committed by OCGs in 2022, drug trafficking
comprised the largest share — 1291, or 41% (or +10% to the same share in
2021). Although there was a slight decrease in this figure to 1047 crimes
in 2023, the number of detected cases of drug trafficking doubled in the
following year, 2024 (2204 crimes). In the first six months of 2025, 2566
organised drug-related crimes were detected (or an unprecedented 48%
of the total number of organised crimes). This figure not only surpasses
the total for all of 2024 but is also more than double that of 2023.

With the outbreak of the War, the blockade of air and sea space, and
the suspension of commercial activity in port regions, the production of
synthetic drugs, typically concentrated in laboratories, was temporarily
suspended due to a shortage of chemical precursors previously smuggled
into Ukraine. However, by the end 0of 2022, the production and distribution
of synthetic drugs had returned to their usual state, using online platforms
and the postal system.

The analysis of typical cases reveals a growing concentration of
drug laboratories in frontline areas (Case A4).
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Case A. In 2023, 37 members of the «Dvadtsiativski»
criminal group, including ten leaders, were detained. To ensure
uninterrupted production of methamphetamine, the offenders
organised a network of drug laboratories in rented garage space
and a residential apartment in Kryvyi Rih, a city located near the
frontline. The drug market covered almost all regions of Ukraine.
The capacities of the laboratories allowed for the industrial
production of up to 40 kg of drugs per month.

The drug cartel network consisted of three criminal
organizations and six organised groups. The organizers carefully
selected the “staff” and gave preference to individuals who had
good physical characteristics and connections among people
involved in drug trafficking. At the same time, to preserve
autonomy and complicate the process of documenting criminal
activity, representatives of the separate links had almost no
contact with each other. To ensure proper control, operation and
security of the criminal community, there was a clear hierarchy
and distribution of roles: control over the work of laboratories,
their security, “chemists”, “‘financiers”, etc.

To ensure uninterrupted trade, the offenders thought over the
logistics and arrangement of storage points: they sold products in
large and retail batches through an extensive “courier’ network
by means of ‘hidden caches’ and the “hand-to-hand” method.
The group leaders transferred the proceeds from drug sales,
which amounted to more than a million US dollars of “profit” per
month, to the leaders of the criminal community, who distributed
them among all those involved in the drug business’.

During the years of the full-scale invasion, misappropriation,
embezzlement or seizure of property by malversation, ranked second in
the structure of organised crime after drug trafficking. In 2022, 210 or
7% such crimes were detected, while in the first six months of 2025, 328
or 6% crimes were detected.

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The respective OCGs included officials not only from private
business entities, but also from state and local authorities at various
levels. These officials engaged their subordinates and affiliated business
entities in criminal schemes, creating favourable conditions for holding
tenders.

A particularly notable trend that emerged in 2022, directly linked to
the full-scale armed invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation, was
the misappropriation or embezzlement of funds intended for charitable
purposes and humanitarian aid.

This trend reflects not only the profit-driven nature of organised
crime but also the broader tendency to use non-violent means of obtaining
profits.

This shift is further evidenced by changes in organised criminal
activity related to more primitive forms of property acquisition.

During the first year of the War, a record low number of thefts
committed by OCGs was recorded — only 96, which is almost half the
number of thefts compared to 2021, when 180 such thefts were detected.
In subsequent years, the dynamics were not stable (142 crimes in 2023,
127 crimes in 2024), however, remaining consistently below pre-war
levels.

The number of robberies, extortions and assaults, has shown a
steady downward trend since the onset of the War.

The factors that contributed to a decrease in the number of primitive
mercenary and mercenary-violent crimes were: the enhanced public
safety measures imposed under martial law, including curfews, increased
patrol activity, and the establishment of checkpoints; the emigration of a
significant number of persons previously involved in the relevant illegal
activities.

In addition, the War has brought its own specifics to the patterns
of victimization. Many potential victims were forcibly displaced abroad
and may not have been aware of crimes committed against their property,
such as theft, thus leaving such incidents unreported.

The beginning of the active phase of Russia’s armed aggression
against Ukraine necessitated the formation of local self-defence
initiatives, which resulted in the distribution of unknown but large
numbers of small arms to the civilian population for the needs of territorial
defence with their temporary legalization for the period of martial law
in accordance with the Law. Broadly, the conduct of hostilities to repel
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Russia’s armed aggression against Ukraine has created the preconditions
for an increase in the number of firearms, ammunition and explosives in
illicit circulation and has led to the emergence of new channels for the
distribution of weapons, explosives and ammunition. The armed conflict
in the east of the country and the occupation of part of Ukraine’s territory
also contributed to the diversion of illegal flows of traumatic, air, small
arms, firearms, ammunition and explosives to the rest of the country™.

Nevertheless, earlier forecasts predicting a massive increase
organised arms trafficking during the War have not been statistically
confirmed so far. Available data on this category of organised criminal
activity remains unstable; it is difficult to trace clear long-term trends. In
2022, only eight such cases were recorded, which is significantly lower
than in any pre-war year. In 2023-2024, there was an increase to 44
detected cases, but this figure did not exceed the pre-war peak (77 cases
in 2020). The first six months of 2025 show a significant increase with
59 cases of organised arms trafficking detected.

During the War, the illicit market for excisable goods intensified,
reaching the scale of a threat to the Ukraine’s economic security. In
2024, there was a significant surge in the in offenses related to illegal
manufacturing, storage, sale or transportation for the purpose of sale of
excisable goods committed by OCGs — 209 such cases were recorded,
which is twice increase compared to 2023 (96 cases). The trend has
persisted into 2025, with 83 cases in just six months.

In addition to transformations within relatively traditional markets
(drugs, human beings, excisable goods, etc.), the War has facilitated the
emergence of new markets, such as black grain, smuggling by men who
are liable for military service and are trying to avoid conscription, and
trade in humanitarian aid, including military supplies and ammunition®.

Notably, the statistical observations of organised crime in 2022-
2025 fixed a considerable increase in the illegal movement of persons
across the state border of Ukraine, which is typical for the conditions of

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the war and martial law. The number of such cases rose sharply from 54
in 2022 to 403 in 2024.

On the first day of the War, martial law in Ukraine was imposed;
men of military age between 18 and 60 were banned from leaving the
country. This legal restriction triggered the demand for the services of
illegal movement of persons across the state border. Conscripts have
been smuggled across the border both outside and through official
checkpoints; in the last case with fake or fictitious documents granting
the right to leave - under the guise of volunteers, drivers of transportation
companies, disabled people or their accompanying persons. A common
scheme involves the production of a fictitious package of documents
on inability to serve in military service in peacetime and wartime,
allowing persons to be removed from the military registry. In this case,
the OCGs often engage doctors from the military medical commission
who allegedly conduct medical examinations and employees of military
commissariats to facilitate the process®!.

Criminal markets in the contemporary global landscape are
inherently transnational, necessitating the smuggling of goods into and
out of countries for such markets. It is believed that during the War, due
to the closed airspace and seaports, the main smuggling routes were
relocated and shifted to the western and southwestern borders of Ukraine.
However, the indicators of organised smuggling both before and during
the war period are very low (4 cases were detected in 2021, 0 in 2022, 6
in 2023 and 3 in 2024). It can be assumed that the main reason for this
is the failure to prove the organised nature of the crimes. Many cases
are prosecuted as offenses committed by individual couriers or informal
groups lacking the legal indicators of organised criminality.

One of the most recent and concerning trends of smuggling is using
Ukrainian citizens having temporary residence in one of EU counties as
mules for transporting illicit goods, such as money or drugs, across the
borders. As the War entered a protracted phase, a certain social cluster
of individuals has emerged, who periodically or regularly migrate along
the route between the European countries and Ukraine and back for

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personal, social or humanitarian reasons and provide smuggling services
for OCGs*.

The success of criminal markets is inevitably linked to the
existence of corrupt connections and the possibility of bribing regulatory
or supervisory officials. Since the beginning of 2022, the trend of
corruption associated with organised crime has increased. In 2022, 43
cases of bribery and accepting an offer, promise or obtaining an improper
advantage were detected in the structure of organised crime, 63 in 2023-
24, and 100 cases of corruption crimes committed by OCG in 6 months
of 2025.

This situation reveals the problem of systemic corruption deeply
embedded in Ukraine’s institutional structures. The War has further
exposed it (Case B).

Case B. In 2022, a corrupt scheme to embezzle funds
from the export of Ukrainian grain was uncovered, involving
more than 10 high-ranking officials of the State Customs
Service and the management of the Odesa Customs.

They set up a large-scale mechanism for tax evasion
for the export of Ukrainian grain. As a result, the state lost
hundreds of millions of hryvnias. To implement the scheme,
the participants involved more than 370 commercial entities
with signs of fictitiousness. Through them, dealers bought
wheat from private farmers, agricultural enterprises and large
agricultural holdings. To “confuse” the trade chains and
avoid paying mandatory payments to the budget, the offenders
transferred products from one “shell company” to another. In
particular, in August-September 2022, entrepreneurs exported
more than one million tons of grain of dubious origin through
the grain terminals in the Black Sea, Pivdennyi and Odesa
ports®.

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The outbreak of War has significantly reshaped not only Ukraine’s
legal economy but also the dynamics of organised criminal activity in the
economic sphere beyond criminal markets.

With the beginning of the war economy in Ukraine has come to a
standstill, shifting towards cash circulation due to significant restrictions
on cashless currency transactions imposed by the banking system. This is
indirectly evidenced by a 26% decrease in the total number of registered
economic crimes in Ukraine in 2022 compared to 2021.

At the same time, the budgetary sphere and public procurement
under martial law became areas of increased criminal risk.

In Ukraine, along with traditional OCG, there are criminal groups
close to the state and local authorities. They do not associate themselves
with the criminal world, but they have organised modus operandi and
operate mainly as white-collar groups in economic sphere.

In 2022, the largest number of all identified in economic sphere
OCGs —32 groups —committed crimes in the budgetary sphere, including
misappropriation of budget funds intended for various types of state
social benefits, among others. This number rose to 37 OCGs in 2023, 58
in 2024, and 50 in just the first six months of 2025, reflecting a growing
trend of organised criminal infiltration into public sector finances.

The risks of criminalization for budgetary sphere, first of all,
are caused by the possibility to purchase goods/services beyond open
auctions. The fact is, the state orders for the defence sector contain
sensitive state or military information, and due to the obvious reasons,
should be removed from public access. Auctions in the electronic
procurement system cannot properly function due to constant shelling of
energy infrastructure. This resulted in headline-making criminal schemes
involving high-level authorities.

Crimes in the budgetary sphere during the War represent more than
misappropriation of public funds; they constitute an assault on national
defence sector by undermining the procurement of weapons, ammunition,
and frontline logistics (Case C). They also compromise efforts to restore
critical civilian infrastructure destroyed by ballistic and drone strikes.

Case C. In 2023, a large-scale embezzlement scheme
involving the procurement of food for the Armed Forces of
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Ukraine by the Ministry of Defense during Russia s full-scale
invasion was exposed.

The former head of a department within the Ministry of
Defense of Ukraine, the owner of affiliated supplier companies,
two executives of supplier companies and an individual were
served with a notice of suspicion.

According to the investigation, in 2022-2023, the army
food supply involved the procurement of the so-called food kits.
This allowed for the ordering from an approved catalogue of
409 products. However, essential items such as vegetables,
cereals, meat, and water made up only 10% of the list. The
rest, including spices, gelatin, and berries, were rarely or never
ordered.

The price of the food kits was calculated based on the
average cost of all items in the catalogue. This system allowed
suppliers to manipulate prices—artificially inflating the cost of
high-demand products while lowering prices for unpopular or
seasonal products (such as cherries or apricots in winter). At
first glance, no were no violations, as the total price of the kit
remained unchanged. However, potatoes, supplied in thousands
of tons, cost a fortune, while seasonal berries and fruits, which
were rarely ordered, were priced at mere pennies.

As a result of these fraudulent schemes, between August
and December 2022, two supply companies, both controlled
by the same owner, illegally generated over UAH 733 million
in excess profits, as confirmed by a comprehensive forensic
merchandising and economic examination.

A part of these funds was later siphoned off under the
guise of dividend payments and financial assistance to affiliated
companies. This money, in particular, was allegedly used by the
company owner to purchase hotels in Croatia and other real
estate properties®.

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Organised crime is not limited to the types of crimes analysed in
this section. Other crimes committed by OCGs are assessed as no less
serious, especially in times of war, such as crimes against the foundations
of national or state security, related to espionage and sabotage facilitated
by foreign intelligence services through the use of OCGs, cybercrime,
including cyberattacks targeting critical infrastructure, environmental
crimes with long-term societal and ecological consequences, etc.
However, these organised crimes are not specifically reflected in
statistical reports and therefore, were excluded from the scope of this
analysis.

Summarily, the available data and the trends in organised crime
during the war constitute a clear indication of a significant deterioration
in the crime situation and an increase in the threat of organised crime.
Organised crime in Ukraine has long ceased to be a problem of criminal
justice alone, it has become a national security issue. Given the current
trajectory and available projections, it is highly likely that organised crime
will emerge from the War more resilient and more deeply embedded in
both the shadow economy and elements of formal governance®. There is
also a significant risk that wartime criminal practices will be transferred
to the post-war reconstruction period, when the state is in an institutional
vacuum and is most vulnerable in terms of the rule of law.

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CHILDREN IN WAR®

The Russian Federation continues to involve Ukrainian children in
the War violating numerous international standards and treaties.

Forced displacement of Ukrainian children remains widespread in
territories that are temporarily occupied or under constant shelling. At
the same time, there is still no single transparent algorithm or mechanism
that allows Ukrainian children deported to Russia to be returned. Another
pressing issue is the lack of a systematic state reintegration programme
for returned children, which should provide long-term support and
assistance to the child and their family.

Unfortunately, no significant changes have taken place in the
context of deinstitutionalisation. The newly adopted strategy to ensure
every child in Ukraine has the right to grow up in a family environment
carries a significant risk of non-implementation due to a lack of state
funding and often declaratory nature of the commitments made. The
development of social protection in local communities also remains very
slow. Some communities, especially those with small budgets, cannot
afford to hire even one social worker or specialist for the children’s
needs. At the same time, those communities that do have such specialists
or even social service centres and child welfare services are also unable
to fully perform their functions due to inadequate staffing levels and an
increase in socially vulnerable groups.

The Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the
Child defines six grave crimes against children: murder or mutilation,
recruitment or enlistment in the military, attacks on schools and
hospitals, rape, abduction/transfer and denial of access to humanitarian
assistance. Due to Russia’s massive shelling of Ukrainian civilians and
infrastructure, children are being killed and maimed. There is evidence
of a physical and sexual violence against children in the temporarily

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occupied territories. Children are being militarised and recruited into the
war, and Ukrainians are being deported to Russia.

As of December 2024, approximately, 737000 Ukrainian children
are internally displaced persons as a result of the hostilities. Another
1,7 million are refugees, many of whom have been separated from their
parents. As of 31 March 2025, 606 children have been killed, 1846 have
been injured to varying degrees, and 19 cases of sexual violence against
children have been confirmed.

As a result of targeted attacks, as well as indiscriminate attacks,
Russian military troops are intentionally destroying residential buildings,
schools, hospitals, sport courts, historical and cultural sites. Even after
the War ends, it will be impossible to return to a significant number of
cities, towns and villages, as the infrastructure there has been virtually
destroyed.

In three years of full-scale War, 236000 residential buildings have
been damaged or destroyed, including 209000 private homes, 27000
apartment buildings and 600 dormitories. More than 4000 educational
institutions have also been destroyed or damaged, including 229 schools,
110 kindergartens and 97 universities. Hospitals, clinics and other medical
facilities are regularly targeted. In total, 1554 medical facilities have
been damaged, including 515 hospitals, and 465 outpatient clinics. 3921
cultural facilities, 399 religious buildings and 343 sports complexes have
also been damaged. There have been attacks on energy infrastructure and
water supply facilities, causing Ukrainians to experience problems with
electricity, water and heat supply, as well as communications, which
worsens the conditions for the care and upbringing of children.

Russia is actively using prohibited weapons on the territory of
Ukraine against the civilian population. Such weapons cause more
serious injuries and damage than other types of ammunition. Cluster
munitions, phosphorus and thermobaric weapons, butterfly mines, etc.
are particularly dangerous. Over the three years of the War, more than
6900 cases of Russian occupiers using ammunition containing dangerous
chemicals have also been confirmed. According to the Mine Action
Centre, about 30% of Ukraine’s territory is contaminated with mines and
unexploded ordnance, and more than 139000 km2 of land and 14000
km2 of water bodies need to be surveyed by demining units.

In the temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine, there is extensive
evidence of the occupiers using civilian facilities as military headquarters
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and/or warehouses for military equipment and ammunition. In conditions
where children are forced to attend schools and kindergartens in the
temporarily occupied territories and, when necessary, visit medical
facilities, this means that the civilian population is being used as human
shields during military operations. It also means that the population has
no proper access to medical, social and educational services, which only
exacerbates the humanitarian crisis in these territories.

The Russian Federation continues to involve Ukrainian children
in the War. In particular, Russian special services use mobile gaming
applications and establish contact through social networks and messengers
to recruit minors. Children are usually offered monetary rewards for
performing various tasks, such as photographing the area, monitoring
certain objects, posting advertisements, etc. For more serious tasks
(delivering bags with explosives, setting cars on fire, etc.), psychological
pressure and manipulation are also used. As of the end of March 2025,
the prosecutor’s office had opened 173 criminal cases on the recruitment
of Ukrainian children for subversive activities.

For example, in August 2025, the Security Service of Ukraine and
the National Police detained two underage Russian agents who, on orders
from the Russian Federation, carried out a terrorist attack in Zhytomyr on
5 August. The attack involved the detonation of a homemade explosive
device in one of the neighbourhoods of the capital of the region. One
man was killed and another was hospitalised in serious condition. The
investigation established that the attack was planned by a 17-year-old
student at a local vocational school and her peer, who had been recruited
by the enemy. Both came to the attention of the aggressor while seeking
for money on Telegram channels®’/

In addition, Russia continues to expand its network of so called
‘military-patriotic education’ programmes for young people in the
Russian Federation and in the temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine
with the aim of waging a long-term war against Ukraine and possible
future armed conflicts with Western countries.

As of early 2025, Russian invaders had forced nearly 60,000
children from temporarily occupied settlements in the Luhansk region,
about 1,800 children from the Zaporizhzhia region, and 45,000 children

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from Crimea to join propaganda military-patriotic movements. In just
eight months of 2025, Russia took almost 11000 Ukrainian children to
164 institutions. Moreover, the programme in such camps is becoming
increasingly militarised®®.

The militarisation of children is actively taking place from school
age onwards. One example is last year’s publication of the first textbook
for teaching drone operation in school labour classes for pupils in grades
8-9. Another example is the active manufacture of weapon parts for
specific military units by pupils in schools in the Crimea.

Forced displacement remains widespread in territories that are
temporarily occupied or under constant shelling. Children are often
forcibly sent to ‘re-education camps’ in Russian-controlled territories,
where propaganda and indoctrination are used to try to change their
perceptions of their identity, Ukraine, and the course of the war. Children
in such camps are forced to listen to the anthem and express support for
Russia. Teenagers are often issued Russian passports, which makes it
much more difficult for them to return home. The militarisation of boys
and attempts to recruit them into the Russian army are also widespread.
In addition, the conditions in which children are kept in such camps
are unfit for human habitation. The Russians ignore the basic needs of
children in terms of hygiene, medical care, adequate nutrition, etc.

According to statements by representatives of the occupation
administrations, during the summer of 2024, 40,000 Ukrainian children
were taken to ‘re-education camps’ as part of so called ‘Useful Holidays’
project. This is almost twice as many as last year. Children from the
occupied territories went on propaganda trips to Moscow, St. Petersburg,
Rostov-on-Don and Tula as part of the ‘Cultural Map 4+85 " and ‘Route
for Youth® programmes, ‘Route for Youth’ and ‘University Changes’0
and also took part in a series of “patriotic’ events, sometimes more than
8,000 kilometres from home.

AsofMarch 31,2025, Ukraine has confirmation of 19,546 deported
Ukrainian children who were illegally taken to Russia, Belarus, and the
temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine. The number of displaced
children is likely to be significantly higher, but it is currently impossible

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to estimate the scale due to the lack of access to the temporarily occupied
territories and the ongoing full-scale war. According to open sources
cited by Russia, 744,000 children have been taken away. So far, joint
efforts by civil society organizations and the government have managed
to return 1,256 children.

Apositive step towards preventing and returning deported Ukrainian
children was the development of the White Paper ‘Protecting Children
from Forced Displacement and Deportation’ by the International Expert
Group BringKidsBack UA. The book consistently debunks the Kremlin’s
myths about so-called ‘evacuation’ and, through international law,
describes how the Russian Federation is systematically committing the
crime of deportation and forced displacement of Ukrainian children.
It strengthens Ukraine’s ability to develop effective international legal
mechanisms for the return of abducted children and to ensure their
rehabilitation and reintegration.

The regulatory framework for registering deported and forcibly
displaced children in Ukraine has also been improved. In particular, in
the fall of 2024, the Law of Ukraine ‘On the Registration of Information
on Damage Caused to the Personal Non-Property Rights of Individuals
as a Result of the Armed Aggression of the Russian Federation against
Ukraine’ was adopted, which provides for the creation and functioning
of a register of information on deported children.

The Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 1240
of October 29, 2024, which defines the mechanism for the creation,
maintenance, and access to the Register of Information on Children
Deported or Forcibly Displaced in Connection with the Armed Aggression
of the Russian Federation against Ukraine, and its use, came into force.
An Interagency Commission on the Verification of Information on
Children Deported or Forcibly Displaced in Connection with the Armed
Aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine was established.

Furthermore, in October 2024, the Verkhovna Rada adopted
Implementation Law No. 4012-1X in connection with the ratification of
the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court and amendments
thereto, according to which the deportation of children is now considered
as genocide.

At the same time, there is still no single effective mechanism that
allows Ukrainian children deported to Russia to be returned. The practice
of returning children varies greatly — with the help of other countries,
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international organizations, through the offices of Ombudsmen, and
often privately, when the parents or guardians themselves travel to the
Russian Federation to pick up their children.

Another pressing issue is the lack of a state-run system for
reintegrating kids who come back from the temporarily occupied
territories, Russia, and Belarus, which should include long-term support
and assistance for the kids and their families. Currently, there are only
initiatives from the civil society sector to develop specific concepts for
such reintegration in Ukraine, which include the involvement of social
services, educational institutions, and the community as a whole in
working with returned children. In fact, such children are currently cared
for by the Center for the Protection of Children’s Rights and involved
civil society organizations, which, where possible, meet the children’s
needs for humanitarian, psychological, social, legal, educational, and
other types of assistance. At the same time, with a significant return of
deported children, the existing practice of assistance will not be able
to cope with the load. The state has to some extent become involved
in addressing this problem with the adoption of the Procedure for the
identification, return, support, and reintegration of children deported or
forcibly displaced as a result of the armed aggression of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine, which requires that all returned children be
placed exclusively in family-based care.

AsofMarch31,2025, according to the Office of General Prosecutor,
atotal of 161,900 crimes of aggression and war crimes committed by the
Russian Federation are under investigation in Ukraine. As of September
2024, about 4,000 criminal proceedings are related to crimes against
children. The largest number of proceedings are in the Luhansk, Donetsk,
and Kherson regions. They concern cases of abduction and deprivation
of liberty, forced deportation, and sexual violence. Fifty-four people have
been notified of suspicion of war crimes against children. Investigations
have been completed in 44 cases and the cases have been referred to
court. Thirty-one war criminals have been convicted.

Among the positive steps taken, it is worth noting the pilot projects
in the field of juvenile justice. In November 2024, a pilot project was
launched in Ukraine to specialize judges in family and children’s cases. Its
goal is to introduce child-friendly justice. Nearly 60 judges will undergo
training. The pilot project is being implemented by the All-Ukrainian
Public Center ‘Volunteer’ in cooperation with the Civil Cassation Court
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within the Supreme Court and the Interagency Coordination Council on
Juvenile Justice, with the support of the United Nations Children’s Fund
(UNICEF) in Ukraine. It is expected that the consideration of cases by
specialized judges with in-depth knowledge of children’s rights and the
age and psychological characteristics of children’s development will
ensure the proper protection of the rights and well-being of every child
who comes into contact with the justice system, considering their needs
and life situation. It may also significantly speed up the consideration of
the cases related to ensuring the right of the child to a family.

In addition, another pilot project initiated by the Interagency
Coordination Council on Juvenile Justice, the Ministry of Justice of
Ukraine, and the All-Ukrainian Public Center ‘Volunteer’ with the
support of the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) in Ukraine
has proven effective. Since autumn 2024, the project has been operating
throughout Ukraine. It provides for the establishment of a register of
psychologists who are involved in criminal proceedings involving
children. The database greatly facilitates the search for the necessary
specialists in the regions and ensures that the best interests of the child
are respected during proceedings involving children.

Training for juvenile investigators remains essential, especially in
relation to war crimes. Currently, there are almost no such investigators,
and all law enforcement agencies are generally overburdened, with
hundreds or even thousands of cases to handle at the same time.

It should also be noted that in early 2025, an important and positive
decision for Ukraine was the appointment by the Council of Europe of
a Special Representative on Ukrainian Children to draw attention to
the problems they face, as well as to standards and initiatives aimed at
supporting them. Her powers also include coordinating international
cooperation and interaction with structures such as the Register of
Damages and the Advisory Group on Children in Ukraine.

A detailed picture of administrative practice of abduction and
transfer of Ukrainian children to Russia and Ukrainian territories
occupied by Russia is presented in the judgement in the case of Ukraine
and the Netherlands v. Russia®. What is important that the ECtHR
considered the period starting from 2014 for the needs of a broader

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picture of crimes committed by Russian agents or other persons under
the control of Russian agents.

The Court found undisputed that in the summer of 2014, three
groups of a total of 85 residents of children’s homes in eastern Ukraine
were escorted by armed ‘DPR’ and ‘LPR’ representatives across the
Ukrainian-Russian border, on three separate dates and from different
parts of the ‘DPR’ and ‘LPR’*.

The Court found undisputed that children from the ‘DPR’, the
‘LPR’ and subsequently from other occupied territory were removed to
the Russian Federation or to other occupied areas in Ukraine, separated
from their legal caregivers and prevented from reuniting with them.
Indeed, the evidence establishes clearly that there were such transfers
in the ‘DPR’ and the ‘LPR’ shortly before the invasion, as purported
‘evacuation’ measures.

In the following months, countless children from institutions
and children attending holiday camps were transferred to Russia from
occupied territory and were subsequently unable to return to their homes
in Ukraine. Some were retained in holiday camps, while others were
placed in foster care with Russian families across various regions in
Russia and adopted once they acquired Russian nationality.

Numerous public statements by Russian officials do not dispute
the mass removal of children from Ukraine and the ongoing presence of
such children in Russia. The Commission of Inquiry was able to review
the transfers of 195 such children. The ‘DPR authorities’ themselves said
that “all children previously in ‘DPR’ institutions’ had been removed to
Russia by July 2022. The Russian Commissioner for Children’s Rights
has claimed that 2,000 children arrived in Russia in February 2022 alone.
The portal operated by the Ukrainian Government recorded that, by 30
September 2022 a total of 7890 children had been removed from?!.

The Commission of Inquiry and the OSCE Moscow Mechanism
mission experts concluded that in the Donetsk, Kharkiv, Kherson,
Luhansk, Zaporizhzhia and Mykolaiv regions, the displacement of
children was an organised process. Their reports concluded that the
transfers were not justified by safety or medical reasons and lacked proper

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consent from the children’s legal caregivers. They further found that
subsequent actions and omissions by the Russian authorities prevented
the children’s reunification with their legal caregivers. The evidence
shows that parents in Ukraine were not provided with information
concerning their children’s location in Russia and that where contact was
re-established it was often through coincidence or luck®?.

At the same time, Russian officials put in place dedicated legislative
and policy measures for the removal and placement of Ukrainian children
in Russia. Removal of allegedly orphaned Ukrainian children from
Ukraine was carried out by the Russian armed forces and authorities,
including by the Presidential Commissioner for Children’s Rights in
person as well as by ‘DPR’ and ‘LPR’ armed groups, in coordination
with the ‘DPR’ and ‘LPR’ ‘child protection authorities’. Once across the
border, Russian authorities at federal and regional level accommodated the
children in hospitals, social institutions or ‘camps’ throughout. The trips
were typically funded by Russia’s regional and republican governments,
under the so-called ‘patronage’ system. Official statements referred to
the support of President Putin himself to the placement of Ukrainian
children in Russian families®.

The Russian Federation made it easier for Ukrainian children to
acquire Russian citizenship and be adopted by Russian families. After 24
February 2022 children born in occupied territory were issued Russian
birth certificates and Russian nationality. This practice was subsequently
formalised with the annexation of the four Ukrainian regions of Donetsk,
Luhansk, Kherson and Zaporizhzhia in October 2022. Perceived to be
Russian citizens, children from occupied territory in Ukraine could be
adopted by Russian families from anywhere in Russia. The evidence
indicates that they were listed for adoption or foster care in Russia®™.

It has been widely reported, and confirmed in the activity reports
of her mandate, that the Russian Federation’s Presidential Commissioner
for Children’s Rights, spearheaded a wide range of initiatives aimed
at transferring and accommodating Ukrainian children in the Russian
Federation. She herself travelled to the Russian-controlled territories

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of the Donetsk and Luhansk regions to coordinate the transfers and
placements of children in Russian families. She also accompanied a
group of children to Russia and reported on more groups of children
being ready to travel to Russia for placement in Russian families. She
further adopted a child from Mariupol herself. On 17 March 2023 a pre-
trial chamber of the ICC issued arrest warrants for her and for President
Putin, charging them with the war crime of unlawful deportation of
children and that of unlawful transfer of children from occupied areas of
Ukraine to the Russian Federation®.

Finally, the Court concluded that there was the movement of
numerous children across the border between Ukraine and the Russian
Federation between 2014 and 2018. It can be inferred from the regular
presence of vehicles and personnel of the Russian Ministry of Emergency
Situations and the preparations for, and carrying out of, medical checks
that the transfers were organised by the Russian Federation and involved
significant logistical arrangements®.

Evacuations may be carried out only in case of ‘imperative
military reasons’ or for the ‘safety of the population’; within the bounds
of occupied territory unless impossible; and only temporarily. There are
extensive procedural rules concerning the need for written consent from
parents or legal guardians and the obligation to make arrangements to
facilitate the return and reunification with their families of evacuated
children. Changes in their personal status are prohibited.

However, the Russian Government has not provided evidence
that the children’s removal from Ukraine in the circumstances complied
with any of these provisions. There was nothing to show that any of
the purported evacuations of children were carried out for the reasons
provided for by international humanitarian law. It is also significant that
the essence of the present complaint is that the children were transferred
from occupied territory to the Russian Federation, which is in clear breach
of international humanitarian law in the absence of evidence showing
that transfer within occupied territory would have been impossible.

The Russian Government did not implement any measures to secure
the return to Ukraine and the family reunification of children purportedly

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evacuated, and no such measures are described in the various reports
before it.

On the contrary, numerous credible reports identify cases where
Ukrainian children were themselves left to try to contact their parents,
often with the manifest non-cooperation of the persons in whose custody
they were. The policy put in place for the mass acquisition of Russian
nationality by children in occupied areas after the 2022 invasion, in
breach of international humanitarian law, was nothing less than the
automatic imposition of Russian.

As aresult, the Court concluded that, given the evidence of changes
to nationality and adoption in the Russian Federation, the children’s
transfer to Russia cannot be seen as a temporary measure. Considering
these considerations, the children’s transfer from Ukraine to the Russian
Federation would not appear to qualify as lawful ‘evacuation’ under
international humanitarian law.

Making conclusions to the analysed problems of the impact
of the War on children, it is reasonable to draw the following
recommendations:

1. To ensure that all crimes committed by Russian military
personnel against Ukrainian children are recorded: murders, mutilations,
cruel treatment of children, and others.

2. To engage international partners to monitor the situation of
children who have been deported to Russia and their return to Ukraine or
departure to third safe countries.

3. To apply child-friendly justice approaches, including training
the necessary number of relevant specialists.

4. To standardise at the legislative level the juvenile specialisation
of the police, prosecutors, judges, and probation services.

5. To develop a clear algorithm for the reintegration of children
affected by the War, in particular those returned from deportation and the
temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine.

6. To disseminate recommendations for parents and educators on
identifying potential risks of child recruitment and protecting children
from negative influences.
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CRIME RATES”

When assessing crime rates in Ukraine during the war, senior
officials of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine and the National
Police of Ukraine usually deny that there has been an increase in the
number of crimes committed in Ukraine.

For example, in June 2022, the Cyber Police of the National Police
of Ukraine stated officially that ‘since the start of hostilities, crime
rates have fallen by 30-40%, and in some areas by as much as 50%’%.
As far as the beginning of the War is concerned, such a statement is
correct because the War made all actors (the State, the society, crime,
perpetrators) to stop and adapt to the wartime conditions and restrictions.

However, the crime and perpetrators have adapted more than
quickly, and crime indicators jumped up in the most of segments
of criminality. Unfortunately, such a state of things was not reflected
properly in corresponding public statements of the top managers of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine and the National Police of
Ukraine.

In April 2023, the Minister of Internal Affairs of Ukraine said that
since the beginning of the War, the crime rate in Ukraine had decreased.
According to the Minister, during the 13 months following Russia’s full-
scale invasion, the number of certain types of crimes decreased by 50%.

In October 2023, the Minister of Internal Affairs of Ukraine said
that ‘the law enforcement agencies have kept the crime situation under

control, and the crime rate is now significantly lower than it was before
24 February 2022,

In January 2024, the Head of the National Police of Ukraine stated
that ‘despite the fact that the crime rate has not increased during two
years of full-scale war in Ukraine, it has taken on a ‘character’ of its
own’1,

In February 2025, in an interview, the Head of the Main
Investigation Department of the National Police of Ukraine stated that
crime in Ukraine was at pre-War level. In particular, the curfew is having
an impact on the situation. He noted that in the first six months after the
start of Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine, ‘there was no one to
commit crimes ', ‘Almost all men left to defend the country from the
occupiers. During that period, crime fell significantly. The situation was
also influenced by restrictions on alcohol sales, increased police patrols,
and checkpoints’!®,

Therefore, it can be concluded that the Heads of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs of Ukraine and the National Police of Ukraine are not
providing the public with a complete picture of crime during the war.
Individual official statements contradict official statistics. Instead, there
is a consistent policy of providing incomplete information.

However, such declarations are refuted with official police statistics.

In 2022, the Ukrainian law enforcement agencies (hereafter —
LEA) registered 362636 crimes with corresponding criminal proceedings
where the above-mentioned numbers reflect both criminal proceedings
with concrete suspects and so-called ‘factual’ criminal proceedings (with
no concrete suspects).

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It should be noted that the number of registered crimes even for the
period of ten months of 2022 almost reached the level of 2021 (a whole
year). Consequently, the number of crimes committed in Ukraine in 2022
exceeded the number of crimes committed in 2021 (321443 crimes) and
the number of crimes committed in 2020 (360662 crimes) (Figure 12).
The above-mentioned facts seem to be of a great importance due to the
general presumption that negative social and economic consequences of
the War would lead to increasing crime trends in Ukraine.

At the same time, in 2023, the LEA registered 475595 crimes with
corresponding criminal proceedings where notes of suspicion were given
in 189292 proceedings

Correspondingly, in 2024, the LEA registered 492479 crimes with
corresponding criminal proceedings where notes of suspicion were given
in 194688 proceedings.

In the period of 6 months of 2025, the LEA registered 327847
crimes with corresponding criminal proceedings where notes of
suspicion were given in 101399 proceedings. It means that in the period
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of 6 months of 2025, the LEA registered 67% of the total number of
criminal proceedings registered in 2024.

In the period of 7 months of 2025, the LEA registered 377655
crimes with corresponding criminal proceedings where notes of
suspicion were given in 111112 proceedings. It means that in the period
of 7 months of 2025, the LEA registered 77% of the total number of
criminal proceedings registered in 2024.

In the period of 8 months of 2025, the LEA registered 426484
crimes with corresponding criminal proceedings where notes of
suspicion were given in 121962 proceedings. It means that in the period
of 8 months of 2025, the LEA registered 87% of the total number of
criminal proceedings registered in 2024.

At the same time, as police statistics demonstrate, the number of
criminal proceedings with suspects in 2022-2024 dropped significantly
as compared with the pre-War period, which serves as an indicator of the
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decreasing effectiveness of the national criminal justice system. It could
also be noted that the ratio between the number of criminal proceedings
and the number of criminal proceedings with concrete suspects has had a
stable trend towards decreasing until the 2022 Russian military invasion.
As aresult, the criminal justice system of Ukraine has demonstrated one
of the highest ratios in the last ten years (Figure 14).

One of the main conclusions from research into crime trends in
2022 is that the War made criminality in Ukraine more rural.

In 2013, the ratio between crimes committed in urban and rural
areas was 4,04.

However, in 2022, the same ratio decreased to the point of 3,45

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The same indicator for six months of 2025 was 2,1.

The same indicator for seven months of 2025 was 2,05.
In the period 0f2013-2021, urban crimes occupied 77 — 78% in the

general structure of criminality in Ukraine.

The beginning of the War has brought the minimum level of urban
crime (74,14 %) and maximum level of rural crime (22,97 %) for the last

ten years of national history of crime prevention.

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Moreover, in 2024, police statistics demonstrate the lowest level
of crimes in urban areas (67.6%) and the highest level of crimes in rural
areas (28,7%). It appears that such changes have resulted from the 2022
Russian armed aggression, where many crimes were committed by
Russian soldiers and officers in rural areas (Figure 16, Figure 17).

As previously, crimes committed by foreign nationals in Ukraine
occupy an insignificant segment in the general structure of criminality
(Figure 18).

At the same time, the War has led to a reduction in crimes
committed by foreign nationals (Figure 19). Probably, police statistics
do not cover crimes committed by Russian military agents during the
2022 War. Nevertheless, there is no reference in the police statistics that
the mentioned indicator does not cover crimes committed by Russian
occupiers.

One of the surprising conclusions drawn from police statistics is
that the percentage of crimes committed by persons at the age of 18 — 59
years has changed since 2021.

In other words, the War has led to changes in the percentage of
crimes committed by adults under 60 years (Figure 20).

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The percentage of crimes committed by offenders over 60 has
increased, which can be partly explained by involvement of such persons
in collaboration with Russian occupiers before and during the War.

However, the main number of passionaries who could commit
crimes were recruited into the Army or join the Army voluntary
(Figure 21).

Police statistics demonstrate a decrease in involvement of persons
over 60 in crimes against property, against public order (including illegal
keeping of firearms) or drug-related crimes.

In contrast, police statistics demonstrate an increase in involvement
of persons over 60 in crimes against human life and health (1083 crimes
in 2022, 145 crimes in 2023, and 1590 crimes in 2024) (Table 4).

At the same time, in 2022, offenders over 60 committed many more
crimes against national security as compared with the whole period of
2016-2021 (the ratio is 2,89) (Table 5, Figure 22).

Police statistics show that the number of offenders under 18 having
committed property crimes had reduced until 2022. Moreover, the
number of such crimes dropped significantly in 2022-2024 as compared

to 2021.

In contrast, the number of offenders under 18 who committed
crimes against human life and human health has reduced insignificantly

(Figure 25).

As far as offenders at the age of 29 — 39 are concerned, the
corresponding crime rates reflect the general crime trends typical for
Ukraine.

We can also point to reduction in persons at the age of 29 — 39 who
committed crimes against human life and human health in 2022 with
further increase.

At the same time, numbers of drug offenders seem to be not
influenced by the War, which gives us additional grounds to argue about
the illegal control of the police over the illegal drug market and its
‘customers’ (Figure 29).

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As far as crimes against public service and crimes against justice
are concerned, the number of offenders at the age of 29 — 39 having
committed the above-mentioned crimes dropped significantly in 2022,
which can also be explained with the impact of the War on normal life of
Ukrainian society (Figure 30).

However, in 2023 and 2024, the number of crimes against public
service and against justice increased, mainly due to crimes of not-
execution of judicial decisions.

Finally, the number of offenders over 60 years who committed
crimes against property decreased significantly after the War started,
with further increase in 2023.

The number of persons who committed drug-related crimes, as
could be predicted in the light of previously drawn conclusions, has
decreased insignificantly (Figure 35).

Persons committed drug-related crimes
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If we exclude the pick of such persons at the age of 29 — 39
registered in 2017, we can conclude that there had been no rapid changes
in this number until the War started.

In other words, the War has significantly impacted the number of
such persons after the War started.

The same generally could be said in relation to drug offenders
under 18 years and drug offenders over 55 years.

It is obvious that the War has impacted the numbers of such drug
offenders: people in the age of 55 — 59 became involved more in drug
crimes, people over 60 became involved less in drug crimes (Figure 38,
Table 7).

The wartime period has put on the agenda an interesting aspect
concerned with educational background of oftenders (Table 9).

The percentage of offenders with professional (technical) education
for the period of twelve months of 2022 was the same as compared
with 2021, while the percentage of offenders with a university degree
increased to the level of 13,78% in 2022.

Moreover, for the period of 2016-2022 there was a trend of
increase in the proportion of offenders with a university degree. After the
2022 invasion, the number of offenders with a university degree remains
mostly unchanged.

In contrast, for the period of 2016-2024 there was a trend of
decrease in the proportion of offenders with no education (Table 9).

As far as offenders with technical education are concerned, the
War has not impacted significantly on their percentage in the general
number of offenders (18,71 % in 2021, 18,05 % in 2022, 17,86 % in
2023, 17,92% in 2024) (Figure 41, Table 9).

As far as offenders with secondary school education are concerned,
the War has decreased their percentage in the general number of oftenders
(68,63 % in 2021, 66,69 % in 2022, 67,47 % in 2923, 67,57 % in 2024)
(Figure 42, Table 9).

CRIMES AGAINST HUMAN LIFE
AND HEALTHY

We can observe how the War ‘cut’the number of detected crimes
against human life and health in March 2022 because of the reasons
mentioned above. As a result, in July 2022, the number of crimes against
human life and health, previously dropped seriously in March 2022, has
reached the level of January 2022 in July 2022.

In 2021, 33657 crimes against human life and public health were
committed. At the same time, notes of suspicion were given only in
22524 criminal proceedings.

In 2022, 43199 against human life and public health were
committed. At the same time, notes of suspicion were given only in
16559 criminal proceedings.

In 2023, 63766 crimes against human life and public health were
committed. At the same time, notes of suspicion were given only in
22920 criminal proceedings.

In 2024, 80054 crimes against human life and public health were
committed. At the same time, notes of suspicion were given only in
23365 criminal proceedings (Table 10, Figure 44).

In six months of 2025, 42426 crimes against human life and public
health were committed. At the same time, notes of suspicion were given
in only 10395 criminal proceedings (Figure 44).

That means that in the first six months of 2025, 53% of criminal
proceedings were registered as compared with 2024. At the same time, in
the first six months of 2025, 45% of criminal proceedings with concrete
suspects were registered as compared with 2024.

Police statistics demonstrate how Ukrainian society became more
violent after the War started.
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Here, we should consider the factor of the War.

On one hand, violations of the laws and customs of war are
classified only under Article 438 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine and do
not require additional classification under articles on intentional murder,
rape, human trafficking, enforced disappearance, torture, bodily harm,
destruction of property, etc.

However, there is an approach that ‘any ‘general criminal’
violations of the laws and customs of war shall be classified in conjunction
with Article 438 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine if these violations
are equally or more socially dangerous than violations of the laws and
customs of war’!%,

It can be predicted that the end of 2025 would hardly surprise us
with rapid changes in the police statistics on crimes against human life
and health, which are not concerned with the War and the military actions
by Russian occupiers.

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Intentional Homicide

A special attention should be paid to the statistics on intentional
homicides.

Having approximately the same number of suspects each year, we
can point to the fact that 38,3% of perpetrators were detected having
committed these gravy crimes in 2021 (Figure 47).

In contrast, only 5% of perpetrators were identified in 2022, only
2,8 % of perpetrators in 2023, and only 1,9 % of perpetrators in 2024
that indicates an obvious operational weakness of the national criminal
justice system in the wartime (Figure 47).

One most important conclusion from the above-mentioned
comparative analysis is a big difference in numbers of intentional
homicides, which is obviously concerned with the 2022 Russian invasion
of Ukraine. At the same time, it is difficult to separate the number of
murders committed by Russian military agents from those which were
committed by Ukrainian ‘civilian’ criminals.

In June 2022, Prosecutor General Iryna Venediktova sent a circular
dated 28 June 2022 to the heads of regional prosecutor’s offices regarding
the classification of criminal acts in the context of armed conflict. The
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circular, among other things, indicates the need to classify actions when
circumstances of the disappearance of a civilian or military personnel
in combat zones and temporarily occupied territories are identified,
in the absence of information about death, capture, illegal detention,
deprivation of liberty, enforced disappearance, hostage-taking, forcible
transfer and deportation, under Article 115 (intentional homicide) of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine'®.

Only such an approach can partly explain a ‘statistical explosion’
of intentional homicides after February 2022, when many millions of
Ukrainians fled the country.

However, as of May 2025, there were over 70 thousand people
listed as missing in the Register of Missing Persons!''?. That means that

It should also be noted that during the eight months of 2025, there
were 39386 intentional homicides, which is 75,5% of the total number of
intentional homicides committed in 2024.

Atthesametime, itis necessary to point out the growing gap between
the total number of criminal proceedings for intentional homicides and
the number of criminal proceedings for intentional homicides in which
individuals have been notified of suspicion.

This increase can be explained by the fact that the total number of
intentional homicides partly includes homicides committed by Russian
occupiers, which makes it impossible to study the dynamics of homicides
in Ukraine committed outside the scope of Russian aggression.
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As it was mentioned earlier, this chapter should be analysed

together with this methodological note on the population of Ukraine.
Accordingly, even when discussing a certain decrease in crime rates in a
particular segment, it is necessary to consider not only absolute but also
relative crime rates per 100,000 population.

Here we can clearly see the value of analysing relative indicators
of murder trends, considering the significant decrease in Ukraine’s total
population under the influence of Russian aggression.
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Minor Crimes against Human Health

As far as interaction between victims and the LEA is concerned,
after the 2022 Russian military invasion, Ukrainians applied much less
to the LEA with claims of minor injuries (Figure 51).

These trends can also be explained by that people generally
understood the priorities of the law-enforcement system in the wartime
period, where the police officers would probably be expected to sabotage
registering minor crimes and minor offences.

Here, we present police statistics of all minor crimes against human
health committed in 2013-2024 (statistics of 2020 — 2022 include data
on minor crimes and minor offences against health, according to Article
12 of the Criminal Code (*Classification of criminal offences’)).

Another important conclusion from the above police statistics is
that the Ukrainian criminal justice system has adapted to the wartime
conditions and challenges and ‘swum out’ from the deep crisis. At least,
the fact that the police have turned back again to registering minor
crimes and minor offences against human health can be considered as a
normalization of the police routine (Figure 51).

TORTURE™

When describing the statistics under Article 127 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine, it should be noted that the definition of torture in
Ukrainian criminal law is only partially in line with international
standards, in particular the Convention against Torture and Other
Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (1984) and
the European Convention for the Prevention of Torture and Inhuman
or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (1987). The Criminal Code of
Ukraine; in its Article 127 defines torture as the intentional infliction of
severe physical pain or mental suffering by violent means with the aim
of forcing a person to perform any act against their will, punishment,
intimidation, or discrimination.

At the same time, according to Article 127 of the Criminal Code
of Ukraine, any person (general subject) who has reached the age of
criminal responsibility can be a subject of torture, regardless of whether
they are a representative of the state authorities.

This is in direct contradiction to the Convention against Torture
and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment,
ratified by Ukraine. According to Article 1 of the Convention, the
perpetrator of torture is recognised as a representative of state authorities
or another person acting in an official capacity, on the orders of, or with
the tacit consent of, a state official. If such actions are carried out by a
private person without the involvement of state authorities, this is not
considered torture within the meaning of the Convention, although it
may be qualified under other articles providing for liability for violence.
That is, the subject of torture can only be a state functionary —a ‘special
subject’.

According to Ukrainian law and law enforcement practice, law
enforcement authorities can open criminal proceedings and subsequently

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prosecute any person for torture, regardless of their connection to
state authorities. For example, in the context of domestic violence,
criminal confrontations or hate crimes. This approach not only blurs
the statistics; it also negatively affects the protection of victims. After
all, torture requires a special approach to investigation, examination
and qualification, and the absence of such an emphasis may lead to a
failure to comply with the state’s international obligations in the field of
prevention and investigation of this type of crime.

In December 2022, Ukrainian Parliament adopted the Law ‘On
Amendments to the Criminal Code of Ukraine on Improving Liability for
Torture’ No. 2812-1X, which amended Article 127 of the CC to introduce
a special subject of the crime provided for in the added Part 3 under the
same article: «3. Acts stipulated by Parts 1 or 2 of this Article, committed
by a representative of a state, including a foreign one, are punishable by
imprisonment for a term of seven to twelve years with deprivation of the
right to occupy certain positions or engage in certain activities for a term
of up to three years»''2.

Police statistics on torture (Article 127 of the Criminal Code)
occupy a controversial place in the analysis of the general structure of
crime in Ukraine.

instigation, with their knowledge, or with their tacit consent.
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On one hand, systematic torture by the police and prison officers
has shaped corresponding views on torture practices in Ukrainian society
and media. Ukrainian society has a strong view that ill-treatment by the
police and prison officers is a wide-spread phenomenon.

On the other one, the number of officially registered crimes of
torture determines many questions concerning the /atent nature of this
type of crime as well as the effectiveness of investigation of torture by
state agents in Ukraine which become known to the society (7able 11).

The police statistics indicate the next trends of crime of torture in
Ukraine:

1) before the 2022 War, there was a decline in number of crimes of
torture registered by the LEA;

2) after the War started, the number of crimes of torture increased
rapidly and reached the level of the 2020 indicators.

Atthe same time, both the pre-War and the War periods demonstrate
a strong trend that only 40% of criminal proceedings had a clear judicial
perspective (28 % before the War (2016-2021) and 50% in the period of
2022-2024).
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Additionally, the percentage of dropped criminal proceedings
stimulates additional questions about the effectiveness of pre-trial
investigation of tortures. The specific feature of crimes of torture is that
the victim can identify a perpetrator or at least to provide the information
that he or she was subjected to torture in a concrete police department or
in a concrete prison (Table 12).

In general, after 2022, a positive trend can be detected when notes
of suspicion were given in more criminal proceedings and less criminal
proceedings were dropped. However, such even positive trends are far
from the appropriate state of things: too many criminal proceedings are
‘factual’ (without suspects), too many criminal proceedings in torture
cases are dropped (Figure 53).

In addition to general statistical data on torture, it should be
emphasised that the War has unfortunately contributed to an increase
in the use of torture in places of detention. On the one hand, the state,
despite the imperative that torture is prohibited even if circumstances
threaten the life of the nation, did not place it as a priority.

Indeed, in the first months of the War, when it was unclear whether
the Ukrainian state would exist tomorrow, against the backdrop of mass
migration and the evacuation of prisoners and property from prisons, the
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state had neither the resources nor any particular interest in combating
torture in places of detention in the territory controlled by the Ukrainian
government to the same extent as before the Russian invasion.

The hasty evacuation of prisoners to new locations inevitably
led to conflicts between prisoners and both staff and other prisoners,
which contributed to the spread of prison subculture and, consequently,
violence.

It should be added here that society itself is creating a false
imperative that if law-abiding citizens are suffering from Russian missiles
and drones, then why should those who have gone against society be
given priority.

Unfortunately, even in the fourth year of the war, when both the
state and society have partially adapted to the war, there are examples
that indicate the spread of torture practices in places of detention.
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InAugust2025, investigators from the State Bureau of Investigations
completed a pre-trial investigation and sent an indictment to court against
five prisoners, including the so-called ‘watcher’ over the Kyiv Pre-Trial
Prison. According to the pre-trial investigation, in December 2024, the
‘watcher’ and other defendants inflicted numerous bodily injuries on the
imprisoned victim during the conflict, leading to his death. They will be
tried for causing grievous bodily harm resulting in the death of the victim
(Part 2 of Article 121 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine). It has been
established that the employees of the Kyiv Pre-Trial Prison attempted
to conceal the crime by falsifying documents about the victim’s state
of health and placing him in solitary confinement for alleged violations
of the regime. Due to the failure to provide adequate medical care, the
victim’s condition deteriorated rapidly, and he was only taken to hospital
the following day, where he died'".

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DOMESTIC VIOLENCE™

Recently, domestic violence has become an object of special
attention by the Parliament, the Government, and the society in
general. Therefore, domestic violence could be an attractive object for
criminological research in the context of the impact of the War on the
society.

In 2017, the Criminal Code was supplemented by Article 126-1
according to the Law Ne 2227-VIII of 06.12.2017 and amended by the
Law Ne 3342-1X 0f23.08.2023, where the domestic violence was defined
as a crime.

In June 2022, the Law of Ukraine ‘On Ratification of the Council
of Europe Convention on Preventing and Combating Violence against
Women and Domestic Violence’ No. 2319-1X was adopted. It entered
into force on July 2, 2022, and the Istanbul Convention entered into force
for Ukraine on November 1, 20225,

However, not all the provisions of the Istanbul Convention have
been implemented so far. Article 55 ‘Ex parte and ex officio proceedings’
obliges the parties to the Convention to ensure that the investigation or
prosecution of offences such as physical violence (Article 35), sexual
violence, including rape (Article 36) forced marriage (Article 37), female
genital mutilation (Article 38), forced abortion and forced sterilisation
(Article 39), are not wholly dependent on a report or complaint made
by the victim and that proceedings may continue even if the victim
withdraws their report or complaint.

The first part of the quoted provision of the Istanbul Convention —
‘that the investigation or prosecution... should not depend entirely on
a report or complaint made by the victim’ — is not currently reflected

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in national legislation and needs to be implemented. This indicates the
need to change the approach to such categories of criminal offences as
physical violence, sexual violence and others, in particular, to conduct
proceedings against them even in the absence of complaints or statements
from victims, i.e. in the form of public prosecution. In other words, they
should be excluded from the list of offences specified in Paragraph 1
of Part 1 of Article 477 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of Ukraine
(the concept of criminal proceedings in the form of private prosecution),
which has not yet been implemented in Ukraine!®.

At the end 0f 2024, a draft Law of Ukraine ‘On Amendments to the
Criminal Code and the Code of Criminal Procedure of Ukraine to Ensure
Full Implementation of the Provisions of International Law on Combating
Domestic and Other Forms of Violence, including Against Children’
was submitted to the VRU (Reg. No. 12297 of December 9, 2024)'7. It
contains provisions on the exclusion of several criminal offences from
those that can be initiated only based on a victim’s application (i.e. from
the list set out in Paragraph 1 of Part 1 of Article 477 of the Code of
Criminal Procedure of Ukraine). Specifically, domestic violence, rape,
sexual violence, and coercion into sexual intercourse are planned to be
removed from the list of private prosecution cases'®.

The Parliamentary Committee on FEuropean Integration
supported Draft Law No. 12297 on ensuring the full implementation
of the provisions of international law on combating domestic and other
forms of violence, in particular against children. This document was
reviewed at a meeting of the Committee in early February 2025'°

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We look forward to the further approval of this draft law and its
acquisition of the status of the law. After all, the proposed provisions
are an implementation of the obligations arising from Article 55 of
the Istanbul Convention and will ensure the protection of victims of
domestic and other types of violence.

The second part ofthe quoted provision of the Istanbul Convention —
‘that the proceedings may continue even if the victim withdraws their
statement or complaint’ — has now been implemented by Ukraine in
its national legislation, in particular, the victim’s withdrawal of the
prosecution is not a ground for closing the proceedings (Paragraph 7
of Part 1 of Article 284 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of Ukraine).
Thus, this regulation stipulates that criminal proceedings are closed
if the victim, or in cases provided for by the CPC of Ukraine, their
representative, has waived the prosecution in criminal proceedings
in the form of private prosecution, except for criminal proceedings
concerning a criminal offence related to domestic violence. Thus, the
Ukrainian criminal procedure legislation currently provides for a kind
of ‘safeguard’ against the closure of proceedings in cases of domestic
violence.

According to the Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code, domestic
violence is defined as intentional systematic commission of physical,
psychological or economic violence against a spouse or former spouse
or another person with whom the perpetrator is (was) in a family or close
relationship, which results in physical or psychological suffering, health
disorders, disability, emotional dependence or deterioration of the quality
of life of the victim.

As the police statistics show, 4800 crimes resulted from domestic
violence were registered in Ukraine in 2021.

The next year, after the War started, 3360 crimes resulted from
domestic violence were registered. Such a reduction could be explained
by different factors like the mass migration of potential victims to other
European countries and the participation of many potential perpetrators
in military actions. In any case, a fraditional social basis for domestic
violence was minimised largely with the War (Figure 54).

However, in 2023, 6805 crimes resulted from domestic violence
were registered in Ukraine. Moreover, in 2024, 8900 crimes resulted
from domestic violence were registered in Ukraine.

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Two interesting facts are drawn from the analysis of official police
statistics:

1) an average number of crimes resulted from domestic violence
in 2022 decreased 1,42 times as compared with 2021;

2) an average number of crimes resulted from domestic violence in
2022-2024 is 2,9 times higher as compared with an average number of the
same crimes in the period of 2012-2021 (2189 and 6355 correspondingly)
(Figure 56).

It should be noted that police statistics distinguishes two indicators:
1) crimes resulted from domestic violence; 2) domestic violence as a
separate crime.

Here, we can see the statistical data for both indicators:

—2019: 2554 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 1068
crimes of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code);

—2020: 3972 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 2213
crimes of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code);

—2021: 4800 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 2432
crimes of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code);
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—2022: 3360 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 1498
crimes of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code);

—2023: 6805 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 1824
crimes of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code);

—2024: 8900 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 2810
crimes of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code);

—six months 0f 2025: 4671 crimes resulted from domestic violence
(total), 1254 crimes of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal
Code);

— seven months of 2025: 5406 crimes resulted from domestic
violence (total), 1459 crimes of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the
Criminal Code);

Several conclusions
could be drawn from police statistics

Before the War started, there was a permanent trend that crimes of
domestic violence constituted a half of all crimes resulted from domestic
violence (42% in 2019, 55% in 2020, 51% in 2021).

However, after the War started, the percentage of crime of domestic
violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code) reduced to the level of
35% (45% in 2022, 27% in 2023, 32% in 2024) in favour of other crimes
resulted from domestic violence.

We can presume that other crimes resulted from domestic violence
could hide different forms of ill-treatment by private individuals, which
is hidden from real statistical representation. At the same time, it is
obviously problematic to separate domestic violence from other crimes
resulted from domestic violence.

Crimes in this category include such crimes as unlawful deprivation
of liberty or abduction of a person (Article 146), enforced disappearance
(Article 146-1), hostage-taking (Article 147), child substitution (Article
148), trafficking in human beings (Article 149), exploitation of children
(Article 150), using a minor for begging (Article 150-1), illegal
placement in a psychiatric facility (Article 151), and forced marriage
(Article 151-2).

The number of crimes against will, honour and dignity of a person
has increased significantly — from 782 crimes in 2021 to 1534 crimes in
2022.

At the same time, the number of criminal proceedings where
offenders were informed on suspicion dropped significantly — from
412 criminal proceedings (2021) to 207 criminal proceedings (2022)
(Figure 57).

As far as the first six months of 2025 are concerned, the LEA
opened 381 criminal proceedings on crimes of such category, in which in
150 criminal proceedings perpetrators were given the notes of suspicion.

Accordingly, in the period of the first six months of 2025, the LEA
opened 71% criminal proceedings on the crimes against the will, honour
and dignity of a person as compared with the whole year of 2024.

The highest indicator of crimes against will, honour and dignity
of a person was registered in 2014 which could be explained with the
political and social consequences of the 2014 Revolution of Dignity when
people were regularly arbitrary deprived of their freedom (Figure 58).

What is more important is the fact that after the 2022 Russian
military invasion, the average level of such crimes has doubled as
compared with any year for the period of 2016-2021 (1535 crimes in
2022, 782 crimes in 2021, 712 crimes in 2020, 981 crimes in 2019, 939
crimes in 2018, 918 crimes in 2017, 734 crimes in 2016) (Figure 58).

From the point of view of international organisations, since the start
of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine in 2022, the trafficking of cocaine
and heroin through Ukraine decreased drastically, in part due to the
closure of all airports and seaports and the quadrupling of heroin prices
in 2022. As in other parts of Eastern Europe, however, the production
and trafficking of synthetic drugs, notably cathinones and methadone,
increased. Most of the methadone produced in Ukraine is not trafficked
out of the country, the report notes, as a result of the rising domestic
demand for the drug and the closure of borders'*.

Large, structured organised criminal groups dominate the synthetic
drugs market. Cases of scams and online fraud more than tripled in 2023
compared to 2022 and are carried out via an estimated 1500 call centres
located throughout the country. Most of the victims are Ukrainians,
including those who have been forcibly displaced, although people in
other parts of Europe are also occasionally targeted'*.

The situation with drug-related crimes partly refutes the thesis
that the War ‘cut’ all indicators of the police statistics. The number
of many crimes stated in numerous Chapters of the Criminal Code,
which was registered in March 2022, decreased sharply for completely
understandable reasons. Many types of crimes that might have been
expected to increase after the start of the 2022 Russian armed invasion
saw a sharp drop.

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Nevertheless, it appeared that drugs, drug offenders (especially
petty offenders) and drug-related crimes (especially minor crimes) were
absolutely another matter.

In 2022, more than 34 thousand drug-related crimes were registered
in wartime Ukraine (34398 criminal proceedings in general, 22678
criminal proceedings with given notifications of suspicion) (Figure 59).

As far as the first six months of 2025 are concerned, the LEA
opened 33789 criminal proceedings on crimes of such category, in
which in 27089 criminal proceedings perpetrators were given the notes
of suspicion. Accordingly, in the period of the first six months of 2025,
the LEA opened 70% criminal proceedings on the drug-related crimes as
compared with the whole year of 2024.

As far as the first seven months of 2025 are concerned, the LEA
opened 33968 criminal proceedings on crimes of such category, in which
in 28431 criminal proceedings perpetrators were given the notes of
suspicion. Accordingly, in the period of the first six months of 2025, the
LEA opened 70,5% criminal proceedings on the drug-related crimes as
compared with the whole year of 2024.

No less interesting is the fact that the ratio between the general
number of registered criminal proceedings and criminal proceedings
with given notifications of suspicion in 2022 appeared one of the highest
for the last ten years (the exclusion is 2016 with the ratio of 1,66)
(Figure 61).

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It could also be noted that in 2022, the general number of criminal
proceedings in minor drug-related offences and minor drug-related
crimes increased. At the same time, the general number of criminal
proceedings in grave and special grave drug-related offences decreased,
but not significantly.

In contrast, in 2024, the number of criminal proceedings in minor
drug-related offences, minor drug-related crimes and special grave drug-
related offences increased insignificantly. At the same time, the general
number of criminal proceedings in grave drug-related offences increased
drastically (14806 crimes in 2023, 21713 in 2024) (Figure 62).

Accordingly, the general number of criminal proceedings with
suspects in drug-related offences and minor drug-related crimes increased
(Figure 63).

It can be concluded from observing Table 47 that the biggest
number of minor drug-related offences and drug-related crimes was
registered in 2024 (for the period of 2014 — 2024).

Here, we would like to draw some conclusions.

The 2022 police statistics demonstrate that 34,398 drug-related
crimes have already been committed in 2022. In 2023, the police
registered 39124 drug-related crimes. In 2024, the police registered
48233 drug-related crimes.
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However, even for 6 months of 2025, 33789 drug-related crimes
were registered by the Ukrainian police. We can presume that more than
67 thousand drug-related crimes can be registered in 2025 if the same
trend continues. At least, it means that even for six months of 2025,
more than 70% of drug-related crimes have already been registered as
compared with the number of drug-related crimes registered in 2024.

The importance of the fight against drug crime cannot be
underestimated. However, the main question here is: Does the National
Police of Ukraine effectively manage its personnel’s potential under
wartime conditions?

The question is on the surface: drug-related crimes are mostly
the crimes of peacetime. Considering closed borders, border checks,
curfews, and roadblocks, the number of registered drug-related crimes
should theoretically have decreased, not the other way around.

It seems that the mechanism of an artificial ‘market’ for drug-
related crimes, where criminals are very often victims at the same
time, and where police officers know who, where, and under what
conditions will commit the next ‘crime’, ‘should not stand idle’ even
during the War.

Expectedly, the number of offenses against military service
(military crimes) has also increased significantly in 2022-2024.

An increase in such crimes also continues in 2025.

The increase took place due to purely ‘wartime’ Articles of the
Criminal Code such as Article 407 (Abandoning a military unit or place
of service), Article 408 (Desertion) and Article 402 (Disobedience).

Figure 66 demonstrates that increasing the personnel of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine expectedly led to an increase in crimes committed
by Ukrainian military officials. In 2023, military staff committed 28666
military crimes. The next year, they committed 93900 military crimes
what is 3,3 times bigger as compared to 2023 (Figure 66).
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However, the impact of the War on such type of crime is more than
evident.

In the first six months of 2025, the LEA registered 110319 criminal
proceedings on crimes of such category. That means that only the first six
months of 2025 demonstrated the number of such crimes in the amount
of 117% as compared with the while year of 2024.

In the first seven months of 2025, the LEA registered 128219
criminal proceedings on crimes of such category. That means that only
the first seven months of 2025 demonstrated the number of such crimes
in the amount of 137% as compared with the while year of 2024.

In the first eight months of 2025, the LEA registered 146023
criminal proceedings on crimes of such category. That means that only
the first eight months 0of 2025 demonstrated the number of such crimes in
the amount of 155% as compared with the while year of 2024.
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A special attention is paid here to the number of crimes of absence
without leave from a military unit or place of service (Article 407 of the
Criminal Code).

The LEA registered 16515 crimes in 2023 and 66240 crimes in
2024.

At the same time the number of criminal proceedings with suspects
were very law (2239 and 7398 correspondingly).

The main conclusion here is that the number of registered crimes
has in parallel to the decrease of identified suspects in corresponding
criminal proceedings (Figure 67).

Here, the impact of the War on such type of crime is also more than
evident.

In the first six months of 2025, the LEA registered 94317 criminal
proceedings on crimes of such category. That means that only the first six
months of 2025 demonstrated the number of such crimes in the amount
of 143% as compared with the while year of 2024.

Partly the same could be said about a more serious crime —
desertion (Article 408 of the Criminal Code).

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Desertion is starving the Ukrainian army of desperately needed
manpower and crippling its battle plans at a crucial time in its war with
Russia. Facing every imaginable shortage, tens of thousands of Ukrainian
troops, tired and bereft, have walked away from combat and front-line
positions to slide into anonymity, according to soldiers, lawyers and
Ukrainian officials. Entire units have abandoned their posts, leaving
defensive lines vulnerable and accelerating territorial losses, according
to military commanders and soldiers'®.

If, in 2021, 117 crimes of desertion were registered, the number of
crimes in 2022 increased up to the level of 3214. Moreover, 7771 crimes
were registered in 2023 and 23209 crimes in 2024 (Table 68).

Here, the impact of the War on such type of crime is also more than
evident.

In the first six months of 2025, the LEA registered 13355 criminal
proceedings on crimes of such category. That means that only the first six
months of 2025 demonstrated the number of such crimes in the amount
of 58% as compared with the while year of 2024.

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Here, we should mention that in 2014, the ratio between the number
of registered crimes of desertion (fotal number of criminal proceedings)
and the number of suspects (criminal proceedings with notifications of
suspicion) was 1,4.

The same ratio was 1,1 in 2015, 11,4 in 2022, 45 in 2023, and 38
in 2024.

However, in the first six months of 2025, the same ratio was 90,3.

So, the main conclusion here is that the criminal justice system of
Ukraine is mostly oriented now on the quantitative indicators rather than
on the qualitative ones.

Police statistics on crimes against military service indicate deep-
rooted problems in the application of the relevant articles of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine.

The main problem is that the total number of crimes against military
service in the first six months of 2025 significantly exceeded the same
indicator for 2024 as a whole.

This is particularly true for crimes such as unauthorised absence
from a military unit or place of service (Article 407 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine), where the number of crimes in the first six months of
this year exceeded the annual figure for 2024 by almost 1.2 times.

The number of desertion offences in the first six months of 2025
already accounts for almost 58% of the number of similar offences
registered in 2024.

However, there is another side to this problem, and it seems that
the more criminal proceedings are opened under the relevant articles on
crimes against military service, the fewer ‘real’ criminal proceedings
there are against suspects. In other words, the relevant criminal
proceedings have no prospect of reaching court. These problems are
extremely painful, but we must talk about them in order to improve the
situation in the Armed Forces of Ukraine and their defence capabilities.

It also should be noted that since November 2024, Ukraine has
been offering amnesty to deserters who return to their units. Nearly 30
thousand people have taken advantage of this offer.

The mechanism, introduced by a separate law at the end of
November 2024, allowed deserters from the army to return to service,
receiving amnesty and without waiting for the formal closure of criminal
investigations against them. After that, the Parliament extended the
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simplified regime. In May 2025, Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskyy extended it until 31 August'*.

It was decided to revise the law due to the sharp increase in the
number of criminal cases for desertion during the Russian Federation’s
war against Ukraine, which the relevant authorities were unable to
cope with. In 2024, before this amnesty, Ukrainian law enforcement
agencies opened almost 89,500 new cases of desertion and unauthorised
absence from military units. This made desertion from the army the most
widespread crime in Ukraine'?’.

No fewer interesting criminological conclusions could be drawn
from the analysis of crime foreseen by Article 426-1 of the Criminal
Code (Excess of power or official authority by a military official). While
in 2016, 65 crimes were registered with 17 suspects, in 2022, we can
observe the increase in the distance between the number of crimes and
number of suspects (Figure 69).

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Police statistics indicate the following numbers: 426 crimes
in 2022, 487 crimes in 2023, and 599 crimes in 2024. In the first six
months of 2025, the LEA registered 303 criminal proceedings, in which
perpetrators were informed of suspicion only in 10 criminal proceedings.

As in the previous example with a crime of desertion, the ratio
between the number of registered crimes (fotal number of criminal
proceedings) and the number of suspects (criminal proceedings with
notifications of suspicion) was 9,3 in 2021.

In 2022, the same indicator increased to the level of 21, which also
raises an issue of effectiveness of the military justice system (7able 70).

The 2022 Russian armed invasion brought serious changes to
practices of bringing military men to criminal liability for the offence of
unauthorised leaving of a battlefield or refusal to use weapons.

For the whole period of 2013-2024, only 2 criminal proceedings
were registered (including 1 criminal proceeding with a given notification
of suspicion).

In 2022, the LEA registered 150 criminal proceedings (6 criminal
proceedings with given notifications of suspicion) (7able 71).

The 2022 Russian armed invasion brought serious changes to
practices of bringing military men to criminal liability for the offence of
voluntary rendering oneself prisoner of war.

For the whole period of 2013 — 2024, zero criminal proceedings
were registered. In other words, this Article of the Criminal Code was
‘dead’ from the practical point of view. In 2022, the LEA registered 16
criminal proceedings (with no concrete suspects). In 2023-2024, there
were only 18 criminal proceeding registered (Table 72).

No less ‘dead’ was Article 432 of the Criminal Code (Marauding).
For the whole period of 2013-2025, only 2 criminal proceedings were
registered with zero suspects (one criminal proceeding in 2014 and one
criminal proceeding in 2022).

While considering property crimes in wartime Ukraine, the first
hypothesis appears that the absence of well and properly organized
policing would lead to a serious increase in number of property crimes.

Nevertheless, the number of recorded property crimes has in fact
significantly decreased (Figure 73, Figure 74). The impact of the War on
property crimes is more than obvious: 158729 property crimes in 2021,
113137 property crimes in 2022, 178902 property crimes sin 2023, and
132910 property crimes in 2024.

The mentioned above trend was officially recognised by the top
managers of the National Police of Ukraine, who confirmed that the level
of street crime in Ukraine has decreased compared to the pre-war period.

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In particular, there are fewer reports of robberies, muggings, serious and
particularly serious crimes. The police announced that ‘we can talk about
a controlled crime situation in the country. Thanks to the comprehensive
work of all law enforcement agencies, legislative changes, in particular
the increase in responsibility for certain types of crimes, we have reduced
the [street] crime rate, which is now lower than before the war’!'*’.

In the first half of 2025, there was a slight decrease in the number
of reported crimes against property.

Thus, in 2024, 132910 criminal proceedings were initiated, with
59768 individuals notified of suspicion. However, in the first six months
of 2025, 52460 criminal proceedings were registered for crimes against
property, with 21845 criminal proceedings in which individuals were
notified of suspicion. This means that in the first six months of 2025, the
number of crimes against property registered amounted to 39% of the
total number of similar crimes in 2024.

The same way the War impacted the practices of crimes of theft:
113517 thefts in 2021, 69496 thefts in 2022, 82123 thefts in 2023, and
55576 thefts in 2024 (Figure 74).

In the first half of 2025, there also was a decrease in the number of
reported crimes of theft.

Thus, in 2024, 55576 criminal proceedings were initiated, with
35578 criminal proceedings where individuals were notified of suspicion.

However, in the first six months of 2025, 15157 criminal
proceedings were registered for thefts, with 9961 criminal proceedings
in which individuals were notified of suspicion.

This means that in the first six months of 2025, the number of
crimes of theft registered amounted to 31% of the total number of similar
crimes in 2024.

The same way the War impacted the practices of car thefis: 5571
car thefts in 2021, 2001 car thefts in 2022, 2266 car thefts in 2023, 1138
car thefts in 2024.

The same way the War impacted the practices of robberies: 4846
robberies in 2021, 2205 robberies in 2022, 1732 robberies in 2023, 1453
robberies in 2024 (Figure 75).

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In the first half of 2025, there also was a decrease in the number of
reported crimes of mugging.

Thus, in 2024, 1453 criminal proceedings were initiated, with 1420
criminal proceedings in which individuals were notified of suspicion.

However, in the first six months of 2025, 674 criminal proceedings
were registered for mugging, with 661 criminal proceedings in which
individuals were notified of suspicion.

This means that in the first six months of 2025, the number of
crimes of mugging registered amounted to 44% of the total number of
similar crimes in 2024.

The same way the War impacted the practices of aggravated
robberies: 952 aggravated robberies in 2021, 492 aggravated robberies
in 2022, 386 aggravated robberies in 2023 and 313 aggravated robberies
in 2024 (Figure 76).

However, in the first six months 0f 2025, 150 criminal proceedings
were registered for aggravated robbery, with 140 criminal proceedings in
which individuals were notified of suspicion.

This means that in the first six months of 2025, the number of
crimes of aggravated robbery registered amounted to 48% of the total
number of similar crimes in 2024.

The same way the War impacted the criminal practices of
racketeering: 606 crimes of racketeering in 2021, 366 crimes of
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racketeering in 2022, 499 crimes of racketeering in 2023, and 279 crimes
of racketeering in 2024 (Figure 77).

Nevertheless, there are no grounds for optimism regarding a
decrease in the number of crimes of this type in 2025, as in just six
months of 2025, 209 criminal proceedings were registered for extortion,
with suspects named in 76 of these cases.

Fraud in Ukraine has come a long way. Previously, criminals used
to rely mainly on classic schemes, such as street scams, fraud in sales, or
phone calls asking for help for a relative. Nowadays, their methods have
become much more sophisticated with the development of technology.

Simple scams have been replaced with cyber threats that exploit
the capabilities of the internet and mobile communications. Phishing,
vishing, smishing, fraudulent online advertisements, online investment
pyramids, hacking of social media accounts and banking apps are
just some tools used by modern fraudsters. They skilfully use social
engineering, psychological techniques and vulnerabilities in the digital

space to steal other people’s money and personal data'°.

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In 2025, this trend will only intensify. Malicious actors are
adapting to new technologies, such as artificial intelligence, to create
more convincing fake messages and websites. They are becoming more
aggressive and inventive in their attempts to deceive citizens.

Based on recent trends and reports from the Ukrainian LEA, the
following are the most common new methods of fraud in Ukraine: 1) fake
payments from state and international organisations; 2) hacking social
media and messenger accounts with requests for help; 3) investment
‘projects’ promising super profits; 4) fake advertisements for the sale of
goods and services with prepayment; 5) manipulation of bank cards and
payment details'®!,

The War in Ukraine has also become a breeding ground for
fraudulent schemes based on the vulnerable emotional state and abuse of
citizens’ trust. Criminals can deceive children and pensioners and attempt
to disappear into the vastness of the internet without leaving any traces of
their crimes. Over 60% of Ukrainians cannot use the internet safely, often
falling prey to scammers and voluntarily handing over their money. The
elderly and children are at particular risk. However, fraudsters manage to
deceive even experienced internet users. At the same time, the ingenuity
of fraudsters goes beyond the scams that Ukrainians are already familiar
with, so new ways of deceiving people are emerging.

Moreover, the War has given rise to new crimes of fraud
specifically related to the War. Sporadically, the wives and other relatives
of deceased Ukrainian military personnel, who received significant sums
of compensation from the state, immediately became attractive targets
for criminals.

A new trend in crime has emerged involving fraudulent offers to
return the bodies of deceased Ukrainian soldiers or to return Ukrainian
soldiers themselves from Russian captivity. Accordingly, such fraudulent
‘services’ are offered by individuals who have no influence over the
return of prisoners or their bodies.

Forexample, in 2025, aresident of the Ternopil region extorted 3000
USD from the relatives of a deceased soldier for allegedly influencing
the decision to return his body from the occupied territory. However, in
reality, the woman had no connection to this process.

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According to the pre-trial investigation, in October 2024, a resident
of one of the villages in the Ternopil district contacted the family of a
deceased soldier whose body was in the temporarily occupied territory
of Donetsk region.

She convinced the relatives that she was on good terms with
servicemen from one of the units who could help return the body of the
deceased. The woman wanted to receive 5000 USD for her ‘services’.

The suspect demanded that 3000 USD be transferred to her
immediately, with the rest to be paid after the body was returned to the
relatives. The wife of the deceased soldier agreed to the woman’s terms
and contacted law enforcement.

The body of the deceased was returned to the family in early June
2025, after an additional forensic examination. The woman was not
involved in this'*2.

It should also be noted that the War has opened the season of the
fraud with humanitarian aid. An analysis of currently available official
data reveals numerous cases of embezzlement and fraud involving
humanitarian aid during the period of martial law. In most cases, the
aid is intended for specific recipients who are in dire need of it, but it
never reaches them. It should be noted that those involved in fraud
involving humanitarian aid include not only officials representing state
authorities and local self-government bodies, but also people who present
themselves as volunteers or military personnel, although in reality they
have no connection with either.

The most common type of fraud is fake fundraising for the Armed
Forces of Ukraine, such as collecting money for cars, drones, thermal
imagers, etc., or for the treatment of wounded soldiers and civilians
affected by the war. Such announcements quickly gain publicity on
social media. As a rule, fraudsters publish the bank card number of an
individual to collect funds'®*.

The second type of fraud in the field of humanitarian aid involves
targeted appeals from various organisations that claim to be providing

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humanitarian aid. The funds collected are then transferred to affiliated
companies under the guise of payment for humanitarian goods at
significantly inflated prices or without any delivery at all!**,

The third type of fraud in the field of humanitarian aid is when
fraudsters use phishing tools to gain access to the bank details of war
victims. Under the guise of well-known international organisations that
collect and provide humanitarian aid, news about fictitious financial
assistance provided to all (or certain groups) of Ukrainians by international
organisations is spread on social media or through targeted mailings to
gain people’s trust. To attract aid, fraudsters ask for the personal bank
details of those who need help'®.

The fourth type of fraud in the field of humanitarian aid is the
purchase of equipment and material assets, in particular through certain
‘grey’ schemes, with foreign fraudsters becoming more active abroad.
There have already been cases where, after receiving an advance
payment, a foreign contractor ceases to communicate, and the address
of the supplier’s ‘respectable’ office turns out to be a long-abandoned
building'®.

In addition, there has been an increase in fraud in the housing rental
market and in the organisation of transport from temporarily occupied or
frontline areas, given the large number of displaced people and refugees
and the corresponding increase in demand. Fraudsters ask for advance
payment for transport or housing and then disappear.

Fraud has even become the subject of public appeals by the
Ukrainian Ombudsman. In a post on Facebook, the Ombudsman publicly
announced the position of his Office that there has been an increase in
fraud on social media recently, ranging from account theft to extortion of
money under the guise of ‘assistance’. This year alone, the Ombudsman’s
Office has received 1134 complaints about violations of the right to
personal data protection.

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Correspondingly, crimes of fraud in 2022 demonstrated absolutely
another trend as compared to other property crimes: the number of crimes
of fraud in 2022 (32086) appeared much bigger than in 2021 (23847).
The police registered 82609 crimes of fraud in 2023 and 64978 crimes of
fraud in 2024 (Figure 78).

So, after a sharp jump in fraud cases in 2023, the number of
reported crimes in this category declined in 2024.

Moreover, during the first six months of 2025, law enforcement
agencies registered 28488 cases of fraud, with 8576 criminal proceedings
initiated and suspects notified of their status.

During the first seven months of 2025, law enforcement agencies
registered 32233 cases of fraud, with 8787 criminal proceedings initiated
and suspects notified of their status.

In relative terms, this means that during the first six months of
2025, law enforcement agencies registered only 44% of the total number
of fraud cases for the whole of 2025. However, final conclusions can
only be drawn based on the results of the assessment of statistics for
2025.
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Here we can mention that in February 2022, many Ukrainians tried
to restore order by themselves in conditions of the War chaos through
demonstrative corporal punishment of marauders. Namely, ‘there is a
War here, and they are making money here’. Many Ukrainians supported
such inhumane methods, and what is important, among these ‘many’
there were lawyers.

Almost one year has passed, and the police statistics have proven
that, it turns out, the problem of Ukrainian society during the War was
completely different, and official statistics convincingly proved the
existence of the problem of moral and ethical foundations of Ukrainian
society during the War: 1) during the 2022 War, criminal behaviour
was considered as less permissible by individuals who belonged to the
‘criminally addicted’ strata of the society; 2) criminal behaviour was
considered as more permissible by individuals who were considered
less inclined to commit crimes due to the presence of higher education,
higher ‘social status’ and greater social adaptability (Figure 79).

Moreover, this trend is partially confirmed by the latest corruption
scandals at the highest levels of government, which proves that the War
is by no means a guarantee of the quasi-elites’ understanding of the
society’s problems, where the moral demand of ‘the water law of the
jungle during a drought’ comes first (Figure 80).

Yes, be that as it may, the statistics of 2022 demonstrate the
violation of, using Rudyard Kipling’s expression, the ‘water truce in our
jungle’, namely: 1) a significant decrease in thefts (although, on the other
hand, the tendency to decrease thefts existed even before the beginning
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Figure 81. Notifications in fraud: offences and minor crimes
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of the war); 2) an explosive increase in cases of frauds; 3) a sharp decline
in real estate fraud, which can be attributed to the war’s impact on the
real estate market.

After 24 February 2022, most construction sites not located in
the western regions of Ukraine faced a complete lack of new sales, a
significant slowdown in payments under existing contracts, and in some
cases, a complete cessation of payments. Investors waited for a year and
a half, but in the second year of the war, those investors who had paid
the full cost of the property began to initiate legal proceedings to protect
their rights.

Accordingly, in numerous instances, a criminal component also
emerged.

The crisis in public administration caused by the start of the Russian
invasion has further exacerbated traditional schemes of corruption in the
real estate sector:

— Document forgery: Criminals use fake documents to sell real
estate that does not belong to them or to register ownership of someone
else’s property. This often involves forging sales contracts, powers of
attorney, and other legal documents;

— Double selling: The same property is sold to several buyers. The
fraudsters receive money from numerous people and then disappear. As
a result, the buyers are left without money and without property;

— Rental fraud: Landlords may deceive tenants by providing false
information about the condition of the property, its legal status, or the
terms of the contract. This frequently involves renting out property that
is already rented to someone else;

— Fraudulent agencies: Fake real estate agencies promise to
help with the sale or rental of property, take advance payments, but do
not provide any services. After receiving the payment, such agencies
disappear.

Since the real estate market during the War stopped in fact, it is
not surprising that the number of crimes of real estate fraud decreased
rapidly (1312 crimes in 2020, 1356 crimes in 2021, 798 crimes in 2022,
1176 crimes in 2023, 1091 crimes in 2024) (Figure 82).

In the first six months of 2025, the LEA registered 533 criminal
proceedings on the crime of real estate fraud, where in 115 criminal
proceedings individuals were notified of suspicion.

ECONOMIC CRIMINAL OFFENCES™

It was predictable that the number of economic criminal offences
would increase: 5469 crimes in 2021, 3414 crimes in 2022, 4840 crimes
in 2023, and 5139 crimes in 2024 (Figure 83).

In the period of 6 months of 2025, the LEA registered 3181 crimes
and opened corresponding criminal proceedings. Among others, the
LEA identified concrete suspects in 1435 criminal proceedings (45% of
all criminal proceedings).

At the same time, it means that in the period of 6 months of 2025,
the LEA opened 62% criminal proceedings of the total number of
criminal proceedings in 2024.

A much more interesting conclusion concerning economic
criminal offenses is that the ratio between the general number of criminal
proceedings in economic crimes and criminal proceedings in economic
crimes with notifications of suspicion remained mostly the same as in
previous years. In 2022, this ratio increased insignificantly to the point
of 2,4 from the level of 2 in 2021 (the same ratio of 2,4 can be found in
2018) (Figure 84).

Criminal activities concerned with the use of counterfeit money,
government securities, state lottery tickets, excise tax stamps or
holographic security features (Article 199 of the Criminal Code) were
also impacted with the War and reduced (859 crimes in 2019, 686 crimes
in 2020, 494 crimes in 2021, 215 crimes in 2022, 328 crimes in 2023,
and 288 crimes in 2024) (Figure 85).

In 6 months of 2025, 206 criminal proceedings were registered
what is 72% of criminal proceedings registered in 2024.

The same could be said about illegal actions in respect of
remittance documents, payment cards, and other means providing access
to bank accounts, electronic money, and equipment for their production
(Article 200 of the Criminal Code): 1577 crimes in 2021, 933 crimes in
2022, 468 crimes in 2023, and 745 crimes in 2024.

On the other hand, it is surprising that the number of registered
crimes of such a category did not decrease more, as could be expected.

There were 724 crimes in 2022, 711 crimes in 2019, and 609
crimes in 2018.

If we exclude the 2021 indicator, the number of crimes committed
in 2022 was the biggest one for the period of 2013-2024 (Figure 86).

Moreover, in six months of 2025, 409 criminal proceedings were
registered (409 criminal proceedings with suspects) what is 55% of the
number of the same crimes registered in 2024.

In 2022, in contrast, the number of crimes of legalisation
(laundering) of property proceeding from crime (Article 209 of the
Criminal Code) increased: 348 crimes in 2020, 395 crimes in 2021, 437
crimes in 2022, 969 crimes in 2023, and 1132 crimes in 2024 (Figure 87).

It could also be said that the number of these crimes has been stable
in its increase since 2018 (Figure §7).

However, the War stimulated to committing more crimes of such
a category.

Moreover, in 6 months of 2025, the LEA registered 828 criminal
proceedings on the crime of legalisation (laundering) of property
proceeding from crime (496 criminal proceedings with concrete
suspects). It means that in 6 months of 2025, the LEA opened 73% of the
number of the same crimes registered in 2024.

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In 2022, crime of financial fraud (Article 222 of the Criminal
Code) demonstrated a rapid reduction. In fact, the War led to zero
indicators of such crimes in Ukraine. However, in 2023-2024, the police
registered 107 such crimes (Figure 88).

The war has increased the availability of weapons since February
2022, resulting in a rise in arms seizures and violence among civilians.
While there is no evidence to suggest large-scale trafficking of arms
outside of Ukraine, the report highlights the importance of monitoring
given the sheer number of arms available, as well as the historic presence
of criminal actors specialized in arms trafficking'*.

According to separate independent estimates, Ukrainian citizens
may have between 1 and 5 million firearms and grenades in their
possession, posing a serious threat to security both during and after the
War'®. The most common types of offences related to illegal weapons
remain storage, use and sale. Some cases involve careless handling of
explosive devices or their discovery in public places. The most frequently
used items are grenades, ammunition, and pistols. In some cases, entire
arsenals were seized from private garages, residential buildings or even
public places'!.

Sporadically, the National Police of Ukraine conduct special
operations aimed at confiscating weapons from civilians. For example,
on June 13, 2025, the National Police of Ukraine launched a large-scale
nationwide special operation to combat the illegal circulation of weapons
and ammunition. As stated on the website of the National Police of

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Ukraine, law enforcement officers conducted more than 500 searches in
various regions of Ukraine'**.

It is not surprising that experts from the EU States urge that
Ukraine, overflowing with weapons, is supposedly a ‘paradise for arms
dealers’ or a place where ‘uncontrolled weapons’ are used to resolve
disputes. Post-war Ukraine (if this is possible in the near future) could
become a ‘Kalashnikov society’ in which disputes that were once settled
with fists will be settled with weapons. Experts fear that this is a real
possibility if there are delays in state regulation, such as the state buyback
of unregistered weapons'*.

Indeed, from time to time, Ukrainian media report on truly high-
profile cases that testify to the increasing saturation of Ukrainian society
with weapons.

For example, at the end of July 2025, law enforcement officers
in Ivano-Frankivsk region have detained three men suspected of illegal
trade in weapons and ammunition. The operation was carried out by the
National Police in cooperation with the Security Service of Ukraine.
According to preliminary data, the suspects organised a distribution
channel for combat weapons, which were probably illegally taken from
the combat zone. Law enforcement officers found more than 70 combat
grenades, 14 small arms, including automatic rifles and pistols, as well
as a significant amount of ammunition. The estimated value of the seized
arsenal is about 700000 UAH '

On July 27, 2025, in Kryvyi Rih, a man tried to blow up his wife
with a grenade during an argument. However, he died himself'*,

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with a grenade. True UA Info. July 27, 2025. Source: https:/trucua.info/news/
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On August 5, 2025, in Cherkasy, a man threatened to detonate
several grenades. The conflict arose because representatives of the
district military recruitment centre attempted to check his documents'*.

On August 5, 2025, near Izmail, Odessa region, a moped driver
shot to death a police officer during a document check. According to
reports, patrol police officers stopped a 45-year-old moped driver to check
his documents. The man behaved aggressively, pulled out a weapon,
and started shooting at the police officers. As a result, one of the law
enforcement officers was wounded. In response, the police officer used
his service weapon and wounded the attacker. Both were hospitalised.
The senior police lieutenant later died in hospital.

On August 5, 2025, a young man was arrested in the Kyiv region
for throwing a grenade into his rival’s yard out of jealousy, damaging his
property'¥.

On August 7, 2025, in Cherkasy, the man entered the premises of
the McDonald’s restaurant, fired several shots from a weapon, injuring
himself, and then locked himself in a toilet. Later, he was detained by the
police special unit'*.

On 22 August 2025, in Kyiv, a 45-year-old man threw a training
grenade near residential buildings. The suspect was unable to explain his
actions, as he was intoxicated'*.

On 12 September, a shooting occurred at a car service office in the
village of Pidryasne, Lviv District, Lviv Region, resulting in the death
of two men. Two employees of the car service were found dead with
gunshot wounds in the office!°.

Illegal arms trafficking has proven to be such a lucrative business
that even prisoners have started engaging in it. For example, in July 2025,
a criminal scheme involving the illegal sale of firearms, explosives, and
ammunition was uncovered in prisons in the Chernihiv region. It was
established that the prisoners, acting in collusion with a person outside
the prison, had organised a channel for the sale of illegally supplied
weapons.

Therefore, while analysing crimes committed with firearms and
corresponding crime statistics, it could be expected that crime rates
resulting from illegal use of firearms would extremely rise after February
2022.

Nevertheless, police statistics partly refute such a presumption.
Yes, it is obvious that the number of crimes with weapons has seriously
risen for the twelve months of 2022 compared with 2021 or 2020. On
the other hand, Ukrainian history knows examples when the number of
crimes with weapons was higher (for example, in 2014).

At the same time, it should also be noted that the number of
crimes committed with the use of firearms in 2015 (in the period of the
continuing Russian invasion to Eastern Ukraine was less than even for
twelve months of 2022 (Figure 89).

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In 6 months of 2025, the LEA opened 426 criminal proceedings on
crimes of illegal use of firearms (173 criminal proceedings with suspects).
It means that in the first 6 months of 2025 the LEA registered 52% of the
total number of the crimes of such category registered in 2024.

In 7 months of 2025, the LEA opened 491 criminal proceedings on
crimes of illegal use of firearms (204 criminal proceedings with suspects).
It means that in the first 6 months of 2025 the LEA registered 59% of the
total number of the crimes of such category registered in 2024.

Additionally, it should be noted that in 2022, alongside an increase
in the number of crimes committed using firearms, the number of suspects
in the same criminal proceedings decreased, which could also raise an
issue concerning the effectiveness of LEA activities.

Police statistics of 2022 demonstrate to which extent the number
of registered intentional homicides committed with the use of firearms
has risen:

—in 2021, there were 36 intentional homicides committed using
firearms;

—1in 2022, the same indicator increased to the level of 247 crimes;

—1n 2023, the same indicator increased to the level of 909 crimes;

—in 2024, the same indicator decreased to the level of 295 crimes;

—in 6 months of 2025, the same indicator reached to the level of
102 crimes;

—in 7 months of 2025, the same indicator reached to the level of
113 crimes (Figure 90).

The same could be said about intentional serious bodily harm
committed with firearms.

Here, it should be noted that, on one hand, 2022 has brought a
bigger number of such crimes.

On the other hand, the 2014 data show the same numbers of crimes
even in the absence of full-scaled Russian armed aggression (Figure 91).

Figure 92 demonstrates the number of robberies committed with
the use of firearms and numbers of suspects in corresponding criminal
proceedings.

On one hand, we can observe a significant increase in robberies
committed with the use of firearms as compared with 2021.

On the other one, police statistics for 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016
and 2017 demonstrate much bigger numbers of robberies even when

Ukrainian society was not so deeply saturated with firearms as in 2022
(Figure 92).

Figure 93 demonstrates data on the number of crimes committed
with the use of explosives and the numbers of suspects in corresponding
criminal proceedings (Figure 93).

Here, it can be concluded that crimes committed with the use
of explosives have indicate a dualistic trend: 1) the number or crimes
increased (63 crimes in 2023, 86 crimes in 2024); 2) the number of
criminal proceedings with suspects decreased (14 proceedings in 2023,
18 proceedings in 2024).

The saturation of Ukrainian society with firearms and an increase
in numbers of military men in the country is used by organized crime
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groups which commit crimes not only with the use of firearms but also
with the use of military or police uniform.

Here, it should also be stressed on one aspect of post-war life of
any state. It is not only about social rehabilitation of former soldiers
who directly participated in military actions but also potentially possible
criminal activity of persons with post-war traumatic disorders where
some of them will not find themselves in post-war society.

Figure 94 demonstrates trends in different crimes committed with
firearms and explosives in comparison.

Here, we can conclude that if crimes with the use of explosives
and aggravated robberies with the use of firearms largely increased (in
absolute numbers), nevertheless, most crimes committed with firearms
are intentional homicides (Figure 94).

CRIMES AGAINST PEACE, SECURITY
OF MANKIND AND INTERNATIONAL

According to official data of the Office of General Prosecutor, as
of 7 August 2022, the Ukrainian authorities were investigating almost
26 thousand criminal cases of suspected war crimes committed after
Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine on 24 February 2022.

In 2023, the number of war crimes increased 246 times as compared
to 2021 (62128 crimes). In 2023, the number of crimes was mostly the
same (62667 crimes). However, in 2024, the number of war crimes
decreased two times as compared to the previous year (Figure 95).

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After 2024, considering the intensification of hostilities between
the Armed Forces of Ukraine and Russian aggressors, as well as the use
of tactics of mass destruction of civilian infrastructure by Russians, the
number of crimes against peace, security of mankind, and international
legal order increased again.

Thus, in 2024, a total of 30151 crimes against peace, security of
mankind, and international legal order were registered, with 872 criminal
proceedings in which concrete individuals were notified of suspicion.

However, in 6 months of 2025, 22338 criminal proceedings
were opened in which concrete individuals were notified of suspicion.
In 453 criminal proceedings, individuals were notified of suspicion.
Accordingly, this means that in the first half of 2025, 74% of the total
number of criminal proceedings opened in 2024 were registered.

In 7 months of 2025, 27174 criminal proceedings were opened in
which concrete individuals were notified of suspicion. In 494 criminal
proceedings, individuals were notified of suspicion. Accordingly, this
means that in seven months of 2025, 90% of the total number of criminal
proceedings opened in 2024 were registered.

During the period of Russia’s war against Ukraine from 24 February
2022 to 6 August 2025, Ukrainian law enforcement agencies registered
202918 criminal offences related to the Russian aggression, including:

— 180222 crimes against peace, human security and international
law and order (of which 174961 are war crimes);

— 22696 crimes against the foundations of Ukraine’s national
security.

As a result of war crimes committed by the Russian occupiers,
15318 civilians died (including 646 children) and 34324 civilians
(including 2104 children) were injured.

The Russian occupiers destroyed and damaged 236631 civilian
infrastructure objects, including 191375 residential buildings, 4379
educational and training institutions; 1085 medical institutions, 793
cultural buildings, 257 religious buildings, 9551 networks that ensure the
vital activity of the population (gas pipelines, water pipelines, electricity
networks), as well as 29191 other objects.

Contrary to the requirements of international instruments, Russian
aggressors are actively using prohibited means of warfare. Thus, during
the period of Russia’s war against Ukraine from 24 February 2022 to 6
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August 2025, numerous facts of the use of prohibited means of warfare
by the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation were established.

Pre-trial investigations are currently underway into 4,895 such
facts, including 116 cases of the use of chemical weapons, as well as
asphyxiating, poisonous or other similar gases; 4767 cases of the use of
mines (anti-personnel, booby traps, remotely-launched mines); 5 cases
of the use of phosphorus and thermobaric (“‘vacuum’) bombs and shells;
7 cases of the use of incendiary weapons or weapons primarily intended
to set fire to objects or to burn people by flame or heat.

During the period of Russia’s war against Ukraine from 24 February
2022 to 6 August 2025, law enforcement agencies brought 736 people to
criminal responsibility in the ‘Mainline Case’, including

—49 representatives of the highest military command of the Russian
Armed Forces and the ‘Rosgvardia’ (including the Minister of Defence
and the Chief of the General Staff, Commander of the ‘Rosgvardia’);

— 4 heads of law enforcement and intelligence agencies;

— 2 heads of both chambers of the Federal Assembly;

— 8 heads of executive bodies;

— 178 senators of the Federation Council;

— 419 deputies of the State Duma;

— 10 cultural figures and propagandists;

— 52 other public figures;

— 1 head of a private military company;

— 12 academics and university rectors;

— 1 representative of other countries (other than the Russian
Federation).

During the period of Russia’s war against Ukraine from 24 February
2022 to 6 August 2025, law enforcement agencies submitted indictments
(in absentia) against 484 people, including: 421 people under Article
110 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine; 18 people under Article 437 of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine; and 45 people under Articles 110 and 437 of
the Criminal Code of Ukraine.

The court proceedings resulted in guilty verdicts against 245
people (members of the State Duma).

In August 2025, according to the materials of the Security Service
of Ukraine, two Russian governors were sentenced in absentia for
financing the occupation war in Ukraine. Thus, the Korolyovsky District
Court of Zhytomyr found two Russian officials guilty of financing
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the occupation units of the Russian army. Both were sentenced to 8
years in prison in absentia with confiscation of property. They are Igor
Kobzev and Alexander Osipov, governors of the Irkutsk region and the
Zabaikalsky Krai of the Russian Federation. Both officials organize
regular deliveries of military aid worth tens of millions of rubles. Among
the items transferred to the front are drones, satellite communication
systems, weapons with optical and thermal imaging sights, ammunition
and uniforms, generators, provisions, cars, motorcycles with equipment
for conducting combat operations, etc. The court found both defendants
guilty in absentia of financing actions committed with the aim of
changing the boundaries of the territory and state border of Ukraine in
violation of the order established by the Constitution of Ukraine and
violent overthrow of the constitutional order, committed repeatedly
(Article 110-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine)

Propaganda of war
(Article 436 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine)

During the period of Russia’s war against Ukraine from 24
February 2022 to 6 August 2025, law enforcement agencies conducted
pre-trial investigations in 89 criminal proceedings.

In the respective criminal proceedings, the law enforcement
agencies of Ukraine served notices of suspicion to 89 persons; proceedings
against 1 person were closed on the basis of Article 284(1)(5) of the CPC
of Ukraine (deceased).

Indictments against 80 people were submitted to the court, and a
request for the application of medical coercive measures was submitted
against 1 person.

As a result of the trial, 43 people were convicted; 1 person was
acquitted under Article 436 of the Criminal Code; and 1 person was
subjected to medical compulsory measures.

Investigation of war crimes
(Article 438 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine)

During the period of Russia’s war against Ukraine from 24
February 2022 to 6 August 2025, 967 people were served with a notice of
suspicion by the law enforcement agencies of Ukraine (28 of them were
prisoners of war, 8 were civilians in custody, and the rest were served in
absentia):

War crimes against children

According to the Unified Register of Pre-trial Investigations, pre-
trial investigations are being conducted in criminal proceedings on the
facts of 4,862 criminal offences related to the armed aggression of the
Russian Federation against Ukraine committed against children and in
the field of child protection, including

— war crimes against children - 1612;

— armed attacks on institutions and facilities for children - 2979;

— cases of sexual violence against children - 19;

— deportation and forced displacement - 186;

— 66 cases of illegal deprivation of liberty.

According to the regional prosecutor’s offices, pre-trial
investigations are currently underway in 462 criminal proceedings into
the disappearance of 2,178 children in the context of hostilities (Donetsk
- 597, Kyiv - 3, Kirovohrad - 4, Luhansk - 758, Mykolaiv - 1, Kharkiv -
81, Kherson - 734).

According to the National Police of Ukraine, 2,216 children have
not yet been found.

In 30 criminal proceedings, 74 members of the Russian Federation
Armed Forces and other individuals have been notified of suspicion of
committing war crimes against children.

In 21 criminal proceedings, indictments were submitted to court
against 51 members of the Russian Federation Armed Forces and others
for war crimes against children.

In 14 criminal proceedings, verdicts were delivered convicting
34 servicemen of the Russian Federation Armed Forces under Article
438(1) and (2) of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.
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Executions of Ukrainian defenders

The law enforcement agencies of Ukraine are conducting pre-trial
investigations in 78 criminal proceedings on the execution of Ukrainian

defenders by the Russian occupiers.

As aresult of the investigation, 7 persons were served with a notice
of suspicion, indictments were filed against 3 persons, and 2 persons
were convicted by the courts.

Sexual violence in times of war

Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the
Russian Federation, prosecutors have recorded 373 cases of conflict-
related sexual violence.

In particular, 137 cases were recorded against men and 236 against
women, including 19 underage girls and 1 underage boy (other types
of sexual violence not related to rape), including rape, mutilation or
violence to genitals, forced nudity, threats and attempts to rape, forcing
to watch sexual abuse of loved ones, etc.
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Currently, the highest number of cases of sexual violence has been
recorded in Kherson region (116), Donetsk region (86), Kyiv region
(60), Kharkiv region (47), Zaporizhzhia region (26), Mykolaiv region
(11), Luhansk region (9), Chernihiv region (8), Odesa region (6), Sumy
region (3) and in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea (1).

All of the above statistics relate exclusively to crimes committed
against civilians. Data on military personnel are not included in these
statistics and are not subject to public disclosure until martial law is
lifted.

In connection with sexual violence in the occupied territories of
Kyiv, Chernihiv, Kherson, Kharkiv and Mykolaiv regions, as well as in
the territory of the Russian Federation, 87 members of the Russian Armed
Forces were served with a notice of suspicion. Forty-six indictments
against 60 people were sent to court. 122 cases of conflict-related sexual
violence have been uncovered.

So far, courts have passed 13 verdicts against 20 people, 19 of
whom have been sentenced to imprisonment. 13 individuales were
sentenced to 12 years, two to 10 years and 11 years respectively, and five
to 15 years. 5 verdicts against 10 people have not entered into force. All
verdicts were delivered following a special trial (in the absence of the
accused) in absentia.

CRIMINAL OFFENSES RELATED TO THE
MISUSE OF HUMANITARIAN AID™

Any crisis, particularly armed conflict, is inevitably accompanied
by rising levels of poverty and increased societal demand for both
material and financial humanitarian assistance. Following the full-scale
invasion in 2022, Ukraine became a hub for the operational activity of
various humanitarian organizations—both international and domestic.
The unprecedented volume of aid flowing into the country, coupled
with insufficient coordination mechanisms for its distribution, created a
criminogenic environment conducive to abuses related to the handling
and distribution of humanitarian resources.

In response to these emerging threats, the Criminal Code of
Ukraine was amended to include a specific provision addressing such
misconduct. Article 201-2, titled ‘lllegal use for profit of humanitarian
aid, charitable donations, or gratuitous assistance’, was introduced to
criminalize such acts.

According to Article 201-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine,
the illegal use of humanitarian aid, charitable donations, or gratuitous
assistance for profit is defined as the sale of humanitarian goods
(items), the use of charitable or gratuitous assistance, or entering into
transactions concerning such property with the intention of obtaining
profit, committed in significant amounts'>.

Data provided by the Office of the Prosecutor General show the
number of registered criminal offenses (proceedings) under Article 201-
2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine over time:

Analysis of this data reveals a correlation: as the volume of
humanitarian aid decreased, so too did the number of associated criminal
offenses. This trend can be attributed not only to the reduction in aid but
also to the implementation of coordination systems for aid distribution
and the introduction of a unified humanitarian response plan.

Additional data for 2023 was obtained from open sources.

According to information published by the media outlet Zaborona,
which cited a response from the National Police of Ukraine:

— pre-trial investigations were initiated in 861 criminal
proceedings related to unlawful actions involving humanitarian aid,
charitable donations, or gratuitous assistance;

— 165 individuals were formally charged in 175 criminal offenses
of this category;

— indictments were submitted to court in 78 cases;

— the total amount of identified material losses amounted to
approximately 40 million UAH."*

Moreover, over 200 other offenses were investigated under
alternative legal classifications such as fraud, embezzlement, theft,
and bribery — although they also involved the misappropriation of
humanitarian cargo.

It is worth noting that offenses involving humanitarian aid
predated the introduction of Article 201-2 of the CCU but were previously

is evident.

A review of specific case studies reveals that criminal acts were
committed both by individuals affiliated with well-known humanitarian
organizations and by actors operating through fictitious charitable
foundations. For instance, employees of the charitable foundation ‘Right
to Protection’ became subjects of criminal proceedings. Investigators
found that a group of individuals, acting in collusion during martial law
in 2022, exploited their official positions to profit by processing financial
aid from the United Nations on behalf of individuals who were not legally
recognized as internally displaced persons'®. In return for their services,
the perpetrators retained a portion of the allocated funds. These acts were
classified under Part 3 of Article 201-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.

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Another illustrative case is described in the report of the
Temporary Investigative Commission of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine,
which examined potential legal violations in the receipt, distribution,
transportation, storage, and use of humanitarian aid and public property
intended for the temporary accommodation of internally displaced
persons (IDPs) and other state needs. According to the report, during a
Commissionmeetingon May 29,2023, the Main Investigative Department
of the National Police of Ukraine reported incidents of humanitarian aid
being sold — specifically, ballistic plates for bulletproof vests valued at
approximately 1,27 million UAH. Part of this aid, including steel plates
worth 450 thousand UAH, had been imported under a guarantee letter
from a military unit. Criminal charges were brought under Article 201-
2, and similar reports of violations involving humanitarian aid imported
under such guarantees were submitted by other governmental agencies'.

According to the State Customs Service, as of June 20, 2023,
a joint audit conducted by the Department for Combating Smuggling
and Customs Violations and the Ministry of Defence’s Internal Audit
Department revealed 743 cases where military units and territorial
recruitment and social support centres failed to confirm receipt of
humanitarian aid. The unaccounted-for goods included 963 distinct
items with a total weight of 1282.9 tons'"’.

The available data suggest a clear correlation between the number
of criminal offenses related to humanitarian aid and the volume of aid being
delivered, as well as the level of coordination between state institutions
and humanitarian organizations. These offenses may occur at various
levels — among recipients of aid, within humanitarian organizations
themselves, and among representatives of public authorities.

As the global volume of humanitarian aid delivered to Ukraine
declines, there is a concurrent reduction in the number of criminal
proceedings, as evidenced by official data. However, these crimes
continue to highlight significant challenges in governance, accountability,
and transparency in humanitarian operations during wartime.

As far as sex crimes are concerned, the number of mentioned crimes
decreased significantly, as could be expected from wartime society. At
the same time, we have the lowest level of sex crimes in the ten-year
history of crime prevention in Ukraine (Figure 98).

Moreover, in December 2022, there were only 2 sex crimes
registered in Ukraine: 621 sex crimes for the period of eleven months of
2022, and 623 sex crimes for the period of twelve months of 2022.

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Statistics indicate that in 2023, a total of 947 sex crimes were
registered, with concrete individuals being notified of suspicion in 810
criminal proceedings.

In 2024, a total of 872 sex crimes were registered, with 736 criminal
proceedings involving concrete individuals being notified of suspicion.

Finally, in the first six months of 2025, 587 sex crimes were
registered, with 461 criminal proceedings in which concrete individuals
were notified of suspicion.

It is obvious that 2021 brought many restrictions concerned with
the COVID pandemics which led to the closing of all nightclubs, discos
and restaurants where sex offences were often committed. Nevertheless,
the number of sex crimes registered in 2021 was one of the highest in the
previous ten years of crime prevention. However, the number of sex crimes
increased to 947 in 2023 with further decrease in 2024 (872 crimes).

At the same time, restrictions imposed due to the wartime period
led to a rapid decrease in the crimes of rape in Ukrainian society. The
beginning of the War led to a rapid decrease in rapes (406 rapes in 2021,
250 rapes in 2022). However, 450 rapes were registered in 2023, and 410
rapes were registered in 2024 (Figure 99).

In the first six months of 2025, 245 criminal proceedings were
registered in Ukraine on the facts of rape, with 222 individuals notified of
suspicion. This means that in the first half of 2025, criminal proceedings
for rape were registered in 60% of all similar crimes registered in 2024.

No less interesting is official statistics of crimes against national
security for 2013-2024

In 2013, as many as 8 crimes against national security were
registered, in which only one criminal proceeding had a concrete suspect.
The rest were so-called ‘factual’ criminal proceedings. That is, the ratio
between all cases and cases with concrete suspects was 8.

Here, we have visual additional — current criminological —
evidence of the anti-state orientation of the political regime in Ukraine
that was overthrown in 2014. A big country in the centre of Europe with
great potential, having a dangerous neighbour to the East, could not have
such performance indicators of the Security Service of Ukraine and other
LEA.

Immediately after the 2014 Revolution of Dignity, the annexation
of Crimea, the occupation of Eastern Ukraine by Russia and before the
start of a full-scale armed invasion of Russia in 2022 — and regardless
of which President was in power — both the number of registered crimes
and the number of criminal proceedings with suspicion had the same
ratio (Figure 100).

5998 crimes against national security were registered in 2024
(2477 criminal proceedings with suspects).

At the same time, 3375 crimes against national security were
registered in six months of 2025 (1229 criminal proceedings with
suspects).

3816 crimes against national security were registered in seven
months of 2025 (1447 criminal proceedings with suspects).

Moreover, 4227 crimes against national security were registered
in eight months of 2025 (1645 criminal proceedings with suspects).

It was clearly expected that the 2022 Russian armed invasion would
bring a serious increase in the numbers of military forces of Ukraine and
transportation of military units within Ukrainian territory.

Consequently, it was clearly expected that the 2022 Russian armed
invasion would bring an increase in the numbers of crimes in the sphere
of protection of state secrets, inviolability of state borders, provision of
conscription and mobilization.

As a result, as we can observe, the number of the above crimes in
2022 is 2,6 times bigger as compared with 2021. However, the number
of the above crimes in 2023 is 2,3 times bigger as compared with 2022
(1000, 2624 and 6279 crimes correspondingly) (Figure 102).

In 2024, the number of crimes in this category increased even more.

In 2024, 7865 criminal proceedings were registered, of which 4413
resulted in charges being brought against concrete perpetrators.

In six months of 2025, 4008 criminal proceedings were registered,
with charges being brought against concrete perpetrators in 2040 cases.

However, in seven months of 2025, 4454 criminal proceedings
were registered, with charges being brought against concrete perpetrators
in 2264 cases.

A special look should be paid to the crime of illegal trafficking of
persons across the state border of Ukraine (Article 332 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine).

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The police registered only 327 such crimes in 2021. However, the
War stimulated a rapid increase in such crimes when 1225 crimes were
registered in 2022. Moreover, 2301 crimes were registered in 2023, and
3106 crimes were registered in 2024.

Even in the period of 6 months of 2025, 1873 criminal proceedings
were registered, where suspects were found in 1111 criminal proceedings.

However, even in the period of 7 months of 2025, 2079 criminal
proceedings were registered, where suspects were found in 1193 criminal
proceedings. That means that in the period of 7 months of 2025, 67% of
crimes of illegal trafficking of individuals across the state border were
committed, as compared with the whole year of 2024.

In order to provide answers that reflect the real situation in the field
of protection of the state border of Ukraine — both before the full-scale
war and during the War — it is necessary to consider the crime statistics
under Article 419 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (Violation of the rules
of border service).

Between January 1, 2013, and June 30, 2025, 169 criminal
proceedings were initiated under Article 419 of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine. However, only 11 criminal proceedings resulted in charges
being brought. In other words, only 6.5% of criminal proceedings under
this article had any prospect of reaching court.

At the same time, it is necessary to analyse another indicator of
the structure of crime, which also concerns the state border of Ukraine,
namely the illegal transportation of persons across the state border of
Ukraine (Article 332 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine).

Between January 1, 2013, and June 30, 2025, 10597 criminal
proceedings were initiated under this article. In 6140 criminal proceedings,
individuals were notified of suspicion, which is 58%.

It is worth comparing these two indicators.

It is obvious that 169 criminal proceedings under Article 419 of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine and 10595 criminal proceedings under Article
332 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine constitute a more than significant
difference, indicating a clear disproportion in the punitive approach to
border guards and ordinary citizens, who are the main targets of criminal
repression in terms of violations of the rules for crossing the state border
of Ukraine.

Furthermore, it can be presumed that over the past ten years, the
state has created at informal system of indulgences for its agents for
violations of the rules by these agents.

At the same time, this cannot be said about ordinary citizens.
Moreover, it should be emphasised that Article 332 of the Criminal Code
of Ukraine (I/llegal transportation of persons across the state border
of Ukraine) has a relatively low level of latency. Usually, persons are
brought to justice based on the detected fact of illegal border crossing.
Therefore, the fact that only 58% of criminal proceedings under Article
332 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine result in a notification of suspicion
indicates the presence of a significant corruption component in the
activities of border guards, who are the main providers of evidence for
the police investigators in corresponding criminal proceedings.

It should be added that, according to statistics from the Supreme
Court, in 2023, only 191 persons were convicted under Article 332 of
the Criminal Code of Ukraine, although 2301 criminal proceedings were
opened in 2023. In 2024, 247 persons were convicted, although 3106
criminal proceedings were initiated in 2023.

At the same time, in 2023, Ukrainian courts applied special
confiscation in only 10 criminal cases, and in 2024, in only 9 criminal
cases, which also adds to the overall picture of a systemic crisis in the
protection of Ukraine’s state border.
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CRIMES AGAINST JUSTICE™

During the War, crimes against justice have mostly gone into the
shadows in Ukraine.

Police statistics demonstrate a rapid decrease in crimes against
justice (more than two times as compared with 2021) although we tend
to analyse such a decrease in the light of factual sabotage of the LEA in
registering such crimes: 7198 crimes in 2021, 3663 crimes in 2022, 5308
crimes in 2023, and 7369 crimes in 2024 (Figure 105).

This means that in the first six months 0f 2025 alone, crimes against

justice were committed in Ukraine in a number representing 82% of the
total number of similar crimes committed in the whole of 2024.

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At the same time, the ratio between the number of crimes against
justice and the number of suspects in related criminal proceedings
decreased (Figure 106).

Intentional Non-Execution
of the Court Decisions

Non-execution of court decisions remains a chronic problem of the
Ukrainian justice system, which was repeatedly noted by the Council of
Europe and the ECtHR.

If 2021 was an exception, then during the entire period of 2013-
2024, the number of criminal proceedings opened under Article 382 of
the Criminal Code, fluctuated at approximately the same level, heaving
reached the highest position in 2019 (4212 registered crimes against
justice), after which the number of registered crimes against justice of
the mentioned type started to consistently decrease.

In 2023, the police registered 2065 crimes.

In 2024, the police registered even more crimes (3537 criminal
proceedings).
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However, even the first 6 months of 2025 demonstrated even more
crimes of intentional non-execution of the court decisions (3703 criminal
proceedings, where notes of suspecting were given in 2302 criminal
proceedings).

Moreover, the first 7 months of 2025 demonstrated even more
crimes of intentional non-execution of the court decisions (4221 criminal
proceedings, where notes of suspecting were given in 2610 criminal
proceedings).

Such trends, which are not immediately apparent in the overall
picture of crime in Ukraine, nevertheless indicate dangerous crisis
phenomena in the country, where war, in addition to its direct impact
on people, property, and infrastructure, also has an additional profound
erosive effect on the justice system, which, again, significantly
undermines statehood.

On the other hand, applying the classic approach that crime within
certain limits (both upper and lower) is a normal social phenomenon, one
can conclude about the extent to which the 2022 Russian aggression has
hit the justice system in Ukraine, significantly destroying what had been
worked on for years both Presidents of Ukraine, legislators, executive
power, international and national experts, international and national
NGOs (Figure 107).

However, the number of crimes registered in 2022 indicates the
objective and obvious priorities of wartime society, and here we have a
dualistic trend.

On the one hand, we have a record low number of registered crimes
under Article 382 of the Criminal Code, where such a few registered
crimes do not at all indicate an improvement in the situation in the field
of execution of court decisions.

On the other hand, we have an interesting situation.

Thus, since 2017, there has been a consistent trend of decreasing
the ratio between the number of registered crimes and the number
of criminal proceedings with concrete suspects. That is, there were
reasonable suspicions, and we assume that there were grounds for them.
That is, the criminal justice system began functioning better.

Since 2022, there has been a sharp upward jump in this indicator,
which reflects how deeply destabilized the Ukrainian justice system has
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become due to the escalation of the Russian armed aggression against
Ukraine (Figure 108).

Registering crimes under Article 382 of the Criminal Code has
become much easier, and even in already registered criminal proceedings,
as police statistics prove, there are no prospects. Crimes under Article
382 of the Criminal Code have become much more latent.

Independence of judges of any democratic state is one of the
pillars of the sustainable development and protection of human rights.
Interference in the work of the judiciary is defined as a crime in the
Article 376 of the Criminal Code.

Pursuant to the first paragraph of the Article 376, interference in
any form with the activities of a judge with the aim of obstructing the
performance of his/her official duties or obtaining an unjust decision
shall be punishable by a fine of one thousand to four thousand tax-
free minimum incomes, or correctional labour for up to two years, or
probationary supervision for up to three years.

Pursuant to the second paragraph of the Article 376, the same
actions, if they prevented the prevention of a criminal offence or detention
of the person who committed it, or were committed by a person using
his/her official position shall be punishable by deprivation of the right to
occupy certain positions or engage in certain activities for a term of up to
five years, or probationary supervision for a term of up to five years, or
imprisonment for a term of up to three years.

In the light of the numerous complaints of Ukrainian judges on
interference in their independence, it is very surprising that in 2019 there
were 168 crimes registered with zero criminal proceedings with the
concrete suspects.

In 2020, there were only 143 crimes with 2 suspects.

In 2021, there were only 122 crimes with no suspects.

In 2022, there were only 64 crimes with 2 suspects.

In 2023, there were only 102 crimes with no suspects.

In 2024, there were only 98 crimes with 0 suspects.

In the period of 6 months of 2026, there were only 66 crimes with
0 suspects.

Finally, in the period of 7 months of 2026, there were only
81 crimes with 0 suspects.
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To sum up, for the last six years, 697 actions were declared as
crimes of interference in the work of the judiciary. However, only 6
criminal proceedings of the last four years had concrete suspects.

The answer could lie in two areas. First, it can be concerned with
the absence of the proper investigations by the corresponding LEAs.
Second, it could be concerned with the false evaluation of the conflict
situations by the judges who, as usual, initiate such criminal proceedings.

These crimes are not latent as compared to other crimes. Therefore,
the key may lie in proper evaluation of situations by judges to avoid
stigmatising with the label of ‘crime’ the actions which could be of a
conflict nature during the court proceeding or concerned with sometimes
emotional expression of thoughts by parties during the trial.

This means that in the first six months of 2025 alone, crimes of
interference in the work of the judiciary were committed in Ukraine
in a number representing 67% of the total number of similar crimes
committed in 2024.

This also means that in the first seven months of 2025 alone,
crimes of interference in the work of the judiciary were committed in
Ukraine in a number representing 83% of the total number of similar
crimes committed in 2024.
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CRIMES AGAINST PUBLIC SERVICES*>

Here, we provide an analysis of the police statistics related to
Section XVII of the Criminal Code (‘Criminal offences in the area
of official and professional activity related to the provision of public
services’), which are following:

— abuse of authority or office (Article 364);

— abuse of power by an official of a legal entity of private law,
regardless of the organizational and legal form (Article 364-1);

— excess of authority or official powers by a law enforcement
officer (Article 365);

— abuse of power by persons providing public services
(Article 365-2);

— forgery in office (Article 366), neglect of official duty
(Article 367);

— accepting an offer, promise or receiving an improper advantage
by an official (Article 368);

— unlawful enrichment (Article 368-2);

— bribery of an official of a legal entity of private law, regardless of
the organizational and legal form (Article 368-3);

— abuse of influence (Article 369-2);

— provocation of bribery (Article 370);

— others.

Assignificant decrease in crimes against public services points to the
fact that most of such crimes have gone into the shadows (Figure 110).

The police statistics is the following:

— 18330 crimes were registered in 2021 (5874 criminal proceedings
with suspects);

— 11617 crimes were registered in 2022 (4355 criminal proceedings
with suspects);

— 14820 crimes were registered in 2023 (6048 criminal proceedings
with suspects);

— 16820 crimes were registered in 2024 (7682 criminal proceedings
with suspects);

— 10433 crimes were registered in first six months of 2024 (5205
criminal proceedings with suspects);

Crimes against public services are very latent ones by nature but the
2022 Russian armed invasion made them /ess latent, which is surprising
(Figure 111).

In2022, crimes of receiving a bribe have also gone into the shadows:
1566 registered crimes in 2021, and 988 registered crimes (Figure 112).

Acrime of briberyreflects adualistic trend —a decrease inregistered
‘white-collar’ crimes and an increase in the ratio between registered
crimes and the suspects in related criminal proceedings (Figure 113).
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CORPORATE RAIDING'

In the general structure of criminality in Ukraine, a special place is
occupied with crimes concerned with corporate raiding.

Here, we focus attention on two articles of the Criminal Code:
obstruction of legitimate economic activity (Article 206) and illegal
seizure of property of an enterprise, institution, or organisation
(Article 206-2).

Firstly, it should be stressed that the mentioned articles are not
concerned only with activities of big corporations. Moreover, as practice
shows, they are used for the aims of prevention of illegal ‘conquests’ of
small legal entities.

Secondly, it should be stressed that Ukraine is a big agricultural
country, which supplies food to many states of the European Union.
Ukraine is one of the three largest exporters of agricultural products to
the EU (the USA and Brazil occupy the first places). According to the
European Commission’s statistics, Ukraine has supplied production to
the EU by 7 billion euros.

Therefore, the EU is interested in a transparent and stable
agricultural market in Ukraine, which is important from the point of
view of safety of products and minimizing money-laundering in the
agricultural sector. At the same time, one of the most dangerous problems
both for Ukrainian justice and the agricultural market is the problem of
corporate raiding.

Of course, this is an issue mostly of peacetime, but at the same time,
the War also exacerbates this issue as much as possible. If, in peacetime,
national and local quasi-elites were highly interested in the existence of
the permanent phenomenon of corporate raiding in Ukraine, then during
the 2022 Russian armed aggression this phenomenon hid even more in
the twilight.

Every year the spring-summer-autumn news from Ukraine
demonstrated numerous examples of corporate raiding of lands, fields,
enterprises, utility premises, agricultural machinery, plants, factories
etc., which is often ‘supported’ by violent actions and the use of firearms.

But what about police statistics?

Unfortunately, police statistics say nothing about corporate raiding
in Ukraine. As a result, it seems that there is no corporate raiding in
Ukraine.

Instead of corporate raiding, there is only a Soviet-style shaped
‘unauthorised action’ (Article 356 of the Criminal Code) which
provides punishment for ‘unauthorised action, that is doing anything
contrary to the rules established by law, where the lawfulness of such
acts is challenged by an individual citizen, an enterprise, institution or
organisation, and where such acts caused any substantial damage to the
interests of a citizen, state and public interests, or interests of the owner’.

Let us analyse an issue of the corporate raiding in Ukraine in the
light of the police statistics.

Police statistics for the last 10 years indicate that, on average, for
the period 2013-2021, notes of suspicion were handed in almost 40% of
all criminal proceedings open in Ukraine.

The same indicator for 2022 is 36,5%.

At the same time, the same indicator under Article 206 of the
Criminal Code for the period of 2013-2021 is 3,64%. The same indicator
for 2022 is 3,57%.

A similar indicator under Article 206-2 of the Criminal Code for
the period 2014 — 2021 is 10,04% and 6,66% for the period of twelve
months of 2022.

Having analysed the percentage of criminal proceedings under
Articles 206 and 206-2 of the Criminal Code (in light of the total
number of criminal proceedings), we receive disappointing conclusions,
especially considering that, firstly, these crimes are not latent (because of
the activities of the victims), and, secondly, the police investigators and
prosecutors ‘drive’ the most crimes of corporate raiding under simple
‘unauthorised action’.

Here, we have another clear example that the presence in the
Criminal Code related prohibitions does not guarantee that quasi-elites
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will be interested in restricting themselves in the use of such an illegal
source of income.

As a conclusion to this part of our criminological analysis, we
should point out that the problem of corporate raiding is a ‘face’ of
a broader problem of corruption in the field of justice and the LEA
activities (Figure 114, Figure 115).

Here, we would like to take a look at the percentage of criminal
proceedings with suspects.

Corporate raiding is a crime where a victim clearly defines a
perpetrator. Therefore, such crimes cannot be defined as latent ones.

Criminal proceedings with suspects occupied 39,8% in 2023 and
39,5% in 2024 in general number of all criminal proceedings registered.
However, criminal proceedings with suspects in crimes of obstruction

of legitimate economic activity occupied only 3,2% and 3,5% in general
number of all criminal proceedings registered pursuant to Article 206
of the Criminal Code. Accordingly, criminal proceedings with suspects
in crimes of illegal seizure of property of an enterprise, institution, or
organisation occupied only 25% and 7,1% in general number of all
criminal proceedings registered pursuant to Article 206 of the Criminal
Code. The answer lies in systematic failures in investigation of such
crimes because of the corruption in the LEA.
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HOOLIGANISM™

No less interesting for the aims of the analysis of the criminological
situation in Ukraine is the crime of hooliganism (according to Article
296 of the Criminal Code — ‘a serious disturbance of public order based
on motives of explicit disrespect to community in a most outrageous
or exceptionally cynical manner’) which can be used as an example
of impacts of harsh wartime restrictions with curfews, military and the
police patrols as well as roadblocks on normal social life.

Generally concluding, criminal acts of hooliganism have had
a permanent trend to decrease for the last ten years when the 2021
restrictions resulting from the COVID pandemic should also be noted.

In 2022, a particular decrease of acts of hooliganism should be
considered because of the next Russian military invasion. If, in 2021,
acts of hooliganism were widely prevented by closing public spaces
(shopping centres, cinemas, public transport etc.), the COVID pandemic
was almost ‘forgotten’ by the general population at the end of February
2022. Accordingly, the end of February 2022 has led to harsher physical
restrictions on possible actions aimed at violation of public order
(Figure 116).

In general, 1939 crimes of hooliganism were registered in 2021,
1133 crimes in 2022, 1322 in 2023, and 1434 crimes in 2024.

On the other hand, the number of acts of hooliganism almost
disappeared from social life in February-March 2022, has appeared
again in April 2022 with a trend to further increase.

Correspondingly, such a trend should be considered an indicator of
a partial stabilization of social life in Ukraine, mostly in areas far from
the front line.

Certainly, the last two months of 2022 will prove (or not) such a
hypothesis. At least data for 2022 has given reasonable grounds to shape
it in the above form.

On the other hand, one more conclusion could be drawn from
the above situation described. Yes, the number of acts of hooliganism
dropped to a particular extent due to the harshest social control measures
in Ukrainian history. For example, comparative analysis of crimes of
hooliganism for ten months of 2021 and 2022 shows that the number of
detected acts of hooliganism decreased.

Nevertheless, the drop was not too insignificant to make a statement
that the harshest police restrictions have resulted in decreasing such
acts to a minimum level that could be expected from a point of view of
proponents of harsher police control over society.
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SMUGGLING™®

Smuggling from Ukraine to the rest of Europe has been an
obvious problem for the stability of public order in the EU for a long
time. Therefore, crimes of smuggling are no fewer interesting cases
for researching the impact of the War because they reflect the state
of protection of the borders of Ukraine, which, in its turn, reflects the
general potential of the State to keep its territory safe.

The Ukrainian police statistics show that the crime of smuggling
had occupied a permanent segment in the general structure of the
Ukrainian police until 2022.

In the period of 2016-2021, there has been an increase in detected
crimes of smuggling with its highest point of 135 crimes in 2021
(Figure 117).

In 2021, 151 criminal proceedings were registered. However, 71
criminal proceedings were registered in 2023, 125 proceedings were
registered in 2023, and 151 proceedings registered in 2024.

Here, it should be noted that in 2018, the Criminal Code was
supplemented with Article 201-1 according to the Law ‘On the
introduction of amendments to some legislative acts of Ukraine regarding
the preservation of Ukrainian forests and the prevention of the illegal
export of unprocessed timber” which has stated a criminal liability for
smuggling of timber. Therefore, in this paper, data for 2020-2024 also
reflect the numbers of both crimes of smuggling — the ‘classical’ one and
the smuggling of timber.

Additionally, we would like to make a conclusion that seems to be
of great importance in the context of analysis of smuggling in a broader
context of Ukrainian criminality.

For the period 0of 2013-2021, the average ratio between all detected
crimes of smuggling (including so-called ‘factual cases”) and criminal
proceedings with concrete suspects was 2,25.

In 2022, the same indicator increased to 3,74 (that is 1,7 times
higher).

Considering the fact that crimes of smuggling are often concerned
with concrete persons who are crossing the border with smuggled
goods, such a state of things poses reasonable questions concerning the
effectiveness of the LEA.

Moreover, in the wartime period when all law-enforcement bodies
operate in a state of a heightened alertness, such a gap between the
mentioned indicators seems to be of an artificial nature (Figure 118).

Here, we would also like to analyse crimes of smuggling of drugs.

Drug-related offences have already been analysed in a separate
chapter of this paper. Nevertheless, here, a focus is made not on drugs
but mostly on smuggling. Therefore, both crimes — smuggling and
smuggling of drugs — are discussed together in a broader context of
immovability of the state borders of Ukraine in the wartime period.

The first conclusion that could be drawn from statistics is that
the number of detected crimes of smuggling of drugs decreased (183
criminal proceedings in 2021, 115 proceedings in 2022, 145 proceedings
in 2023, 201 proceedings in 2024) (Figure 119, Figure 120).

In the first 6 months of the 2025, 112 crimes of a such type were
registered (62 criminal proceedings with concrete suspects) what is 56%
from the total number of crimes registered in 2024.

As in the previous example with smuggling, in the period of 2013-
2021, the average ratio between detected crimes (so called ‘factual’) and
criminal proceedings with concrete suspects was 1,55. In 2022-2024, the
same indicator increased to 1,9 (Figure 121).

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HUMAN TRAFFICKING
AND SATELLITE CRIMES**

About 14 million people, or 35% of the population, have been
forced to flee their homes in Ukraine. Displacement can increase the
vulnerability of people to trafficking in persons. In Ukraine, some criminal
groups have exploited these populations to take advantage of welfare
subsidies intended for internally displaced persons (IDPs) and refugees.
Some other displaced populations in Ukraine are lured into shelters or
accommodations disguised as humanitarian assistance providers, where
they are then subjected to forced labour'’.

According to general stereotypes, which are not far from reality,
Ukraine has traditionally been used as a transit country for the aims of
human trafficking. Initsrecent judgment of 16 February 2021 in V.C.L. and
A.N. v. the United Kingdom (applications nos. 77587/12 and 74603/12),
the European Court of Human Rights pointed at the similarities in the
route to the United Kingdom taken by the victims of human trafficking
where Ukraine was defined as a transit country to Poland, the Czech
Republic, Germany and France.

What is stressed in declarations of many political leaders from the
EU, Ukraine and other Europeans states that the 2022 Russian invasion
of Ukraine has handed the future of many Ukrainian women and children
over to criminal elements because of the chaos in Ukraine that took place
in the first period of the 2022 War.

The author’s personal sources prove that some humanistic initiatives
of several NGOs and individuals on bringing Ukrainian refugees to new
homes or at least safe places in the states of the EU were halted because

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new ‘opportunities’ of sheltering were proposed by persons who can be
arguably suspected in human trafficking and forced labour.

On the other hand, in academic sources, the authors rightly assert
that shaped in mass-media imagination about ‘an innocent victim’ of
human trafficking, in fact, does not meet the reality'®s.

Accordingly, the 2022 Russian invasion of Ukraine has moved
the concept of ‘innocent victim’ of human trafficking more far from the
reality.

It is generally accepted that human trafficking is mostly a well-
organized criminal activity which demands different forms of criminal
‘cooperation’ among perpetrators in different border states. At the same
time, with the beginning of the 2022 War, trying to control the wave of
refugees, the Ukrainian Government severely restricted border crossing
for males while males were mostly involved in this criminal activity.

On the other hand, a new slave market was opened in the occupied
Eastern and Southern regions of Ukraine, obviously under informal
authorization and control of the Russian regime. There is mass evidence
of arbitrary arrests of not only military men but also civilians, with further
putting them into a state of forced military service. Moreover, there were
further informal demands of a large sum of money for each person (up
to 30 thousand USD) with corresponding formal letters from Russian
officials that ‘N. resisted the Special Military Operation conducted by
the Military Forces of the Russian Federation in Ukraine. Therefore, N.
will be deprived of freedom for an unpredictable period until the Special
Military Operation ends’.

As far as Ukraine is concerned, police statistics show that a period
of 2013 — 2016 was stable in the aspect of numbers of registered crimes
of human trafficking as well as of numbers of suspects in related criminal
proceedings.

In 2017, there was a rapid increase in human trafficking crimes,
which slowly ended in 2021. The Ukrainian police statistics say, even in
2022, 2023 and 2024, the average number of crimes was almost the same
as it was in 2013 —2016.

However, one can conclude that the War impacted the crime rates
significantly (232 crimes in 2021, 133 crimes in 2022, 147 crimes in

concerning a factual increase in THB cases considering the fact that
6,5 million Ukrainians left the country and ‘created’ new ‘opportunities’
for human traffickers.

The wartime period has given evidence that the War in Ukraine
is a key driver of human trafficking. While the real number of human
trafficking cases is often not known for a long time after the conflict,
as victims may not recognize they are being exploited and take time
to come forward — it is clear that the conflict in Ukraine has increased
trafficking in the region'®.

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The conflict has generated opportunities for traffickers and human
smugglers (especially for undocumented migrants, given that Ukrainians
can benefit from a visa-free regime for entering the EU), ranging from
providing illicit services to forging documents and smuggling men of
military age across the Ukrainian border (these men are banned from
leaving Ukraine by the law) to abusing the vulnerable status of refugees
in host countries. Of the millions who fled Ukraine, 90% are women or
children — the primary and most vulnerable targets for trafficking'™.

What is really remarkable is the number of THB crimes registered
in 6 months of 2025, which appeared much bigger than for the whole
period of 2024. In 2024, 105 criminal proceedings in human trafficking
were registered in Ukraine, with 62 criminal proceedings with concrete
suspects.

However, in the first six months of 2025, 114 criminal proceedings
in human trafficking were registered in Ukraine, with 66 criminal
proceedings with concrete suspects.

It means that the number of THB crimes registered in six months
of 2025 constitutes 109% as compared with the same number for 2024.

In the first seven months 0£2025, 131 criminal proceedings in human
trafficking were registered in Ukraine, with 79 criminal proceedings with
concrete suspects. It means that the number of THB crimes registered
in seven months of 2025 constitutes 125% as compared with the same
number for 2024.

In the first eight months 0£ 2025, 134 criminal proceedings in human
trafficking were registered in Ukraine, with 82 criminal proceedings with
concrete suspects. It means that the number of THB crimes registered
in eight months of 2025 constitutes 128% as compared with the same
number for 2024.

However, it is difficult to say how human trafficking was affected
by the 2022 Russian invasion. On one hand, the number of registered
THB crimes decreased to zero immediately after the Russian military
forces crossed the Ukrainian border. On the other hand, serious concerns
arise around the fact that THB cases continue to be registered in the light
of closed borders, police checks, curfews and hundreds of military and
police roadblocks.

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At the same time, it should be pointed that 133 THB crimes in
2022, 147 THB crimes in 2023, 105 THB crimes in 2024 and even
114 crimes in 6 months of 2025 are more than insufficient considering
6,5 million Ukrainian refugees, which could lead to the conclusion that
something is obviously wrong with the police intelligence in the sphere
of THB prevention as well as with intelligence of the Ukrainian border
service. It could be said that THB crimes are more latent ones than the
LEA officials declare.

The factor of corruption should also be considered — both in the
police and border service. There were many reports in numerous mass
media that a ‘price’ for illegally crossing the Ukrainian border varies
from 2000 to 5000 USD.

The situation with ‘satellite crimes’ is different.

Firstly, let us demonstrate the official statistics of a crime of
creating or running brothels and procuring.

The period of 2013-2021 could be described as a permanent
decrease in the mentioned crimes where the War ‘cut’ corresponding
crime trends. Even considering an increase in this type of crime in
2023 (129 registered crimes), the next year has indicated a decrease
(79 crimes) (Figure 123).

Comparative analysis of the police statistics proves the trend of
decreasing numbers of crimes of running brothels, which are traditionally
considered as ‘shadow crimes’ or ‘satellite crimes’ in relation to THB
crimes.

The same could also be said about a crime of pimping or engaging
the person in prostitution. Even considering an increase in this type of
crime in 2023 (348 registered crimes), the next year has indicated a
decrease (244 crimes) (Figure 124).

However, in the first 6 months of 2025, 125 criminal proceeding
on crimes of pimping or engaging person in prostitution were opened,
with 77 criminal proceedings with suspects. This means that in the first
6 months of 2025, criminal proceedings were opened for these crimes,
which is 52% of the total number of criminal proceedings opened in 2024

Moreover, in the first 7 months of 2025, 141 criminal proceeding
on crimes of pimping or engaging person in prostitution were opened,
with 83 criminal proceedings with suspects. This means that in the first
6 months of 2025, criminal proceedings were opened for these crimes,
which is 58% of the total number of criminal proceedings opened in
2024.

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The War cut the official rates of crime of engaging minors in
criminal activity (Article 304 of the Criminal Code) (122 crimes in 2021,
79 crimes in 2022, 73 crimes in 2023, 91 crimes in 2024) (Figure 125).

At the same time, it is hard to say that the War cut the official rates
of crime of use of a minor for begging (Article 150-1 of the Criminal
Code) (zero crimes in 2021, 1 crime in 2022, 1 crime in 2023, zero
crimes in 2024).

Crime trends in Ukraine for the last ten years are a good example to
prove the common social nature of THB crimes and ‘satellite (‘shadow’)
crimes’ discussed above. The common feature of all the mentioned
crime trends is the fact that they are changing almost the same way
(Figure 128, Figure 129).

Analysing the problem of human trafficking, we guess it is
necessary to have one more look at the problem but from another
perspective. As we mentioned earlier, during the War, the number of
crimes of illegal trafficking of persons across the state border of Ukraine
increased drastically.

At the same time, the number of THB crimes decreased. Moreover,
the number of such crimes was not very impressive in the light of the
official police statistics.

However, both mentioned types of crimes are strictly concerned
with the state border. In the first case, trafficking of persons across the
state border is a compulsory element of crime. In the second case, most
persons in Ukraine are trafficked through the state border.

So, all perpetrators aim at the easiest points on the border to cross.
They are looking for the most appropriate ‘assistants’ for their criminal
activity, including corrupted officers from the Army and the State Border
Guards Service. Demand generates supply: they do find such corrupted
officers.
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Therefore, the question arises: why are the numbers of illegal
trafficking of persons across the state border so large as compared with
the THB crimes?

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One can argue that it is much easier to transport the unpretentious
males who wish to be trafficked and who are not victims, as compared with
mostly female victims of human trafficking. Such an argument should be
considered with no doubt. However, it does not explain the difference
in numbers in the mentioned above two types of crimes. Probably, the
answer lies around corruption on the border and minimisation of the risks
of perpetrators being arrested. The answer could also be concerned with
the more latent nature of THB crimes during the War. In any case, if you
can create a channel for transportation of males-perpetrators, you can use
the same channel for trafficking of female victims of human trafficking.
Moreover, the police statistics indicate that last year, more perpetrators
avoided charges for illegal trafficking of males across the border.

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ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT
OF THE WAR™

The Russian invasion of Ukraine has caused prolonged, potentially
serious and long-term environmental damage that can reasonably be
classified as ecocide.

Hundreds of thousands of explosions have caused and continue to
cause toxic damage and physical destruction. Each explosion releases
particles of toxic substances such as lead, mercury and depleted uranium
into the environment. When ingested, explosive substances cause
numerous chronic diseases.

Combat operations in industrialised areas can lead to technological
disasters, such as waste and fuel spills, which poison large areas not only
in Ukraine but also in other European countries and Russia.

Destroyed buildings can release carcinogenic dust that remains
dangerous for decades. Heavy metals and chemicals can seep into
groundwater and poison water sources, killing life in rivers and reservoirs.
The destruction of civilian infrastructure has already left more than four
million people without access to clean drinking water. Soil in some areas
of military conflict is no longer suitable for agriculture, as plants absorb
and accumulate pollutants.

War also increases the risk of nuclear accidents. Power shortages
at nuclear power plants and fighting near stations could lead to disasters
similar to Chernobyl and Fukushima. Military CO2 emissions reach
hundreds of millions of tonnes and undermine the Paris Agreement.

More than 12000 square kilometres (4600 square miles) of
Ukraine’s nature reserves have been turned into a war zone. Populations
of rare endemic and migratory species have already suffered heavy
losses, and birds have been forced to abandon their nests and change their
usual migration routes. The results of many years of nature conservation
projects have been destroyed.

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It is impossible to assess the total environmental damage caused by
the war until it ends. According to preliminary data, it will take at least
15 years for Ukraine’s nature to recover.

Destroyed cities pose a huge environmental threat, as unexploded
bombs are buried under the rubble, destroyed buildings emit carcinogenic
dust (sometimes for decades), and millions of tonnes of debris are almost
impossible to recycle. Asbestos can be released into the air from under the
rubble. Forced mass displacement of people overloads the infrastructure
of host regions. Waste accumulates in refugee camps, and there are
almost no recycling facilities.

In 2014, it cost approximately 2,5 Euro to lay a mine in Ukraine
and over 900 Euro to clear it. Numerous studies are needed to fully assess
the environmental damage caused by the Russian invasion, although this
is impossible until the hostilities cease. As of June 2022, the Ukrainian
Ministry of Environmental Protection estimates the damage at 6.6 billion
Euro.

After the first two weeks of fighting, air monitoring in Kyiv showed
pollutant concentrations 27 times higher than normal. Explosions,
destroyed armoured vehicles and transport, burning and spilled fuel
pollute the air, water and soil. Each bomb explosion releases particles
of heavy metals, formaldehyde, nitrogen oxide, hydrogen cyanide and
toxic organic compounds. These pollutants are spread by wind and
groundwater, so the dangerous environmental impact of the war will
directly affect Russia and Europe. Explosive substances release chemical
compounds that oxidise in the air and can cause acid rain. They can ‘burn’
vegetation and the respiratory organs of mammals (including humans).

About 95-97% of ammunition consists of lead components.
The rest is made of materials such as zinc, nickel, barium, manganese,
copper and antimony, and sometimes depleted uranium. Lead is highly
toxic and easily absorbed; it enters the human body not only through
breathing, eating and drinking, but also through the skin and hair.
Prolonged exposure to lead leads to kidney failure, and even short-term
contact affects the nervous system and causes encephalopathy, as well
as anaemia, loss of coordination and memory. Similar neurotoxic effects
are observed in animals.

Depleted uranium particles are 100 times smaller than white blood
cells and easily penetrate the blood-brain barrier, so they can reach
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the olfactory nerves and directly disrupt cognitive processes. Arsenic
causes inflammation of the cardiovascular, respiratory and digestive
systems. Nickel also damages the immune system. Exposure to high
concentrations of copper, manganese and zinc can have a toxic effect
and cause pneumonia, pulmonary fibrosis and lethargy. Microparticles
from destroyed munitions can enter the water and penetrate the human
and animal body through the food chain.

According to the Pentagon, at least 1200 missiles and bombs had
exploded in Ukraine by July 2022'72,

Eastern Ukraine was a highly industrialised region, home to over
900 facilities and production centres, including coal mines, oil refineries,
chemical laboratories and metallurgical plants. According to estimates
by the Conflict and Environmental Observatory (CEOBS), more than
10 million tonnes (22 billion pounds) of toxic waste and industrial waste
remain in the region. Direct hits and explosions lead to the leakage of
hazardous substances that poison the air, water and soil. Accidents at
high-risk industrial sites can escalate with a domino effect and cause
catastrophic thermal, hydro and chemical releases.

The carbon footprint of this war undermines efforts to reduce CO,
emissions. The first two years of the war have resulted in significant
greenhouse gas emissions and even more may be emitted due to the
need to rebuild destroyed infrastructure. In total, this is estimated to be
175 million tonnes (390 billion pounds) of carbon dioxide equivalent.

Environmental crimes committed by Russian occupiers are
extremely dangerous not only because of the fact that they were
committed or because of the consequences that followed. Such crimes
create grounds for repeat offences, which systematically exacerbate the
damage already caused.

For example, fires regularly break out at the bottom of the
Kakhovka Reservoir, which dried up after the Russians blew up the
hydroelectric power plant in 2023. The fires destroy the potential basis
for the restoration of the local ecosystem. Experts say that the terrorist
attack on the Kakhovka hydroelectric power plant led to the loss of

water in the reservoir and disrupted the natural balance. As a result, fires
regularly occur in the dried-up areas'”.

The graph below, based on police statistics, shows a gradual
increase in environmental crimes in Ukraine since 2015. Environmental
crime peaked in 2020, with a very slight decrease in 2021.

The start of the war slightly reduced the number of environmental
crimes (54 environmental crimes in 2021, 4018 environmental crimes in
2022), but not as significantly as might have been expected after the start
of the Russian invasion.

Moreover, in 2023, 4741 environmental crimes were recorded, and
in 2024, 4153 environmental crimes were recorded.

However, in just six months of 2025, 2787 environmental crimes
were recorded, which is 67% of the number of similar crimes recorded
in the whole of 2024.

On the other hand, the wartime showed a small but steady drop in
the ratio between the total number of criminal cases for environmental

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crimes and the number of criminal cases where suspects were notified
on suspicion. The worst indicators for these parameters were observed
in 2016 and 2019, so the war itself probably did not particularly affect
the quality of investigations into these crimes (5,25 in 2019; 4,8 in 2020;
3,97 in 2021; 3,38 in 2022; 3,24 in 2023; 2,96 in 2024; 2,86 — for 6
months of 2025).

Moreover, if we take such crimes as illegal logging or illegal
transportation, storage, and sale of timber for analysis, the picture
becomes even more acute and relevant.

In 2021, the largest number of crimes under this article was
registered (2862 crimes).

After a slight decrease in the number of crimes registered in this
category in 2022 (2454 crimes), the number of crimes registered jumped
again the following year, reaching 2687 crimes.

However, in just six months of 2025, 1517 crimes in this category
were registered, which also accounts for 66% of the total for the whole
of 2024.
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In addition to environmental crimes committed by Ukrainian
citizens, attention should be paid to the crime of ecocide (Article 441 of
the Criminal Code of Ukraine), for which liability is provided for in the
relevant section (Criminal offences against peace, security of humanity,
and international legal order).

The crime of ecocide itself appeared in Ukrainian criminal statistics
in 2016, when Russia occupied the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and
parts of the Donetsk and Luhansk regions.

In 2013, 2014, and 2015, no crimes of ecocide were recorded at all,
at least according to the statistics provided by the Office of the Prosecutor
General.

In 2016, one crime of ecocide was recorded for the first time.

Subsequently, the following number of ecocide crimes were
registered: 3 crimes in 2017, 2 crimes in 2018, 8 crimes in 2019, 6 crimes
in 2020, 2 crimes in 2021, 15 crimes in 2022, 7 crimes in 2023, and
1 crime in 2024.

No crimes of ecocide were registered in the first six months of
2025.

Thus, between 1 January 2013 and 30 June 2025, 45 crimes of
ecocide were registered in Ukraine, 51% of which were registered during
Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine.

Unfortunately, however, no one has been charged, and therefore no
Ukrainian court has handed down a verdict under this article.

The crime of polluting or damaging land (Article 239 of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine) is also an interesting example for studying
the impact of war on the structure of crime in Ukraine.

During the period 2013-2022, the number of registered crimes in
this category ranged from 75 to 194 each year (an average of 106 crimes
per year). However, in 2021, there was a sharp increase in crimes in this
category, reaching 373 crimes.

The start of the war made a large number of crimes in this category
latent, with only 149 crimes registered in 2022.

The following years again showed a significant increase in cases
of land pollution or damage (288 crimes in 2022, 285 crimes in 2024).

Moreover, in just six months of 2025, 200 crimes of this category
were registered, accounting for 70% of the total number of crimes of this
category registered in 2024.
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Moreover, in just seven months 0f 2025, 233 crimes of this category
were registered, accounting for 82% of the total number of crimes of this
category registered in 2024.

It is presumed that all of these crimes were committed by
individuals in the territory controlled by the Government and, more
importantly, relatively far from the front line. Otherwise, the Ukrainian
authorities would have classified such cases as ‘ecocide’ (Article 441
of the Criminal Code of Ukraine). This, in turn, indicates that from the
very beginning, the war stopped the wave of crimes in this category and
forced the perpetrators to hide in the shadows. However, this segment of
crime quickly adapted to the conditions of war, taking advantage of the
weakness of the state apparatus at the local level and other priorities of
the state related to direct threats from Russia.

However, given that the crime of ecocide has extremely serious
consequences, it cannot be ruled out that some of the crimes provided for
in Article 239 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine were the result of actions
by Russian aggressors in the temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine.

—1illegal manufacture, alteration or repair of firearms or falsification,
illegal removal or alteration of their markings, or illegal manufacture of
ammunition, explosives or explosive devices (Article 263-1);

— negligent storage of firearms or ammunition (Article 264);

— illegal handling of radioactive materials (Article 265);

—illegal manufacture of a nuclear explosive device or a device that
disperses radioactive material or emits radiation (Article 265-1);

— threat to steal or use radioactive materials (Article 266);

— violation of the rules for handling explosive, flammable and
corrosive substances or radioactive materials (Article 267);

— violation of radiation safety requirements (Article 267-1);

—illegal importation of waste and secondary raw materials into the
territory of Ukraine (Article 268);

—1llegal transportation of explosive or flammable substances by air
(Article 269);

— violation of fire or industrial safety requirements established by
law (Article 270);

— intentional destruction or damage to residential and communal
facilities (Article 270-1).

Before the full-scale war began, approximately eighty crimes of
creating, leading, or participating in a criminal community or criminal
organisation were registered each year (Article 255 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine).

Thus, in 2017, 88 such crimes were registered, in 2018 — 84
crimes, in 2019 — 68 crimes, and in 2019 — 92 crimes.

However, in 2021, the number of crimes of this type jumped to
173, which was a record high for Ukraine at that time.

The start of the war reduced the number of crimes of this type to
137 in 2022.

However, in 2023, a new record was set, which still stands today,
with 206 crimes of creating, leading, or participating in a criminal
community or criminal organisation being registered.

The statistics for 2024 remained almost unchanged, with
198 crimes of this type registered during the year.

However, in just six months of 2025, 116 crimes of this type were
registered, accounting for 59% of the total number of similar crimes for
the whole of 2024.

After the War started, terrorism received its ‘second life’ in Ukraine,
mostly due to the activities of the Russian special services aimed against
Ukrainian civilians and the agents of the police and the military.

Since the beginning of 2025, law enforcement agencies have
recorded 128 arson attacks on cars belonging to military personnel in
Ukraine. In addition, 44 terrorist attacks were carried out on behalf
of Russian special services during this period. As a rule, the bombers
used homemade explosive devices made from improvised materials
according to instructions from their handlers in the Russian Federation.
The Russians recruit perpetrators through 7elegram channels and other
platforms for job searches, selling used items, dating sites, and social
networks. They even send parcels with explosives disguised as packages

from relatives'”.

In this context, the War in Ukraine detected a new trend in the
sphere of terrorist activities, namely participation of children and young
people in terrorist activities.

In Ukraine, law enforcement agencies are recording an increasing
number of cases where, according to the Security Service of Ukraine,
Russian special services are involving minors in terrorist acts, using them
as ‘couriers’ to deliver explosive devices. Moreover, the perpetrators
deliberately blow-up children while they are carrying out their tasks!’¢.

As part of an increasingly dangerous campaign within Ukraine,
Russian intelligence services are using channels on the social network
Telegram to recruit young Ukrainians — often unemployed teenagers —

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paying them to carry out small tasks that then escalate into acts of
sabotage and even terrorism.

Often, these recruits are unaware that they are carrying explosive
devices connected to mobile phones that can be activated remotely,
turning them into unwitting suicide bombers.

One of the most high-profile cases occurred on 11 March 2025,
when explosions rocked the railway station in Ivano-Frankivsk.
According to the Security Service of Ukraine, a 17-year-old boy who
had been recruited to carry out a terrorist attack in the city was killed.

According to the SBU, the Russian special services blew up two
of their agents who were carrying a homemade explosive device. The
investigation established that the Russian agents were two local minors,
aged 15 and 17, who were recruited by the Russian Federation through
Telegram channels offering ‘easy money’ and involved in criminal
activities. As a result of the incident, the 17-year-old boy died at the
scene, and his 15-year-old friend was hospitalised with serious injuries.

On September 4, 2025, law enforcement officers detained a
young man and woman from the Cherkasy region in Lviv who, on the
instructions of their unknown ‘employer’, planted explosives under
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a car of a Ukrainian military man in a public place. According to the
investigation, the 17-year-old and 16-year-old residents of the Cherkasy
region, looking for ‘easy money’ on Telegram messenger, agreed to
an anonymous offer. On the instructions of the anonymous person, the
boy was to plant a homemade explosive device under a car in a public
place, and the girl was to set up video surveillance. To carry out the
plan, the minors arrived in Lviv, where they settled in a hotel. At the
specified coordinates, the boy found a backpack with explosives and
special equipment in the park. They then went to a parking lot near a
building, where they planted explosives under a car, after which they
were detained by the police!”.

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However, it should be emphasised that it is not only children and
young people who are targeted by the Russian Federation’s special
services. Russian special services are no longer recruiting only young
people. Their new target is the elderly. When communicating with
their victims, supposedly on behalf of the Security Service of Ukraine,
Russian agents send them fake summonses, intimidate them with prison,
and blackmail them. They then force pensioners to transport explosives,
spy on the military, and carry out acts of sabotage. They also convince
them that this is ‘in the interests of Ukraine’.

One example is the case of an elderly woman in Kyiv who brought
1,5 kg of explosives, equivalent to TNT, to a café in the city centre.
Thanks to the professional work of the Security Service of Ukraine, the
terrorist attack did not happen and dozens of people were saved.

There is also the story of an elderly man who became a spotter for
the Russians. One of the targets was only 50 metres from his mother’s
house.

The recruitment of Ukrainian citizens into terrorist activities by
Russian special services is not limited to children, young people, and
the elderly. Very often, drug-addicted Ukrainians who are seeking an
opportunity to earn money become accomplices of Russian intelligence.

For example, in early August 2025, the counterintelligence service
of the Security Service of Ukraine detained a Russian agent who was
preparing an explosion near one of the law enforcement agencies in the
centre of Dnipro.

The suspect was a 29-year-old resident of Vinnytsia with a drug
addiction. She came to the attention of Russian special services when
she was looking for ‘easy money’ on Telegram. After being recruited, she
was sent to Pavlohrad, where she received a homemade explosive device.
Following instructions from her handlers in Russia, the woman moved
to Dnipro, settled in a pre-rented flat, and conducted reconnaissance of
the selected target. She also hid the explosives near the planned site of
the attack and passed the coordinates to her Russian handlers. Security
Service of Ukraine officers arrested the agent as she attempted to flee to
Odesa on a shuttle bus'”.

In 2014, Russia started a new war against Ukraine, which turned
into a full-scale invasion in 2024. This obviously led to the militarisation
of Ukrainian society because of all the weapons from the front lines. It
is reasonable to assume that many veterans kept weapons captured or
found on the battlefield during the period 2013-2022, and that this trend
has likely continued and grown in scale.

Therefore, the decrease in the number of crimes involving illegal
handling of weapons, ammunition or explosives in 2019-2021 may not
reflect the real situation in Ukrainian society regarding the number of
people who have stored and continue to store firearms and explosives.

Even an increase in the number of registered crimes in 2022 may
not reflect the real situation, especially considering that large areas
of Ukraine were under occupation and, once liberated, allowed local
residents to find and store Russian weapons.

Again, the greater mobilisation of Ukrainians creates a reasonable
presumption of even greater saturation of society with weapons, as
indicated by the fact that, even according to official statistics, in the
first six months of 2025, 65% of crimes involving illegal handling of
weapons, combat supplies or explosives out of the total number of crimes
registered in 2024.

Moreover, in the first seven months of 2025, 74% of crimes
involving illegal handling of weapons, combat supplies or explosives
out of the total number of crimes registered in 2024.

Statistical indicators of crimes involving the illegal manufacture,
alteration or repair of fircarms or the falsification, illegal removal or
alteration of their markings, or the illegal manufacture of ammunition,
explosive substances or explosive devices (Article 263-1 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine) fully correspond to the statistics on crimes related to
illegal possession of weapons (Article 263 of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine). It can only be added that in the first six months of 2025, 76%
of crimes related to the illegal manufacture of weapons were registered,
compared to the same indicator for the whole of 2024.

After February 2022, ensuring cybersecurity in Ukraine has become
an even greater priority in Ukraine’s overall national security system.
This priority will be implemented by strengthening the capabilities of
the national cybersecurity system to counter cyber threats in the current
security environment.

Cybercrimes in Ukraine’s current situation is a complex social
phenomenon characterised by a combination of general criminal offences
and politically motivated crimes committed by Russian special services
with the aim of weakening Ukraine’s defence capabilities'’.

Of particular concern in this context are the activities of so-
called ‘hot farms’ or anonymous channels in numerous messengers,
whose creation and operation are controlled and financed by Russian
special services. They are used to spreading disinformation among
the population, undermine trust in public authorities, escalate political
tensions, and complicate the mobilisation and staffing of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine. It is also necessary to point out the systematic cyber
sabotage against critical infrastructure, which is also used by Russia to
weaken Ukraine’s defence capabilities'®!.

It is important to note that the issue of cyberterrorism was put on
the primary agenda of the European Union in direct connection with the
Russian aggression against Ukraine.

In its press release of May 19, 2022, the Council of the European
Union stressed that the cyberattack had taken place one hour before
Russia’s unprovoked and unjustified invasion of Ukraine on 24 February
2022 thus facilitating the armed aggression. This cyberattack had a

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significant impact, causing indiscriminate communication outages and
disruptions across several public authorities, businesses and users in
Ukraine, as well as affecting several EU Member States.

The Council of the European Union underlined that ‘this
unacceptable cyberattack is yet another example of Russia’s continued
pattern of irresponsible behaviour in cyberspace, which also formed
an integral part of its illegal and unjustified invasion of Ukraine. Such
behaviour is contrary to the expectations set by all UN Member States,
including the Russian Federation, of responsible State behaviour and the
intentions of States in cyberspace’!'®?.

The Council of the European Union stressed that ‘cyberattacks
targeting Ukraine, including against critical infrastructure, could spill
over into other countries and cause systemic effects putting the security
of Europe’s citizens at risk’!®,

Focusing on cybercrimes in Ukraine, we should note that we use
the term ‘cybercrime’, although the full title of the relevant Section of
the Criminal Code of Ukraine is ‘criminal offences in the field of the use
of electronic computers, systems and networks, computer networks and
electronic communication networks’.

The first thing to note in this section of the monograph is that,
unfortunately, the analysis of police statistics does not allow us to
distinguish between cybercrimes committed by Ukrainian citizens or
other individuals in the course of traditional criminal activity (mainly
for gain) and politically motivated crimes committed by Russian special

services or their agents.
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Yes, 2022 certainly saw an explosive growth in cybercrime,
although, on the other hand, an even greater ‘explosion’ of cybercrimes
took place in 2017.

On the other hand, it cannot be denied that the War has demonstrated
a more than significant increase in the number of cybercrimes, with the
number of such crimes growing significantly each year. Even the first
half of 2025 was no exception.

Thus, in the first six months of 2025, the Ukrainian law enforcement
agencies registered 2008 criminal proceedings for cybercrimes (1477
criminal proceedings with identified suspects), which is 49,5% of
the total number of similar crimes registered in 2024 (4055 criminal
proceedings).

Further, in the seven six months of 2025, the Ukrainian law
enforcement agencies registered 2115 criminal proceedings for
cybercrimes (1521 criminal proceedings with identified suspects), which
1s 52,2% of the total number of similar crimes registered in 2024.

Here, we have a look at police statistics of crime of unauthorised
interference with the operation of electronic computers, automated
systems, computer networks or telecommunications networks
(Article 361 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine).

Overall, police statistics on this crime reflect the general statistics
on cybercrimes in Ukraine, but there is one exception.

It is interesting to note that, unlike the total number of crimes of
unauthorised interference with electronic networks, the number of crimes
of this type decreased significantly in 2024.

Similarly, the number of crimes of this type registered in the first
half of 2025 also did not show a significant increase compared to 2024.

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Thus, in the first six months of 2025, the Ukrainian law enforcement
agencies registered 1029 criminal proceedings for unauthorised
interference with electronic networks (779 criminal proceedings with
identified suspects), which is 53% of the total number of similar crimes
registered in 2024 (1953 criminal proceedings).

Further, in the seven six months of 2025, the Ukrainian law
enforcement agencies registered 1091 criminal proceedings for
unauthorised interference with electronic networks (787 criminal
proceedings with identified suspects), which is 56% of the total number
of similar crimes registered in 2024.

Here are presented the numbers of criminal proceedings opened by
different law-enforcement agencies, with corresponding analysis.

In 2022, prosecution offices registered 9586 criminal proceedings
(7870 criminal proceedings in 2021).

At the same time, the police registered much more criminal
proceedings (2022 criminal proceedings in 2022, 44027 criminal
proceedings in 2021) (Figure 148).

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The wartime period indicates a clear trend where the Prosecution
Office registered fewer criminal proceedings in 2023 (9584 criminal
proceedings), and especially in 2024 (7399 criminal proceedings).
However, in the first six months of 2025, the Office of General Prosecutor
opened 3329 criminal proceedings (638 criminal proceedings with
concrete suspects). This means that in the first six months of 2025, the
Office of General Prosecutor opened 45% of criminal proceedings out of
the total number for 2024 as a whole.

At the same time the police registered much more criminal
proceedings in 2023 (61847 criminal proceedings) and 2024 (65478
criminal proceedings). However, in the first six months of 2025, the
National Police of Ukraine opened 34694 criminal proceedings (29129
criminal proceedings with concrete suspects). This means that in the
first six months of 2025, the National Police of Ukraine 53% of criminal
proceedings out of the total number for 2024 as a whole.

Investigators of the Security Service of Ukraine (SBU) registered
many more criminal proceedings in 2022 (11841 criminal proceedings)
as compared with 2021 (5035 criminal proceedings) (Figure 149).

In contrast, investigators of the tax police registered much fewer
criminal proceedings in 2022 (218 criminal proceedings) as compared
with 2021 (1324 criminal proceedings) (Figure 149).

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In 2024, the Security Service of Ukraine (SBU) opened 10956
criminal proceedings (4258 criminal proceedings with concrete suspects).
However, in the first six months of 2025, the Security Service of Ukraine
opened 6442 criminal proceedings (2561 criminal proceedings with
concrete suspects). This means that in the first six months of 2025, the
Security Service of Ukraine opened 59% of criminal proceedings out of
the total number for 2024 as a whole.

In 2024, the Tax Police opened 1347 criminal proceedings (371
criminal proceedings with concrete suspects). However, in the first six
months of 2025, the Tax Police opened 780 criminal proceedings (218
criminal proceedings with concrete suspects). This means that in the first
six months of 2025, the Tax Police opened 78% of criminal proceedings
out of the total number for 2024 as a whole.

From the 2023-2024 statistics, it is surprising that the number of
criminal proceedings registered by the Security Service of Ukraine (SBU)
decreased after 2022, especially considering the continuous threats from
Russia (11841 criminal proceedings in 2022, 11679 criminal proceedings
in 2023, and 10956 criminal proceedings in 2024).

At the same time, an increase in criminal proceedings by the tax
police demonstrates that the economics has adapted to the wartime
conditions with corresponding adaptation of white-collar crime to
challenges of the War.

In 2022, investigators of the State Investigation Bureau (DBR) and
detectives of the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine (NABU)
registered approximately the same number of criminal proceedings
as in 2021. However, investigators of the State Investigation Bureau
(DBR) demonstrated more activities in 2023-2024. They registered 2906
criminal proceedings in 2023 and 4971 criminal proceedings in 2024
(Figure 150).

However, in the first six months of 2025, the State Bureau
of Investigations opened 4251 criminal proceedings (945 criminal
proceedings with concrete suspects). This means that in the first six
months of 2025, the State Bureau of Investigations opened almost 86%
of criminal proceedings out of the total number for 2024 as a whole.

However, in the first six months of 2025, the National Anti-
Corruption Bureau opened 167 criminal proceedings (31 criminal
proceedings with concrete suspects). This means that in the first six

months of 2025, the National Anti-Corruption Bureau opened 61% of
criminal proceedings out of the total number for 2024 as a whole.

As far as the situation with notifications of suspicions given to
suspects in criminal proceedings, police statistics provide us with the
following results.

The police investigators decreased the number of notes of suspicion
in 2022 (28633 notifications in 2022, 36562 notifications in 2021).

The number of notifications of suspicion given in criminal
proceedings opened by prosecutors in 2022 was mostly the same as in
2021 (Figure 152).

The number of notifications of suspicion given in criminal
proceedings opened by investigators by the tax police and the Security
Service of Ukraineis very controversial in the context of its transformation.

In 2013, both LEAs started with the same numbers of criminal
proceedings with given notifications of suspicions (Figure 152).

In 2023, the differences between them have reached a historical
point.

The indicators of the tax police almost reached zero level. At the
same time, the indicators of the Security Service of Ukraine reached its
historical maximum (Figure 152).
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Indicators of the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine
(NABU), as statistics demonstrate, were not significantly impacted by
the War. In contrast, indicators of the State Bureau of Investigation
(DBR) increased more than significantly (Figure 153).

Overall, as previously noted, the activities of the National Anti-
Corruption Bureau of Ukraine are perceived by the Ukrainian population
as virtually the last bastion of defence against high-level corruption,
and this makes sense. Thus, between 2016 (i.e. when the NABU was
established) and 2025, 71 members of the Ukrainian parliament were
brought to criminal responsibility with the corresponding notification of
suspicion.

In general, for the period 2019-2025, based on the results of the
review of indictments in the NABU cases, the High Anti-Corruption
Court passed 289 verdicts against corrupt top officials, members of
parliaments and judges, of which 263 were convictions and 26 were
acquittals.

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Quality and Quantity of Criminal Investigations
during the War

No less interesting is the issue of researching the impact of the War
on the indicators of the work of Ukrainian law enforcement agencies,
where, according to statistical forms, we take as a basis two indicators —
the total number of criminal proceedings opened by one or another law
enforcement agency (prosecutor’s office, the police, security service, tax
police, the State Bureau of Investigation, the National Anti-Corruption
Bureau of Ukraine), and the number of criminal proceedings with
concrete suspects opened by the relevant law enforcement agency.

It can be concluded that during the year of the Russian military
invasion, the prosecutor’s office opened significantly more criminal
proceedings (9586 criminal proceedings in 2022, as compared to 7870
criminal proceedings in 2021).

However, the number of criminal proceedings in which suspicion
was reported decreased (1420 criminal proceedings in 2021, 1354
criminal proceedings in 2022). However, prosecutors registered 1678
criminal proceedings in 2023 and 1693 criminal proceedings in 2024
(Figure 154).

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In 2022, the police registered 39800 criminal proceedings (28633
criminal proceedings with concrete suspects), which is less than in
2021 (44027 criminal proceedings, of which there were 36562 criminal
proceedings with suspects). However, the next year the police registered
61847 criminal proceedings, of which there were 51373 criminal
proceedings with suspects. In 2024, year the police registered 65478
criminal proceedings, of which there were 56014 criminal proceedings
with suspects (Figure 155).

At the same time, for obvious reasons, the Security Service of
Ukraine (SBU) registered 11841 criminal proceedings in 2022, while
only 5035 criminal proceedings were registered in 2021. The further
wartime period demonstrated further slight decrease in a general number
of criminal proceedings registered by the Security Service of Ukraine
(11679 criminal proceedings in 2023 and 10959 criminal proceedings
in 2024). However, there was an increase in criminal proceedings
with suspects (4198 criminal proceedings in 2023 and 4258 criminal
proceedings in 2024) (Figure 156).

If we discuss the indicators of the tax police, then, for objective
reasons, the indicators have reached almost zero level in 2022
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Figure 156. Criminal proceedings opened by Security Service

(especially criminal proceedings with suspects). However, the next
years demonstrated an increase in the number of criminal proceedings
registered (945 criminal proceedings in 2023, 1347 criminal proceedings
in 2024). However, it appears that the quantity was not supported with
the quality: only 192 criminal proceedings in 2023 and 371 criminal
proceedings in 2024 had suspects (Figure 157).

Since 2017, statistics on the results of crime investigations by
investigators of the State Bureau of Investigation (DBR) started to be
published, which show quite indicative results. Thus, despite the annual
increase in the number of registered criminal proceedings, the ratio
between the total number of cases and cases with suspects increased
every year, which proves the thesis of the transformation of the State
Bureau of Investigation into a body investigating mainly ‘factual’ cases.
At the same time, the War left the indicators at the same level as last
year (1341 criminal proceedings in 2021, 1130 criminal proceedings in
2022). At the same time, the beginning of the War further increased the
distance between actual criminal proceedings and criminal proceedings
with suspects (672 criminal proceedings with suspects in 2021, 525
criminal proceedings with suspects in 2022, 1053 criminal proceedings
with suspects in 2023, and 1661 criminal proceedings with suspects in
2024) (Figure 158).

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In 2022, the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine, on
the contrary, demonstrated an increase in both the total number of
criminal proceedings and the number of criminal proceedings involving
suspects. In general, the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine has
demonstrated stability in both indicators since its establishment, which the
war does not seem to have affected. However, the statistics demonstrate a
deeper gap between the general number of criminal proceedings and the
number of criminal proceedings with suspects (Figure 159).

At the same time, it should be noted that the first half of 2025 was
marked by a number of high-profile criminal cases for the NABU and
the Specialised Anti-Corruption Prosecutor’s Office, particularly in the
defence, land and medical sectors. As in previous periods, the focus was
on uncovering high-level corruption taking place in the context of full-
scale Russian aggression.

For the first time in history, the current Deputy Prime Minister of
Ukraine has been exposed for corruption. He is suspected of receiving
undue benefits in the form of a discount on real estate.

Anti-corruption bodies have reported suspicions of bribery and
legalisation of illegally acquired funds against the former deputy head
of the President’s Office. He had previously been charged with illegal
enrichment.

In addition, anti-corruption authorities conducted a unique
operation called ‘Clean City’ to neutralise a criminal organisation that
controlled the process of granting land ownership rights in Kyiv.

Furthermore, anti-corruption bodies exposed two large-scale
schemes in the Ministry of Defence of Ukraine. The first criminal
scheme was concerned with the inflation prices for military supplies,
which caused the state losses of 733 million UAH. The second criminal
scheme was concerned with embezzlement of 246 million UAH for the
development of an automated system for the Operational Command
Centre of the Armed Forces of Ukraine were uncovered.

Anti-corruption authorities also shut down a criminal group of
judges and lawyers who, for a fee, helped conscripts illegally leave
the country and obtain deferrals from mobilisation. Anti-corruption
authorities also stopped the criminal activities of a group of individuals
who, through illegal access to the closed part of the register of court
decisions, leaked information about the NABU’s investigative actions to
criminal organisations.
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In total, in the first half of 2025, the National Anti-Corruption
Bureau of Ukraine opened 370 new investigations, notified 115 persons
of suspicion, and sent 69 indictments to court. As a result of the
consideration of indictments filed with the court by the NABU detectives,
54 top corrupt officials were convicted.

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TRUST IN GOVERNMENT AND LAW:

One of the most important consequences of the War’s impact
on crime is the change in citizens’ attitudes towards law enforcement
agencies in Ukraine as a result of or under the influence of the Russian
invasion.

Research into this issue is an integral part of the overall picture
of the impact of the War on the State as a whole, as well as on crime
within the State’s borders. We believe that research into the dynamics of
institutions and crime indicators, as well as the study of expert opinion,
requires additional coverage of broad public opinion at the national and
regional levels.

Therefore, at the end of this monograph, we aim to analyse the
results of individual sociological studies in Ukraine that indicate a change
in Ukrainians’ attitudes towards law enforcement and justice.

First, we have to present the situation with the trust in law-
enforcement and judiciary before the War started.

From 3 to 9 July 2020, the Razumkov Centre’s conducted the
survey in cooperation with the Ilko Kucheriv Democratic Initiatives
Foundation, using face-to-face interviews at the respondents’ place of
residence'*S.

In 2020, most often, Ukrainian citizens expressed trust in the
Armed Forces of Ukraine (65% of respondents trust them), the Church
(63%), volunteer organisations (63%), the State Emergency Service
(53%), volunteer battalions (53%), the State Border Service (52%),

the Ukrainian media (50%), the National Guard of Ukraine (49%), and
public organisations (47%)"*".

Unfortunately, all other institutions were viewed with more distrust
than trust.

The President of Ukraine was distrusted by 49% of citizens, the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine by 75%, the Government of Ukraine by
72%, and the state apparatus (officials) by 78%.

There was a high level of distrust in the judicial system as a whole
(77,5%), the Anti-Corruption Court — 70%, the Supreme Court (69%),
and local courts (67,5%).

The prosecutor’s office was distrusted by 73% of respondents,
the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine (NABU) by 71%, the

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Specialised Anti-Corruption Prosecutor’s Office (SAP) — 70,5%, and the
National Agency for Corruption Prevention (NAZK) — 70%'3%.

Among law enforcement agencies, distrust of the police and the Security
Service of Ukraine (SBU) is slightly less common (although distrust still
prevails over trust). Thus, 58% of respondents did not trust the National
Police of Ukraine (NPU) (33% trusted them), the patrol police (54% and
35%, respectively), and the Security Service of Ukraine (56% and 31%,
respectively)'®’.

Later, from 3 to 11 December 2021, the Kyiv International Institute
of Sociology (KIIS) conducted its own nationwide public opinion

The army, volunteers, ordinary people in their local communities,
and the Church continue to enjoy the highest level of trust in Ukrainian
society.

At the same time, compared to December 2020, there has been
an increase in trust in the Armed Forces of Ukraine. A total of 72% of
Ukrainians trust the army, with a trust-distrust balance of +60%.

Compared to December 2020, the share of those who trust the army
increased by 6 percentage points, and the trust-distrust balance increased
by 8 percentage points'*>.

Compared to December 2020, there is also a trend towards
increased trust in the army in all regions.

Compared to December 2020, the situation remained virtually
unchanged. The situation was slightly better in the case of law
enforcement agencies: 30-35% trusted the Patrol Police, the Security
Service of Ukraine, and the National Police.

The balance of trust ranged from -2% for the Patrol Police to -14%
for the National Police.

Although the share of those who trusted these institutions did
not change compared to December 2020, the balance in all three cases
improved slightly. No significant regional differences in trust in law
enforcement agencies were found'”.

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In December 2024, the Ministry of Internal Affairs presented the
results of their survey'®®. As in previous examples, the survey aimed at
trust in different law enforcement agencies'*.

According to the survey, the National Guard of Ukraine has
the highest level of trust among law enforcement agencies: 86% of
respondents expressed trust, compared to 72% of those surveyed in 2023.
The State Border Service is trusted by 54%, while 42% of respondents
do not trust it to one degree or another.

The National Police have a 48% trust rating, while 51% do not
trust it. The level of trust in the National Police has declined slightly: in
2023, the share of those who trusted the National Police was 56%.

The Ministry of Internal Affairs believes that the identical levels
of trust in the National Police of Ukraine and the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of Ukraine are, in particular, a sign that citizens still do not clearly
distinguish between these bodies'**.

In January 2025, the Kyiv International Institute of Sociology
(KIIS) presented very significant and impressive results of a new survey
focused on the issues of dynamics of trust in social institutions in 2021-
202417,

The survey was conducted among adult (aged 18 and older) citizens
of Ukraine who, at the time of the survey, were residing in the territory
of Ukraine controlled by the Government of Ukraine. The sample did
not include residents of territories temporarily not controlled by the
Ukrainian authorities (at the same time, some of the respondents were

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IDPs who had moved from the occupied territories), and the survey did
not cover citizens who had left the country after 24 February 2022,

In the case of the Armed Forces, support remains consistently very
high — 92% trust them and only 2% do not (a year ago, the figures were
96% and 1%, respectively). The balance of trust and distrust is +90%.

The Security Service of Ukraine (SBU) also maintains a fairly high
level of trust (despite a slight decline compared to last year). Thus, 54%
of Ukrainians trust the SBU, while 21% do not (in December 2023, the
figures were 58% to 16%). The balance of trust and distrust is +33% (last
year it was +42%).

Trust in the police has declined slightly, with those who trust the
police falling from 41% to 37%, while those who do not trust the police
rose from 29% to 38%.

Trust in the courts and prosecutors remains critically low. Only
12% of Ukrainians trust the courts and only 9% trust prosecutors.

The percentage of those who do not trust the courts and prosecutors
1s 63% and 67%, respectively. Compared to last year, the situation has
not changed.

Overall, in the current socio-political circumstances, Ukrainians
trust only the Armed Forces of Ukraine and, to a much lesser extent,
the Security Service of Ukraine. Ukrainians trust the police even less.
However, prosecutors and courts demonstrate the greatest and most
critical dysfunctionality today, with critically low levels of trust among
the Ukrainian population.

As far as corruption is concerned, in September 2023, the KIIS
asked about perceptions of corruption, and 59% responded that ‘there
are real attempts to fight corruption in Ukraine, and there are positive
developments’, while 36% responded that ‘Ukraine is hopelessly corrupt,
and there are no positive changes’.

In September 2024, according to new data, 48% believed that there
were attempts to fight corruption in Ukraine, while the share of those
who agreed with the view that corruption was hopelessly entrenched rose
to 47%. By December 2023, 55% of Ukrainians believed that corrupt
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officials should be punished as quickly as possible, even if this meant
breaking the law!'®.

According to the Transparency International Ukraine, corruption
in economic and political reconstruction processes in Ukraine 1is
considered to be very or rather widespread by 65% of Ukrainians
surveyed. Two-thirds of respondents consider the distribution of
international and budget funds (65%), control and reporting on the
use of resources (63%) and tenders (61%) to be the most vulnerable
stages to corruption. The most common fears of Ukrainians regarding
reconstruction are the lack of proper control (62%), the possible return
of corruption schemes (61%) and the lack of security guarantees and the
resumption of hostilities (56%)>%.

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CONCLUSIONS*!

Having summarised the above developments presented, we have
come to the following conclusions that reflect the 2013-2024 crime
trends in Ukraine, heavily impacted with the wartime challenges.

Following up on our conclusions shaped in previously published
papers, we have to stress again that the 2022 Russian armed invasion
of Ukraine became the first full-scale war in the centre of the European
continent after World War II with direct and open participation of the
biggest European states which has become an absolutely new broad field
for criminological research on the impacts of a contemporary war on
contemporary digital and technological societies.

The crime trends in wartime Ukraine have become a much
more interesting criminological phenomenon for researchers due to
the dualistic nature of such trends.

The number of crimes committed in Ukraine in 2022 (362636
crimes) exceeded the number of crimes committed in 2021 (321443
crimes). Mass attacks on Ukrainian cities by drones and missiles and
destruction of the infrastructure left many people without their homes,
incomes, hopes, and perspectives. Therefore, it is not surprising that the
number of crimes increased significantly in 2023-2024 considering the
ruination of all aspects of economic and social life in Ukraine (475595
crimes in 2023, 492479 crimes in 2024).

All these factors, including further mass migration of people from
frontline areas, increased the crime rates significantly. In addition, the
crime landscape took new forms and characteristics having received the
‘injection’of purely wartime crimes (crimes against military service, war
crimes and crimes against national security).

It is obvious that all resources of Ukraine have been directed to
the needs of the defence of the state from the Russian armed aggression,
including the police. Therefore, it is not surprising that the quality of
investigation of crimes and the preventive effect of criminal punishment

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decreased proportionally. In 2023, there were only 189292 criminal
proceedings with suspects (40% from the total number). In 2024, there
were only 194688 of criminal proceedings with suspects (39% from
the total number). In contrast, the same indicator for 2021 was 53%.
The latter can serve as an indicator of the decreasing effectiveness of
the national criminal justice system in the conditions of the wartime
challenges and sometimes even chaos.

The War made criminality more rural in Ukraine. In 2024, police
statistics demonstrated the lowest level of crimes in urban areas (67.6%)
and the highest level of crimes in rural areas (28,7%).

The War ‘cut’ the number of detected crimes against human
life and health. In 2023, suspects were found only in 36% of criminal
proceedings. In 2024, the same indicators dropped to the point of 29%.
Only 5% of perpetrators of intentional homicides were identified in 2022,
2,8% of perpetrators were identified in 2023, and 1,9% of perpetrators
were identified in 2024 that indicates an obvious operational weakness
of the national criminal justice system in wartime.

Police statistics on torture occupy a very controversial place
in the analysis of the general structure of crime in Ukraine. On one
hand, systematic torture by the police and prison officers has shaped
corresponding views on torture as practices in Ukrainian society and
media. Ukrainian society has a strong view that ill-treatment by the
police and prison officers is a wide-spread phenomenon. On the other
one, the number of officially registered crimes of torture determines
many questions concerning the latent nature of this type of crime as well
as the effectiveness of investigation of torture by state agents in Ukraine
which become known to the society. Additionally, the percentage of
dropped criminal proceedings in torture cases stimulates additional
questions about the effectiveness of pre-trial investigation of tortures.

Domestic violence also deserves to become an interesting
phenomenon of the crime landscape in wartime Ukraine. In the light
of the absence of both victims and perpetrators due to mass migration
of potential victims and participation of many potential perpetrators in
military actions, crime rates go up.

No less interesting picture one can find in the case of drug-related
crimes. Even in the light of further escalation of military actions, the state
continues focusing even on minor drug crimes It seems that the mechanism
of an artificial ‘market’ for drug-related crimes, where criminals are
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often victims at the same time, and where police officers know who,
where and under what conditions will commit the next ‘crime’, ‘should
not stand idle’ even during the War.

Expectedly, thenumber of offences against military service (military
crimes) has also increased significantly in 2022-2024. The police
registered 16515 such crimes in 2023 and 66240 in 2024. At the same
time the number of criminal proceedings with suspects were very law
(2239 and 7398 correspondingly). The main conclusion here is that the
number of registered crimes has increased in parallel to the decrease of
identified suspects in corresponding criminal proceedings.

While considering property crimesin wartime Ukraine, the
first hypothesis appears that the absence of properly organised
policing would lead to a serious increase in the number of property
crimes. Nevertheless, the number of recorded property crimes has, in fact,
significantly decreased in2022. The impact of the War on property crimes
is more than obvious: 158729 property crimes in 2021, 113137 property
crimes in 2022, 178902 property crimes in 2023, and 132910 property
crimes in 2024. The same way the War impacted the practices of crimes
of thefts, car thefts, muggings, aggravated robberies and racketeering.

In contrast, crimes of fraud in 2022 demonstrated absolutely
another trend: the number of crimes of fraud in 2022 (32086) appeared
much bigger than in 2021 (23847). Moreover, the police registered 82609
crimes of fraud in 2022 and 64978 crimes of fraud in 2024.

It was predicted that the number of economic offences would
decrease (5469 crimes in 2022). However, perpetrators have adapted
to wartime conditions, and crime rates almost reached the level of
2021. Moreover, the ‘adaptation process’ was more than effective. As
an example, we can consider the crime of legalisation (laundering) of
property proceeding from crime: 348 crimes in 2020, 395 crimes in
2021, 437 crimes in 2022, 969 crimes in 2023, and 1132 crimes in 2024.

Whileanalysing crimes committedwithfirearms,itcouldbeexpected
that crime rates resulting from illegal use of firearms would extremely
rise after February 2022. Nevertheless, police statistics partly refute such
apresumption. For example, in 2021, there were 36 intentional homicides
committed using firearms. In 2022, the same indicator increased to the
level of 247 crimes. In 2023, the same indicator increased to the level of
909 crimes. However, in 2024, the same indicator decreased to the level
of 295 crimes.
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In contrast, the War increased the number of crimes committed with
the use of explosives. These crimes have indicated a dualistic trend: 1)
the number of crimes increased; 2) the number of criminal proceedings
with suspects decreased.

As far as sex crimes are concerned, the number of mentioned crimes
decreased significantly in 2022, as could be expected from the wartime
society. However, the number of rapes reached the pre-War indicators
in 2023. At the same time, we had the lowest level of sex crimes in the
ten-year history of crime prevention in Ukraine. Moreover, in December
2022, there were only 2 sex crimes registered in Ukraine: 621 sex crimes
for the period of eleven months of 2022, and 623 sex crimes for the
period of twelve months of 2022. The same can be said about the crimes
of rape: the beginning of the War led to a rapid decrease in rapes (406
rapes in 2021, 250 rapes in 2022). However, 450 rapes were registered in
2023, and 410 rapes were registered in 2024.

No less interesting is official statistics of crimes against national
security. In 2022, the LEA registered five times more crimes against
national security as compared to the whole period of 2013-2021.
However, the number of such crimes dropped almost three times in 2023.

It was clearly expected that the 2022 Russian armed invasion would
bring an increase in the numbers of crimes in the sphere of protection of
state secrets, inviolability of state borders, provision of conscription and
mobilization. As a result, the number of the above crimes in 2022 is 2,6
times bigger as compared with 2021. The number of the above crimes in
2023 is 2,3 times bigger as compared with 2022 (1000, 2624 and 6279
crimes correspondingly).

Economic offences also demonstrate how crime has adapted to
wartime conditions. In 2022, the number of crimes against public services
decreased 1,6 times. However, the number of these crimes increased 1,3
times in 2023. Moreover, the number of these crimes increased 1,1 times
in 2024 as compared to 2023. In general, the number of these crimes
increased 1,1 times in 2024 as compared to 2022.

As far as human trafficking is concerned, 133 crimes in 2022, 147
crimesin2023,and 105 crimes were registered in 2024. These numbers are
more than insufficient considering 6,5 million Ukrainian refugees, which
could lead to the conclusion that something is obviously wrong with
the police intelligence in the sphere of THB prevention as well as with
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intelligence of the Ukrainian border service. It could be said that THB
crimes are more latent ones than the LEA officials declare.

As far as the effectiveness of the law enforcement agencies 1is
concerned, they provided different indicators depending on the types of
crimes they registered and investigated.

The importance of policing increased in wartime society. The
wartime period indicates a clear trend where the Prosecution Office
registered fewer criminal proceedings in 2023, and especially in 2024.
At the same time, the police registered much more criminal proceedings
in 2023 and 2024.

It is surprising that the number of criminal proceedings registered
by the Security Service of Ukraine decreased after 2022, especially
considering the increasing threats from Russia. At the same time, an
increase in criminal proceedings by the tax police demonstrates that the
economics has adapted to the wartime conditions, with a corresponding
adaptation of white-collar crime to the challenges of the War. For obvious
reasons, the Security Service of Ukraine registered 2,4 times more
criminal proceedings in 2022 as compared to 2021. The further wartime
period demonstrated a further slight decrease in a general number of
criminal proceedings registered by the Security Service of Ukraine.
However, there was an increase in criminal proceedings with suspects.

The tax police registered 4,3 times more criminal proceedings in
2023 as compared to 2022. In 2024, the tax police registered 1,3 times
more criminal proceedings as compared to 2023. However, it appears
that the quantity was not supported with the quality: only 10% of criminal
proceedings registered by the tax police in 2022 had suspects (20% and
27% correspondingly for 2023 and 2024).

Finalising this book, we would also like to draw some attention to
the problems which are considered too serious and significant to avoid.

During the war, the Government had the priority to combat against
Russian occupiers, where a traditional peace-time human rights approach
has been replaced with humanitarian law.

There are grounds to believe that Ukraine will have a generation of
police officers grown up on the long distance from procedural justice and
human rights. We can also presume that even after the War the Ukrainian
police will face a post-war echo and focus on harsh crime prevention
policies aimed at organised crime and gang activities.
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Therefore, it can be presumed that even the second generation of
police officers will have a punitive style of thinking. It is clear that these
generations of police officers will need more time to adapt themselves
to peacetime policing based on human rights standards of the Council
of Europe and the European Committee for the Prevention of Torture.
Considering the time limits and a lack of material resources on the police,
the issue of the training of police officers can be very problematic.

Moreover, we have all grounds to presume that not only time and
financial resources should be considered. One of the sharpest aspects of
postwar Ukrainian policing has a purely psychological nature.

It is obvious the police force of Ukraine will be recruited mostly
from the former military officers and soldiers of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine. In addition to the absence of proper knowledge and skills
on how to communicate with people in the post-War society, they are
expected to rely on the autocratic and harsh style of policing rather on
the dialogue with citizens.

Consequently, such a situation will lead to a bigger gap between
the police and the society.

Moreover, one more aspect must be considered here.

The majority of police officers — regardless of their age — will be
former military officers or police officers directly involved in the military
actions. Even now, many police officers participate in military actions on
the basis of regular rotation.

Even those who are not involved in military actions participate
in joint actions with military staff of the military recruiting centres,
performing purely punitive actions with a zero level of trust by the
population.

In the case of former military officers and police officers involved
in direct armed hostilities, it is obvious that they will be reluctant to
follow traditional methods of police training. Moreover, there is a real
danger that such police officers can even sabotage human-rights oriented
police strategies in the postwar Ukrainian society.

Consequently, such a situation shapes a problem which has to be
solved with new innovative methods of training of police officers adapted
to the needs of the last two generations of police officers.
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
